Etnogeneze Slovanii ziistdvd frekventovanym tématem historického a archeologického vyzkumu. Etnicitu
nahliZeji nyni archeologové i historici v zdsadé jako akt védomého prihldSent, coZ vysvétluje diiraz kladeny
na identitu jako kategorii historické analyzy. Na zdkladé rozboru historického a archeologického doklado-
vého materidlu vztahujiciho se k 6. a 7. stol. predklddd cldanek argumentaci v tom smyslu, Ze v zdjmu dalsiho
rozvoje pozndni by se bdddni o (slovanské) etnogenezi mélo oprostit od opakovdni stereotypii uloZenych
v pozdné antické etnografii. Soucasné autor predkldadd novy analyticky model, odvozeny ze soucasnych
pristupii ke konstrukci etnicity prostrednictvim hmotné kultury, a ilustruje nekteré diisledky, které z ného
pro ceské a moravské zemé vyplyvaji.

The ethnogenesis of the Slavs remains a popular topic of historical and archaeological research. Ethnicity
is now viewed by both archaeologists and historians as fundamentally performative, which explains the
emphasis placed on identity as a category of historical analysis. On the basis of an analysis of the histor-
ical and the archaeological evidence pertaining to the 6™ and 7" centuries, this paper argues that in
order to make any progress the research on (Slavic) ethnogenesis needs to distance itself from the practice
of perpetuating the stereotypes embedded in the late antique ethnography. At the same time, the author
advances a new model of analysis derived from recent approaches to the construction of ethnicity through
material culture, and illustrates some of its implications for the Czech and Moravian lands.

Detailed measurement of magnetic susceptibility
in an open archaeological situation

Diskutovand magnetometrickd metoda miiZe byt vyuZita predevsim pri sledovdni jednotlivych archeolo-
gickych objektit nebo dilcich horizontdlnich i vertikdlnich situaci béhem probihajiciho archeologického
vyzkumu. Mérenim magn. susceptibility Ize stanovit odliSnosti magnetickych viastnosti riiznych materidlii
ve vyplni nebo konstrukci objektii, komponenty stratigrafie zahloubenych objektii ¢i kulturnich vrstev,
stav zachovdni objektii atd. Predklddané priklady pochdzeji z rozlicnych, prevdiné zkoumanych archeo-
logickych situaci a doklddaji moZnosti efektivni aplikace povrchovych méreni magn. susceptibility in
situ (zahloubené objekty, relikty fortifikaci, vyrobnich aredlii, objektii funerdlnich a dalSich specifickych
situact).

In archaeology, the magnetometric method can be used in the observation of individual archaeological
features or sectional horizontal and vertical contexts while excavation is in progress. By measuring magneto-
metric susceptibility, it is possible to determine differences in the magnetic properties of various materials
in the fill or the structure of features, to determine the components in the stratigraphy of sunken features
or cultural layers, or to determine the state of preservation of features, etc. The examples presented are
drawn from diverse, mostly excavated archaeological contexts and demonstrate the possibilities inherent
in the effective applications of surface measurements of magnetic susceptibility in situ (sunken features,
relics of fortifications, production sites, funeral-related features and other specific contexts).
