Paradigms for research on speech communication

ABSTRACT: When seeking order in the chaos of contemporary approaches to speech communi-
cation and its assumptions, it is possible to begin with the fact that the langue-parole opposition
(or the competence-performance opposition in some frameworks) is no longer a methodological
universal. It thus follows that one criterion for the differentiation of approaches consists in the dif-
ferences in establishing the goal of the research and its immediate objective and topic. From this
perspective, approaches vary in regard to whether they are oriented toward the process of com-
munication as a whole or whether they give preference to one of its components. A further crite-
rion is the opposition of formal and non-formal models. Under the influence of post-modern ide-
ology and in the framework of increasing interdisciplinarity, there has been shift from rational
approaches to speech communication and its assumptions.

ABSTRACT: In this article, the author 1) defines the scope of attitudes towards Eastern wisdom in
European humanities from ancient times up to the present (Plotinos, Schopenhauer, Eliade, etc.),
2) characterizes the essence of the basic barriers which block the instrumental employment
of the above-mentioned texts in humanistic research, 3) points out model cases of explicit
(Schopenhauer) and implicit (Heidegger) openness of the European way of thinking towards
Eastern wisdom, 4) reveals the following epistemological symptoms of the essential part of
source texts of Eastern wisdom: a) focus on the suppositional field (always differentiating) of
semiosis or the sign syntagmas, b) experiential wholeness, c) eudemonic character and d) radical
assumptions.

K diskusi o spisovné a „standardní“ češtině

On the discussion of literary and “standard” Czech

ABSTRACT: This is a critical assessment of the claims and arguments given in the article by Čer-
mák, Sgall, and Vybíral (2006). Examining individual statements in this article, the present paper
finds, among others, that 1) there is not enough evidence in the article for what is said about
the history and the present state of language management in the Czech Republic as well as about
the treatment of the Czech language in schools; 2) existing norms of language communication are
ignored, as are the social and cultural roles of literary Czech; and 3) the article fails to clearly ex-
plain its central concept of “standard” language.
