Figures must be inserted into text as well as enclosed as separate files in JPG, TIFF, PDF, CDR etc. If the picture is in the form of bitmap, use minimum resolution of 300 dpi.

Graphs must be both inserted into text and enclosed as separate files in JPG, TIFF, PDF etc. (minimum resolution of 300 dpi ) or in MS Excel format.
