1 Introduction

We ask authors to follow these guidelines and make paper look exactly like as this document. The easiest way to do this is simply to download a template from [1] and replace the content with your own.

2 Styles

There are following styles provided

· title – for title of your paper

· authors – for your name(s)

· affiliations– for your affiliation(s)

· Heading 1 – for titles of sections

· Heading 2 – for titles of subsections

· Body Text – for the text in sections

· References – for references list

· List – for list of properties etc.

For titles of sections and subsections Ignore other styles like “Normal” and “Default Paragraph Font” which are default and cannot be deleted from template.

1.1 Subsections

Maximum of three levels of sections should be used. Format the titles of (sub(sub))sections using Heading1, Heading2 and Heading3, respectively. 

Note that previous paragraph is formatted with BodyText0 because it is first paragraph of this section, while this and following ones are formatted with BodyText. You need not care about switching between these two styles manually. The Word should switch automatically between them as you type.

The only difference between BodyText0 and BodyText resides in indenting. The very first paragraph of section is not indented.

3 Numbering

The following sections names should not have a numbering.

· Abstract

· Acknowledgements

· References

Use Heading1 style for these sections, and discard numbering using the menu “Format / Bullets and Numbering” and selecting “None”.

4 Figures / Captions

Place Tables/Figures/Images in text as close to the reference as possible (see Fig.1). 

Place Tables/Figures/Images in text as close to the reference as possible (see Fig.1). It may extend across both columns to a maximum width of 16 cm (6.3").

Captions should be numbered (e.g., "Table 1" or "Figure 2. Figure’s and Table’s captions should be centered beneath the image, picture or a table.

Acknowledgements

It is just to remind you, acknowledgments and references titles do not have a number.

An example of references follows. Do not forget to use a Reference style for formatting entries. Use italic font for the title.
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
