It is known that the reactions with meson resonances in the initial
      state play an important role in the dilepton and photon emission from
  a hot meson gas and also in the charmonia dissociation in collisions
  with co-moving mesons. We argue that a better description of these
     processes can be achieved when also the formation of the initial state
        resonances is taken into account, what leads to the reactions with more
    than two hadrons in the initial state.  The case of dilepton production

            is discussed in detail.
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
