Expressivist pluralism

Logic is traditionally considered as a discipline focused on the most fundamental traits
of our rationality, indeed as a discipline of the very foundations of our rationality. The
plurality of logics we witness today seems to endanger the normative force of logic. I will
present a view based on reevaluating the pragmatic import of logic by Robert Brandom.
His doctrine of logical expressivism does see logic as fundamental for our capacity to use
language as such, yet our use thereof does not have be guided by logic step by step. Logic
is here, according to Brandom, to make inference rules explicit. From this perspective,
the plurality of logics is no impediment of the normativity of logical laws. Quite to the
contrary, the plurality helps to legitimize the normative force of logic in an
unprecedented manner.

Accelerating Academia and the New Spirit of Academic Capitalism

Academia has been undergoing some significant formative changes over the last couple
of decades. While the political-economic background to these transformations has been
extensively documented both theoretically and empirically under the headings of
‘academic capitalism’, ‘entrepreneurial university’, or ‘new managerialism’, much less
attention has been paid to the equally important changes within the temporal structure
of academic work, including both university teaching and research. Taking cue from the
recent debates within science and technology studies, sociology of time, and critical
theory, I will outline the defining features of contemporary ‘accelerating’ academia in the



context of the growing neo-liberal pressures exerted on the academic staff. My main focus
here will be especially on the progressively changing nature of the knowledge-producing
component of academic work, and the rise of what I call the new academic subjectivity.
After providing this general outlook I will then employ Boltanski and Chiapello’s concept
of ‘the new spirit of capitalism’ to discuss the prospect of a reflexive critique of academia
from within, as well as the very possibility of ‘critical’ thinking and ‘radical’ imagery in
general under the conditions of contemporary academia.
