Similarly, it may reflect the
possibilities or impossibilities to reform the state and the continuity or
discontinuity of its development. The conference aims to discuss the main
research concept, as well as the questions or other important paradigms,
methodological approaches, or historiographic reflections. Apart from
historiographers, the conference cordially invites literary historians, art
historians, legal historians, and other scholars.
