Sbornik pfispiva k déjindm ceské slavistiky a predevSim védeckym kontaktim v ramci
slovanskych zemi. Studie vznikly mj. diky dlouholeté spolupraci mezi Archivem Akademie
véd CR a nyn&j§im Archiwum Nauki PAN i PAU w Krakowie. Tii se zabyvaji polskou
problematikou — historikem Feliksem Konecznym a jeho slovanofilskymi postoji
vyjadiovanymi v mési¢niku Swiat Stowianski (P. Bilifiski); filosofem Wiadystaw Mieczystaw
Kozlowskym a jeho vazbami k &eské filosofii a jejim predstavitelim (M. Duréansky);
vypovédi periodika Ruch Stowianski o ukrajinskych narodnich aspiracich letech 1928-1939
(S. Grudzien). Jedna studie mapuje vazby ukrajinsko-Ceské podle Clenstvi Ceskych védci
v ptedni Ivovské védecké instituci (P. Kodera). Dalsi dva ¢lanky se vénuji oblasti Luzickych
Srbli — jednak v pomoci pfi jejich prosazeni v oblasti politické (J. Chodé&jovsky), jednak
politikou vychodonémeckého rezimu vici této mensiné v 50. letech 20. stoleti (V. Hankovec).
Jeden Clanek sleduje spolupraci v oblasti lesnictvi s Jihoslovany (G. Novotny), dalsi postoje
ceského botanika Josefa Velenovského k idejim slovanské vzajemnosti (M. Franc). Posledni
ptispévek je edici doposud nezndmych dopist polského jazykovédce Baudouina de Courtenay
a Geského slavofila Adolfa Cerného (M. Duréansky — T. Skrzynski).

This collection of papers contributes to the history of Czech Slavistics and particularly
scientific and scholarly contacts in the Slavonic countries. These papers came into being inter
alia thanks to the long-standing cooperation between the Archive of the ASCR and the present
Archive of PAN and PAU in Krakow. Three papers deal with Polish issues — historian
F. Koneczny and his Slavophile attitudes expressed in the monthly Swiat Stowianski
(P. Bilinski); philosopher W. M. Kozlowski and his contacts with Czech philosophy and its
representatives (M. Duréansky), and the testimony of the periodical Ruch Stowianski on
Ukrainian aspirations 1928-1939 (S. Grudzien). One paper maps out Ukrainian-Czech links,
as reflected in the membership of Czech scientists in the foremost learned society in Lvov
(P. Kodera). Two articles are devoted to Sorbia — to the effort to help them to assert their
independence in politics (J. Chod¢jovsky), and to the policy of the East German regime
towards the Sorbian minority in the 1950s (V. Hankovec). One article deals with cooperation
in the forestry with the South Slavs (G. Novotny), another one with the attitudes of Czech
botanist J. Velenovsky towards ideas of Slavonic mutual collaboration (M. Franc). The last
part of the collection is the publication of hitherto unknown correspondence between Polish
linguist B. de Courtenay and Czech Slavophile A. Cerny (M. Duréansky — T. Skrzynski).

Dtlezitym pramenem pro poznani struktury stfedovékych mést jsou knihy a rejstiiky
méstskych dani. Patnéct rejstiiki méstské sbirky z let 1425-1442, které se dochovaly ve
Statnim okresnim archivu v Jihlaveé, umoziuje sledovat, jak se ménila skladba i celkovy
potencial mésta Jihlavy v kritickych letech husitské revoluce. Sbirce byli podrobeni nejen
vsichni stali obyvatelé uvnitf hradeb i na predméstich, ale také obyvatelé tzv. méstskych vsi a
mlyny. Vedle majitelt domt byli uvadéni také najemnici. Zakladem pro vybér bylo ocenéni
nemovitosti. Z vybranych ¢astek mésto uhrazovalo piedev§im berni panovnikovi a dalsi
méstské potieby. Poplatnici byli zaznamenavani v ustaleném potadi, coz umoznilo zpracovat
méstsky mistopis. K edici je zpracovan obsahly index jmenny a vécny.

Soubor jihlavskych rejstiikli je v ceskych zemich ojedin€ly, a proto zasluhuje, aby byl
badateliim zpfistupnén edici. Edice spolu s mistopisem mohou byt vychodiskem studii v fadé
specialnich obort historickych, ale téz historické geografie, urbanistiky a dalSich obort, a to
nejen z hlediska Jihlavy, ale i obecného studia mést.

Books and registers of town taxes provide an important resource for obtaining information
about the structure of medieval towns and cities. Fifteen registers of town collections from
1425 to 1442, which have been preserved at the Jihlava State District Archive, allow to
observe how the composition and overall potential of the town of Jihlava changed during the
critical years of the Hussite revolution. All the permanent inhabitants within the ramparts and
in the town outskirts were subject to the tax collection, as were those who lived in the ,,urban
villages* and in mills. Importantly, not only were householders included, but also tenants —
farm hands. The basis for tax collection was assessment of real estate, which did not change
over the long term. From the collected sums of money, the town basically covered royal
taxation and its other requirements. Taxpayers were recorded in fixed order, which allowed
for the compilation of a town topography.

The set of Jihlava registers is unique in Czech lands and so deserves to be made
available to researchers in this edition.

Mistopis stfedovékého meésta ma zékladni vyznam pro jeho vSestranné poznani, hlavné
povahy stavebni, obranné, hospodaiské, socialni, demografick¢ i kulturni. Podminkou
zpracovani jsou vhodné prameny, zejména berni seznamy a meéstské knihy. Zpracovani
mistopisu mésta Jihlavy umoznil u nas ojedinéle dochovany soubor rejstiikii méstské sbirky
z let 1425-1442, které jsou vydavany soucasné, a souvisla fada méstskych knih. Vyuziti jejich
zapist umoznilo u ¢etnych domi pfesahy pied rok 1425 i za rok 1442. Unikatni u jihlavského



mistopisu je vzajemna verifikace udaji v oblasti vytvarné — monumentalniho nasténného
vyobrazeni pfepadeni mésta v roce 1402 — i1 v oblasti literarni u velmi ¢asné latinské Chvaly
Jihlavy ze druhého desetileti 15. stoleti, kde se podaftilo identifikovat vice nez 30 prednich
méstant a urcit jejich domy.

Mistopis byl zpracovan ptivodné jako pfiloha edice rejstiikli méstské sbirky, ale je
vydavan teprve nyni spolu s edici rejstiikt. Jiz diive byl publikovan na mistopisu zalozeny
plan Jihlavy uvniti hradeb v prvni poloviné 15. stoleti, ktery byl opakované ptetiskovan a
vyuzivan v ruznych oborech.

A topography of a medieval town is an important basis for general information, particularly
on its structural, defence, economic, social, demographic and cultural aspects. The
compilation of a topography of the town of Jihlava was made possible by a set of town tax
collection registers dating from 1425 to 1442, which uniquely in Czech lands have been
preserved and subsequently published in the same time, and a continuous series of municipal
books. What is unique in the Jihlava topography is the mutual corroboration of information
from art, with the monumental mural portrayal of the attack on the town in 1402, and from
literature, with a very early Latin Commendation of Jihlava from the 1410s, in which more
than 30 prominent burghers have been successfully identified together with their houses.

The topography, together with maps, models and other reports based on it, might give
a reconstruction of the medieval town, not only of the structure, but also of its inhabitants’
way of life.
