The importance of games in archaic societies
Archaeological study options

Cilem prdce je diskutovat vyznam her v predliterdrnich spolecnostech. Této spolecenské aktivité je dosud
vénovdna nedostatecnd pozornost predevsim, co se obdobi eviopské prehistorie tykd. Cldnek je zaloZen
na hypotetické interpretaci rondelii jakoZto ohraniceného mista pro provozovdni her. Na diileZitost feno-
ménu her z hlediska jejich spolecenské funkce poukazuje tivodni teoretickd pasdz. Faktograficky zdklad
textu tvori formdlni a metrické srovndni rondelii nékolika archeologickych kultur studovaného obdobi.
Interpretacni ramec doplituji etnohistorické informace z oblasti Mezoameriky o vyznamu institucionalizo-
vané micové hry pro fungovdni tamni stratifikované spolecnosti.

The aim of this contribution is to discuss the significance of games in preliterate societies. To date, not much
attention has been paid to this social activity, primarily concerning the period of European prehistory.
This article is based on a hypothetical interpretation of rondels as an enclosed area for playing games.
The introductory theoretical passage refers to the importance of the phenomenon of games in terms of their
social function. The factual basis of the text comprises a formal and metric comparison of rondels of
several archaeological cultures in the studied period. The interpretational framework is supplemented
by ethnohistorical information, from Mesoamerica, on the significance of an institutionalised ball game
for the functioning of the stratified society there.

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Zum Fundstoff vom Berg Rubin (Nordwestb6hmen)
und der Bedeutung des Fundorts in der Hallstatt-
und Friihlaténezeit

K ndlezovému fondu z hradisté Rubin a vyznamu lokality
v dobé halStatské a casné laténské

Die Analyse der bisher fast vollstindig unbeachtet gebliebenen Sammlung von Metallfunden meist fremden
Ursprungs, die den Archivquellen zufolge im Raum der befestigten Hohensiedlung auf dem Gipfel Rubin
gefunden wurden, trigt zur Datierung der Besiedlung dieses Fundorts in die Spdthallstattzeit bei. Aus der
Sicht der Zusammensetzung des Fundstoffs und seiner raumlichen Zusammenhdinge gehort der Fundort zu
den befestigten Hohensiedlungen mit Residenz der sozialen Elite, die dem gegenwdrtigen Forschungsstand
zufolge an die Siedlungsstruktur entlang des Wegesystems gebunden war, das iiber Bohmen die Gebiete in
Nordeuropa mit Siideuropa gegen Ende der Hallstattzeit und zu Anfang der Latenezeit verband. Die fest-
gestellten iiberregionalen Kontakte hingen nicht nur mit dem Gebiet zusammen, das sich siidlich und
stidwestlich von Bohmen befindet, sondern spielten auch eine Vermittlerrolle fiir nordliche Nachbar-
schaft.

On the finds from Rubin Hill (NW Bohemia) and the importance of the site in the Hallstatt and Early
La Tene period. An analysis of a hitherto neglected assemblage of metal finds of predominantly foreign
provenance, whose origin in the area of a fortified settlement on the peak of Rubin Hill is documented by
archive sources, proves the settlement of this locality in the Hallstatt period. From the point of view of the
structure of the collection of finds and its spatial contexts, the locality is classified as a fortified elevated
settlement serving as a residence for the social elite, linked to a network of settlements along a system of
roads connecting several regions of northern and southern Europe via Bohemia at the end of the Hallstatt
period and the start of the La Téne period. The established interregional contacts were not only connected
with the regions to the south and south-west of Bohemia, but were also of intermediary importance for
the area to the north of Bohemian territory.

Nelegdlnim pouZivanim detektorii kovii jsou dlouhodobé vykrdddny archeologické lokality. Pouze v malé
miTe jsou nalezené predmeéty preddvdny k ulozeni do muzejnich sbirek; nicméné i toto torzo ukazuje na zce-
la fatdlni inik informaci, ktery nds obor postihuje. Detektorové ndlezy nejen prindSeji poznatky o hmotné
kulture a interregiondlnich kontaktech, ale jsou diky nim nékdy i objevovdny dosud nezndmé lokality. Jednou
z nich je hradisté ,,Obirka* u Loucky (okr. Prerov) na okraji Oderskych vrchit, odkud bylo ziskdno velké
mnoZstvi ndlezii z obdobi popelnicovych poli a z pozdni doby laténské.

A new hillfort in the Moravian Gate. The illegal use of metal detectors has long been leaving archaeological
sites plundered. Items found are only rarely turned in to be placed in museum collections. Nevertheless,
what has been handed in has been enough to reveal the absolutely fatal loss of information that the field
of archaeology is suffering from. Finds uncovered with metal detectors provide information on material
culture and interregional contacts, and they have even revealed the existence of previously unknown sites.
One such site is ‘Obirka’, a hillfort located near the village of Loucka (distr. of Prerov) on the edge of the
Oderské vrchy Hills. A large number of finds have been unearthed at this site dating to the Urnfield Culture
and the late La Tene period.

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Vicecetny pohteb ze starsi doby bronzové z Velkych Prilep

Prispévek ke studiu tafonomie, vzniku a tGcelu
pohfebniho komplexu

Prispévek se zabyvd vicecetnym pohrebnim kontextem z Velkych Prilep (okr. Praha—zdpad), datovanym
do starsi doby bronzové. Studium je zaloZeno na mezioborové spoluprdci archeologie a biologické antro-
pologie se zamérenim na teoretické otdzky spojené s minulou Zivou kulturou (intencionalita, vznik a ticel
pohiebniho komplexu) a jeji transformaci do archeologickych pramenii. Studium transformaci formdlnich
(poskozenti, rozpad a zdnik kostni tkdané), polohovych (disartikulace kosti v kloubnich spojenich) a odhady
nékterych antropologickych parametrit bylo uskutecnéno jiz v terénni fdzi vyzkumu. Diskutovdna jsou
témata intencionality pohrebniho kontextu, rekonstrukce postupu jeho ztvdrnéni a icelu v daném
kulturnim prostredi.

Early Bronze Age multiple burial from Velké Prilepy, Central Bohemia. A contribution to the study of
taphonomy, the rise and purpose of a burial complex. The work focuses on the context of a multiple burial
of 6 individuals from Velké Prilepy (distr. Prague-west), dated to the Early Bronze Age. The study is based
on the interdisciplinary cooperation between archaeology and biological anthropology, focusing on the
theoretical issues linked to a past living culture (intentionality, rise and purpose of burial complex) and its
transformation into archaeological record. The study of the transformation of formal (damage, decom-
position and disintegration of bone tissue), positional (disarticulation of bone joints) and estimation of some
anthropological parameters has already taken place during the fieldwork. Topics such as the intentionality
of the rise of the burial complex, the reconstruction of the advancement of its formation and the purpose
within the given cultural environment will be covered.

Fragmenty textilu na bronzovém védru z doby ¥imské z Repova
Helena BFezinovd - Kristyna Poppovd Urbanova

Cldnek se zabyvd analyzou organickych poziistatkii dochovanych na povrchu bronzového védra ze souboru
ze starsi doby Fimské 7 Repova (okr. Mladd Boleslav). Polovinu vnéjsiho povrchu védra pokryvaji korozi
prostoupené fragmenty nebo otisky nékolika riiznych tkanin, skané nité, otisky travin a zbytky zviteci srsti.
Textilie byly zhotoveny nékolika riiznymi technikami: vétsina povrchu nddoby je pokryta jemnou tkaninou
provdzanou v pldtnové vazbé a volnymi skanymi nitémi bez provdzdni, na vnéjsi strané dna se nachdzeji dva
drobné otisky tkaniny s keprovou vazbou a nepatrny fragment tkanice zhotovené na destickovém stavu.
PFi zkoumdni poziistatkii textilii a srsti byly pouZity riizné metody: textilné-technologicky priizkum, infracer-
vend absorpcni spektroskopie, mikroskopicky priizkum struktury vidken a nedestruktivni priizkum negativ-
niho otisku organickych vzorkii.

Textile fragments on a Roman period bronze bucket from Repov, Central Bohemia. The article contains
an analysis of organic remains extant on the surface of a bronze bucket that forms part of an assemblage
from Repov (Mladd Boleslav distr.) and dates to the Early Roman Age. Half of the bucket’s outer surface
is covered with corroded fragments and imprints of several different kinds of fabric, wound threads, imprints
of grasses, and remains of animal fur. The textiles were made using different techniques: most of the
surface of the vessel is covered with a fine fabric of woven cloth and loose unwoven threads of yarn, and
the outer side of the base features two tiny imprints of twill fabric and a minute fragment of a string made
on a plate loom. The remnants of textile and fur were examined in detail using various methods: textile-
technological examination, infrared absorption spectroscopy, microscopic examination of fibre structure,
and a non-destructive examination of the negative imprint of organic specimens.

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K pre-historii dvou Mést prazskych

Na parcele v sev. cdsti Nového Mésta prazského byly dokumentovdny relikty cdstecné zahloubeného, kitllovou
konstrukci neseného domu z pokrocilého 12. ¢i z poc. 13. stoleti. Dnes jde jiz o jeden 7 mnoha takovych
dokladii intenzivniho osidleni této cdsti tehdejsi praZské aglomerace. Vyjimecnd je mozZnost datovdni objek-
tu diky nddobé s obétinou vsazené do jeho podlahy. Zdnik budovy autori kladou do kontextu uddlosti, které
tento prostor v okoli kostela sv. Klimenta postihly ve 30. letech 13. stol. v souvislosti s panovnickym zdmeé-
rem zaloZit (prvni) Mésto praZské. Chronologicky ndsledny doklad vyuZiti pozemku predstavuje odpadni
Jimka, jejiz obsah aktualizuje zprdvy o utvdreni zdejsiho predmésti z 1. pol. 14. stoleti. Zlomky sklenénych
nddob z jimky sveédci o virovni stolovdni ekonomicky nikoli nadpriimérné prazské domdcnosti i o sortimentu
dutého skla na praZském trhu ve 14. stoleti.

On the pre-history of two Towns of Prague. On a lot in the northern part of the New Town in Prague, the
remains of a partly sunken building from the 12" century, or the start of the 13" century, were excavated.
The ever increasing numbers of finds of such features are evidence of the intensity of settlement in this part
of the early medieval Prague agglomeration, only in this case dating is possible on the basis of a vessel,
containing offerings, set in the floor. The authors situate the demise of the building within the context of
events that affected this area in the 1230s, in connection with the sovereign’s plan to establish the (first)
Town of Prague. Another unearthed feature was a cesspit: its content corresponds with contemporary
reports about sudden formation of these outskirts during the first half of the 14t century. Fragments of glass
vessels from this cesspit testify to the standard of dining in the household, which for Prague standards was
not above average, and to the variety of blown glass in the Prague market in the 14 century.
