Cldnek shrnuje informace o kultovnim aredlu doby halstatské na vrchu Burkovdk u Neméjic v jiznich Ce-
chdch. Je vénovdn zejména analyze nalezenych keramickych zlomkit a fragmentii hlinénych plastik. Po kom-
pletni revizi autori vyclenili 21 zdkladnich typii a nékolik dalsich variant. Celkovy pocet dnes dochovanych
plastik 7 Burkovdku, véetné zlomkii keramickych nddob, je 1855. Vetsina z plastik predstavuje symboly slun-
ce, Cdsti zdprahu, napodobeniny Sperkii nebo predmétii z organickych ldtek. Nékteré motivy mély vyznam-
né postaveni i v ndboZenskych predstavdch predchdzejici doby popelnicovych poli; keramické predméty
z Burkovdku prozrazuji vazbu na symboly této epochy. Svym pocetnim zastoupenim je soubor plastik
z Burkovdku ve stiedni Evropé vyjimecny, nejblizsi paralely k lokalité autori shleddvaji u venetskych sva-
tyit v severovych. Itdlii. Aktivity v lokalité lze datovat do Reineckovych stupriii Ha C2-D2, prip. Ha D2/3.
Zdvér ¢ldanku tvori prehled dokladii soudobého osidleni v okoli Burkovdku, které jsou zatim pomérné ne-
Cetné.

Ritual site from the Hallstatt Culture on Burkovdk Hill near Neméjice. The article summarises inform-
ation on a ritual site dating to the period of the Hallstatt culture and located on Burkovdk Hill near Nemé-
Jjice in Southern Bohemia. It focuses on the analysis of finds of ceramic fragments and fragments of clay
sculptures. After a thorough examination of the finds, the authors identified 21 basic types and several
additional varieties. The total number of extant sculptures from Burkovdk to date, including the fragments
of ceramic vessels, is 1855. The majority of the sculptures are symbols of the sun, parts of a yoke, and
imitation jewellery or objects made of organic material. Some of the motifs held strong significance also
in the religious beliefs of the preceding period of the Urnfield culture; the ceramic objects from Burkovdk
reveal a link to symbols from that period. The assemblage of sculptures from Burkovdk is unique in Central
Europe for its size, and the authors see the closest parallels to this site in the Venetian shrines in North-
ern Italy. Activity at this site can be dated to Reinecke’s schema periods Ha C2-D2, or perhaps Ha D2/3.
The article closes with an overview of evidence of contemporary settlement in the area surrounding Bur-
kovdk, of which there is relatively little thus far.

Prispévek navazuje na predchozi ¢ldnek o ndlezech z halStatského kultovniho mista na vrchu Burkovdk
u Neméjic, z néhoZ mj. pochdzi i rozsdhld kolekce keramickych plastik. Cilem je prozkoumdni povrchu
téchto plastik z ndhodné vybraného vzorku z hlediska paleodermatoglyfiky, jejich predbéiné posouzeni
z hlediska fragmentace, vlastnosti keramické hmoty a stop na povrchu predmétii.

Trasological notes on fragments of ceramic sculptures from Burkovdk Hill near Neméjice, Southern
Bohemia. The contribution is linked to the preceding article on finds from the Hallstatt cultic area on the
peak of Burkovdk near Neméjice, from which an extensive collection of ceramic sculptures also comes.
The aim of this contribution is the examination of the exterior of these sculptures from a paleodermato-
glyphic perspective, and a preliminary assessment of these from the point of view of fragmentation, the
properties of the ceramic material, and marks on the exterior of the objects.

Contribution a I’étude des contacts a longue distance a LT finale

Prispévek k bdddni o laténské civilizaci v chronologickych stupnich LT C2 aZ LT D se zaklddd na analyze
17 typui artefaktii, které lze jako doklady ddlkovych kontaktii rozpoznat na zdkladé studia archeologické li-
teratury. Tato Cdst je doplnéna metodologickymi vivahami predevsim o uZiti map rozsiteni ndlezii a o pro-
blémech souvisejicich s podobnymi studiemi. Ve druhé dsti je diraz poloZen na vztahy mezi Cechami
a Galii. Studium indikdtorii ddlkovych kontaktit umoZnilo rozpoznat vyznam nékterych vyjimecnych loka-
lit (nap¥: Bibracte, Manching, Stradonice). Byl konstatovdn jednak vyznam mince jako pocetné nejhojnéji
zastoupeného indikdtoru, jednak role nékterych lokalit, predevsim oppid, v Cechdch zejména Stradonic.

On the study of long-distance contacts in the Late La Téne period. This contribution to research on the
La Téne civilization in the chronological degrees LT C2 to LT D is based upon the analysis of 17 types of
artifacts which can be defined as evidence of long-distance contacts on the basis of a study of archeo-
logical literature. This part is supplemented with methodological considerations regarding primarily the
use of distribution maps and the problems connected with similar studies. In the second part, emphasis
is placed on relations between Bohemia and Gaul. The study of indicators of long-distance contacts made
it possible to identify the importance of some exceptional localities (e.g. Bibracte, Manching, or Stradon-
ice). Both the significance of coins — as the most abundant indicator represented — and the role of some
localities (mainly oppida), especially Stradonice in Bohemia, were established.

Detailed attention is paid to the methods and extent
of the use of livestock in the LBK and STK periods. Archaeozoological data obtained from both periods are
statistically compared. The importance of hunting wild animals in this locality is also assessed in the text.

Stdle tedy
md vyznam pracovat i s nedostatecné dokumentovanymi materidly — coZ je pripad ndlezového souboru
z Hrebce, lokality z jihozdp. vyspy stfedoceské sidelni ekumeny. Soubor, ziskany patrné z vétsi jamy-
hliniku, je pozoruhodny nejen z hlediska kvality a cetnosti, ale i chronologickym rozsahem, zahrnujicim
obdobi od pozdné lengyelského horizontu po pocdtek baalberského stupné kultury ndlevkovitych pohdri,
resp. zdvérecny stuperi michelsberské kultury (ca 4400/4300 — 3900/3800 BC cal.). Jde zjevné o dalsi
priklad dlouhodobé zandsenych objektii, prip. terénnich muld.

Early Eneolithic settlement in Hriebe¢, Central Bohemia. An example of a long-term open prehistoric
Seature. The initial stage of the Eneolithic period is a period much under-represented on Bohemian ter-
ritory. It therefore makes sense to continue working even with insufficiently documented materials —
which is the case with the find assembly from Hrebec (distr. Kladno), a site on the south-western edge
of the Central Bohemian settlement ecumene. The assembly, collected apparently from a larger clay-pit,
is noteworthy not only in terms of quality and number, but also in terms of chronological scope, cover-
ing the period from the Bohemian Late Lengyel to the Late Michelsberg/Early Funnel Beaker culture
(ca. 4400/4300 — 3900/3800 BC cal.). This is evidently an example of long-term siltation of features, or
low ground terrain, as shown in similar situations from Bohemia and Moravia.

Juje Sitent kultury s keramikou praZského typu s presunem gentes, pozdéji nazyvanych predevsim Venedi
a Sklavini, do stredni Evropy. Prameny ukazuji na jejich kontinuitu s pozdéjsim rané stredovékym osidlenim
z doby, kdy jiZ pisemné zprdvy na lizemi Cech doklddaji pritomnost Slovanii, konkrétné Bohemanii/Cechi,
a naopak na diskontinuitu s predchozim osidlenim mladsiho stupné doby stéhovdni ndrodii, tradicné spojo-
vanym s Germdny.

The Prague-type pottery culture and the problem of diffusion of Slavinity into central Europe. On the
article by Florin Curta. This polemically written text, based on scanty data from written sources and on more
abundant archaeological evidence, links the propagation of Prague-type pottery culture (henceforth PTPC)
with the advance of the gentes, referred to later especially as Venedi and Sclavini, into central Europe. Our
sources point to their continuity with later early medieval settlement from the times when written sources
attest to the presence of Slavs, in particular Bohemani or Czechs, on Bohemian territory. On the other hand,
a discontinuity with the preceding settlement of the later stage of the Migration period, traditionally ascribed
to Germanic population groups, may be observed. Finds from the territory of the Slavs (Avars, Gepids,
Bavarians, etc.) do not represent a symbolically expressed , identity“. Archaeology always carries out
a case-by-case interpretation of the complex of material and written sources; a ,,horizon of sense*, in which
facts may be discerned and singled out, thus emerges in a systematic interpretational circle.

The inventing of Slavs or inventive Slavs? About the ideological and dwelling system of the Old Slavs.
The author presents the ideological system of the Old Slavs, which was used as the basis for comprehensive
territorial units (Zupe), which gave the people their identity. The complex cooking system is also described.
This appeared in the Balkans in the 7" and 8" centuries as a new system that was quite different from
the previous system. There is still no better explanation for its appearance than that it was established by
the people who named themselves Slavs.
