Publikace ndlezu keramického depotu mohylové kultury stiedni doby bronzové v Praze 9 — Béchovicich
(ca 60 nddob, z toho 49 koflikii) predstavuje zrejmé hmotny koreldt prisezného obradu. Autori zdroveri shr-
nuli informace o 9 keramickych depotech té doby 7 Cech a také ndlezy kultury mohylové z vychodni Cdsti
tizemi Prahy. Na zdkladé srovndni osidleni tohoto mikroregionu s mapami ndlezii stiedni doby bronzové, ale
i jinych pravékych obdobi na iizemi Prahy, uvaZuji o interpretacnim vyuZiti vypovédi archeologickych map.

The publication of a Middle Bronze Age Tumuli culture pottery deposit find in Prague 9 — Béchovice
(ca. 60 vessels, including 49 cups) apparently represents the tangible evidence of a ritual oath. The authors
have also collected information on nine pottery deposits from this period in Bohemia, as well as Tumuli
culture finds from the eastern part of Prague. On the basis of a comparison of the settlement of this micro-
region with maps of finds from the Middle Bronze Age and other prehistoric periods within the territory of
Prague, the authors speculate on the interpretive application of testimony from the archaeological maps.

Studie prindsi zprdvu o vysledcich komplexné pojatého vyzkumu dvojdilného, prikopem ohrazeného aredlu
z konce raného stredovéku v Ledcicich (okr. Mélnik). Aredl objeveny pfi letecké prospekci byl podroben opa-
kovanému geofyzikdlnimu méveni a sonddzi, doplnéné namdtkovym povrchovym sbérem. Analyza leteckych
snimkit a vysledky dosaZené uvedenymi postupy terénniho vyzkumu prokdzaly soucasnost obou hlavnich
komponent aredlu; rozbor ndlezového souboru datuje jeho existenci do 1. pol. 13. stoleti. V kontextu dosa-
vadnich znalosti o podobé sidelnich/hospoddrskych jednotek pozemkové slechty predstavuje ledcicky aredl
ojedinélou situaci, kterd zachycuje jednak v iplnosti tvar a velikost vlastmiho jddra (dvojdilného) dvora
a jednak ohrazeni priléhajiciho prostoru.

This paper reports on the results of a comprehensive investigation of a two-part ditched enclosure from
the final part of the Early Middle Ages near Ledcice (Mélnik distr.). The site discovered via aerial recon-
naissance was plough-walked, subjected to a geophysical survey and test excavated. The analysis of aerial
photographs and data from the aforementioned field methods has demonstrated the contemporaneity of
the two enclosures; pottery fragments date the site to the first half of the 13" century. In the context of
the current state of research on the settlements of early country lords, the LedCice site represents a unique
situation with the complete ground-plan and size of such settlement (a two-part ditched enclosure as its
principal component) and also a few components outside the central feature.

Prispévek shrnuje vysledky analyz environmentdlnich dat z lokality Ledcice a hodnoti jejich prinos k pozndni
této pamdtky v souvislosti s vysledky terénniho vyzkumu. Z hlediska archeobotaniky Ize za nejvyznamnéjsi
oznacit ndlez révy vinné, zndmé zatim jen z malého poctu rané stredovékych nalezist spjatych se sidly spo-
lecenské elity. Osteologicky materidl je zastoupen pouze ndlezy domdcich kopytnikii (tur, prase, ovce/koza,
kuiri). Kromé druhového sloZeni byly hodnoceny i tafonomické charakteristiky souboru.

Medieval moated site (enclosure) at LedCice. Analyses of environmental data. The work summarizes the
results of analyses of environmental data from the Ledcice site and evaluates their contribution to our under-
standing of this monument in connection with the results of terrain excavations. Most significant from an
archaeobotanical perspective is the find of grapevine, of which only a small number have heretofore been
found at early medieval sites associated with the social elite. Osteological material is represented only by
finds of domesticated ungulates (cattle, pig, sheep/goat, horse). Analyzed in addition to the species
composition were the taphonomic characteristics of the assemblage.

Prdce se zabyvd ndlezem skeletu s atypickym obrousenim zubii. Skelet byl spolecné s dalSimi ctyrmi jedinci
ulozen v zdsobnim objektu ze starsi doby bronzové. Pri interpretaci antropologickych zjisteni byly vyuZity
etnografické a etnohistorické analogie. Doklad mutilace zubii je vyjimecny i v evropském mé¥itku a podle
ndzoru autorti by se mohlo jednat o priklad tzv. lécitelsko-ochranitelskych praktik.

Tooth mutilation in the Early Bronze Age? The work addresses the find of a skeleton with atypically tooth
wear. The skeleton and four additional individuals were buried in an Early Bronze Age storage pit feature.
Ethnographic and ethnohistorical analogies were used in the interpretation of the anthropological dis-
coveries. The evidence of the tooth mutilation is exceptional even on an European scale and, in the opinion
of the authors, could represent an example of ,, healing-protection* practices.

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The stamped sherd from Kanin (Central Bohemia):
a further essay on early La Téne art style

The discovery was made in 2005 in an early La Téne settlement of a stamped body sherd, apparently from
an early La Tene Linsenflasche. The zoomorphic decoration is regarded as being most closely related to
material generally from the south and west which certainly may well have included the ‘situla art’ of Este
and neighbouring regions. General parallels in nomadic art are dismissed and the paper closes with some
speculative observations on the significance of the horse in Celtic belief systems.

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Véapenické pece z doby Fimské v lokalité Tunéchody (okr. Chrudim)

V rdmci zdchranného vyzkumu polykulturniho sidlisté na hranici katastrii Uhietice a Tunéchody byly pro-
zkoumdny zahloubené Cdsti dvou pyrotechnologickych objektii z doby Fimské. Cilem cldnku je rekonstrukce
stavebnich postupii, podoby a funkce téchto zarizeni za vyuZiti mezioborového pristupu zahrnujictho analy-
zu petrografickou, sedimentologickou, mineralogickou, geochemickou, xylotomdrni, analyzu makrozbytkii
rostlin a otiskii rostlin. Analyzou popelovité vrstvy z vyplné objektii byly identifikovdny tilomky sparitického
karbondtu, ktery je dokladem vyuZiti peci pro pdleni vapna. Analyza mazanice umoznila vytvorit testova-
telné hypotézy o konstrukci zarizeni a aplikovanych technologickych postupech.

Roman Age lime kilns in Tunéchody near Chrudim, Eastern Bohemia. The sunken parts of two pyro-
technological features from the Roman period were studied during rescue excavations of a polycultural
settlement. The aim of the article is to reconstruct the construction procedures, and the form and function
of these facilities by means of a multidisciplinary approach employing petrographic, sedimentological,
mineralogical, geochemical analyses, xylotomy, and by the analysis of plant macro-remnants and plant
imprints. Fragments of sparitic carbonate, evidence of the use of the kilns for the firing of lime, were iden-
tified through the analysis of the ashy layers from the fill of the feature. The analysis of the daub enabled
the formulation of a testable hypothesis on the construction of the kiln and the applied technological pro-
cedures.

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Stredovéka studna ve Vraclavi

P¥i zdchranném vyzkumu na ndvsi obce Vraclav (okr. Usti nad Orlici) byl zachycen objekt piiblizné kru-
hového pudorysu, interpretovany jako studna. Svrchni cdst vyplné tvorila vrstva s keramikou ze 13. stol.,
spodni cdst vypliiovaly sedimenty svédcict o postupném zandsSeni, s ojedinélymi keramickymi zlomky stejné-
ho stdri. Studna zanikla v priibéhu 13. nebo ve starSim tiseku 14. stoleti. Vzhledem ke své poloze predsta-
vuje diileZity doklad promén osidleni a vyvoje v blizkosti rané stredovékého mocenského centra, funkcniho
do 13. stoleti.

Medieval well in Vraclav, Eastern Bohemia. Rescue excavations on the village square of Vraclav (Pardu-
bice Region) uncovered a feature with a circular ground plan that was interpreted as a well. The upper
part of the fill was composed of a layer with pottery from the 13 century; the lower portion of the fill was
made up of sediments that showed gradual siltation, including isolated pottery fragments of the same age.
The well became defunct during the course of the 13" century or in the early years of the 14 century. Due
to its position, the well represents important evidence of transformations in settlement and development
in the vicinity of an early medieval centre of power that functioned until the 13 century.
