Formal Logic in Juan Caramuel

The paper is an outline of Caramuel’s logic in general and his achievement in the area of relational logic in particular, based on his Theologia Rationalis and the treatise Logica Obliqua. Some basic principles underpinning relational logic will be exposed and various possibilities of extending classical syllogistics discussed. It will be proved that Caramuel’s logic constitutes a major advancement well beyond his time and anticipates the developments within the discipline advanced roughly in the middle of the 19th century.
