Ein friihdneolithisches Kupferpektorale vom Berg Kotou¢ bei Stramberk

Prdce se zabyvd rozborem eneolitickych artefaktii z vrchu Kotouce u Stramberka. Neo- a eneolitické ndlezy
odtud spadaji do Sesti casovych horizontii, z nichZ nejvyraznéji je doloZen 2. (mladsi stuperi MMK) a 3. ho-
rizont (epilengyel/jordanovskd kultura) — ten zejména depoty a ojedinélymi ndlezy médénych artefaktil.
Dudile je vénovdna pozornost lunicovému pektordlu, artefaktu zhotovenému z arzénové médi, nejspise z pro-
dukce severozdpadokarpatské metalurgické oblasti. Surovina pektordlu je shodnd jako u kiiZové sekery
typu Nogrdadmarcal z téZe sbirky, coZ svédci pro jeho datovdni do epilengyelského horizontu. Jde o nejstar-
$t dosud zndmy exempldr téchto ndprsnich ozdob a zdroveri o formu doplitujici garnituru rané eneolitickych
prestiznich predmeétii. Pritomnost dvou unikdtnich kovovych artefaktit na Kotouci — médéného pektordlu
a stribrné puklice, jeZ je nejstarsim stribrnym vyrobkem na sever od Alp — je dokladem vyznamu této vysin-
né lokality v komunikacnim prostoru Moravské brdny.

An Early Eneolithic copper pectoral ornament from Kotou¢ Hill near the town of Stramberk. The paper
concerns an analysis of Eneolithic artefacts from Kotouc Hill near the town of Stramberk. Neolithic and
Eneolithic finds from this site fall into six time horizons, the most distinctly documented of which are the 2nd
(later phase of Moravian Painted Ware culture) and 3™ horizon (Epilengyel/Jordandw culture) — the latter
in particular by deposits and rare finds of copper artefacts. The work likewise addresses a crescent-shaped
pectoral ornament, an artefact crafted from arsenical copper, probably in the northwestern Carpathian
metallurgical area. The pectoral ornament is made from material identical to the Nogrdadmarcal-type cruci-
form axe from the same collection, which is evidence in favour a dating to the Epilengyel horizon. This is
the oldest known specimen of this breast ornamentation and a prestigious Early Eneolithic accessory item.
The presence of two unique metal artefacts at Kotouc — the copper pectoral ornament and a silver disc with
three bosses, which is the oldest silver artefact north of the Alps — is evidence of the significance of this
upland site in the routes of the Moravian Gate pass.

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Klaster minoriti v Mosté

Das Minoritenkloster in Most (Briix)

Archeologicky a stavebné historicky vyzkum minoritského aredlu v Mosté probihal v letech 1971-1976
v souvislosti s likvidaci vyznamného historického mésta. Vyzkum se soustiedil na pozndni vyvoje kostela
a klausury mosteckych minoritit ve 13.—14. stol. a na objasnéni pozice jejich konventu uvniti méstského
organismu. Konvent stdval takika uprostred mésta, k dileZitym tématiim proto patrilo archeologické
svédectvi o pocdtecni urbanizaci dané cdsti méstského jddra.

The Minorite Monastery in Most. An archaeological and building history study of the Minorite grounds
in Most took place in 19711976 due to the liquidation of the notable historic town. The study focussed
on learning about the development of the church and the reclusion of the Most Minorites in the 13th—14th
centuries, and on unravelling the position of their convent within the town organism. The convent stood
approximately in the town centre; archaeological testaments on the beginnings of urbanisation in the
given town centre are therefore of utmost importance.

Iterativni postup urcent pohlavi koster byl aplikovdn na souboru koster z minoritského kldstera v Mosté
z pozdniho stredovéku. Sestdvd z primdrniho urceni pohlavi podle pdnve a sekunddrni diagnozy extrapel-
vickych znakii s vypoctem pravdépodobnosti, s jakymi je kostra pfiraditelnd k primdrné urcené (referencni)
skupiné muzii ¢i naopak Zen. Pomoci této metody jsme teSili otdzku, zda byly v prostordch kldstera v Mosté
pohibeny i Zeny. V souboru jsme detekovali podobné zastoupeni koster obou pohlavi.

Population particularities of sexual dimorphism of anthropometric traits and sex determination in skele-
tons from the Most Minorite monastery. An iterative approach in sex determination was applied on the
collection of human remains from the Late Medieval Most Minorite monastery. It consists of a primary
diagnosis based on pelvic-bone and a secondary diagnosis based on extra-pelvic measurements with a cal-
culation of posterior probabilities with which each skeleton is attributed to the reference (primary dia-
gnosed) sample. By means of this strategy we have solved the question whether also females were buried
in the Minorite monastery. We are able to unanimously state that the collection of human bones contains
a similar proportion of male and female remains.

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Geofyzikalni prizkum hradist Pferovska hlira a Zamka
ohroZenych stavebnim zamérem

Soucasné metody nedestruktivni archeologie nabizeji nékolik moZnosti priizkumii celych archeologickych
lokalit. Jednou z perspektivnich oblasti vyuZiti geofyzikdlnich metod je systematicky priizkum hradist. Dva
zvolené priklady aplikace predstavuji dva zpiisoby efektivniho vyuZiti predevsim magnetometrické metody
priizkumu pred pldanovanou stavebni innosti. Cdst vnitiniho terénu a opevnéni pravékého a rané stvedo-
vékého hradisté Prerovskd hiira je v soucasné dobé ohroZena vystavbou vodojemu. Proto lokalita byla
sledovdna vybérovym geofyzikdlnim mérenim zamérenym vyhradné na mista predpoklddanych opevnéni.
Cdst opevnéni pravékého a rané stiedovékého hradisté Zdamka je ohroZena vystavbou ddlnicniho obchvatu
kolem Prahy. Tato lokalita byla geofyzikdlnimi metodami zkoumdna celoplosné. Vysledky priizkumii
prispély k prokdzdni dosud nezndmych systémii opevnéni hradist.

Geophysical survey of the Pferovskd Huira and Zdmka hillforts (Central Bohemia) threatened by future
building activity. The present non-destructive methods of archaeology offer more possibilities for surveys
of archaeological sites. The systematic survey of hillforts is one from the most promising areas for the use
of geophysical methods. Two chosen application examples represent two different ways (survey of full area
or chosen areas of the expected fortification) of the efficient use of the mainly magnetometric method before
planned building activity in areas of archaeological sites. Part of the inner area and fortifications of the Pre-
rovskd Hiira prehistoric and early medieval hillfort is endangered by the construction of a water reservoir
(the site was surveyed by full area geophysical prospection). Previously unknown outer fortifications of the
Zdmka prehistoric and early medieval hillfort are endangered by the construction of the bypass around
Prague. New results from surveys before the beginning of earthwork helped document systems of hillfort
fortifications that were unknown.

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Restauratorsko-konzervatorsky prizkum vybranych nélezd
z lokality Kopcany

Lokalita Kopcany byla v obdobi 9. aZ 10. stol. pravdépodobné hlavnim sidelnim aredlem ve slovenské cdsti
nivy reky Moravy v SirSim zdzemi hradisté Valy u Mikulcic. V blizkosti tamniho kostela byli nékdy ve 2. pol.
9.av 1. pol. 10. stol. pohibivdni prislusnici mistni spolecenské elity. Cdst vybavy 7 téchto hrobii byla podro-
bena priizkumu zamérenému na techniku a kvalitu femesiného zpracovdni a na jakost uZitych materidlii.
Cilem bylo ziskat informace, které by napomdhaly ovéFit vztah kopcanské nobility k centru mikulcické
aglomerace. Bylo zjisténo, Ze sledované predmeéty (3 noZe, sekera, 4 ostruhy a 4 Sperky) maji kvalitu porov-
natelnou s obdobnymi ndlezy z Mikulcic. Koresponduje to s predpokladem, Ze pochdzeji ze stejnych zdroji,
kterych vyuZivala elita sidlici na moravské strané mikulcicko-kopcanské aglomerace.

Conservation-restoration research of selected finds from Kopcany, Western Slovakia. In the 9™ and
10 centuries located in KopZany in the Slovak part of the Morava River basin was in all likelihood the
main residential area in the hinterlands of the agglomeration near Mikulcice. Members of the local social
elite were buried near the local church sometime in the second half of the 9" and first half of the 10" cen-
turies. Several objects recovered from these graves were subjected to special research focused exclusively
on the methods and quality of craftsmanship and the quality of materials. The goal was to obtain informa-
tion that would help verify the relationship between the Kopcany nobility and the Mikulcice agglomeration.
It was determined that the studied objects (3 knives, an axe, 4 spurs and 4 pieces of jewellery) are of a qual-
ity comparable to similar finds from Mikulcice which confirms the hypothesis that they come from the same
sources used by the elite living on the Moravian side of the Mikulcice-Kopcany agglomeration.

Studie shrnuje poznatky z revizniho priizkumu zlomku kovového predmétu z akropole hradisté v Libici nad
Cidlinou, interpretovaného doposud jako fragment rané stredovékého zvonu. Na zdkladé morfologického
a typologického rozboru, metalografické analyzy, chemickych expertiz i zhodnoceni vypovédni schopnosti
archeologického kontextu autori vylucuji takovou interpretaci a dokazuji, Ze se jednd o zlomek okraje hmoz-
dite i jiného litinového odlitku z dob priimyslové revoluce nebo i mladsi.

A contribution towards the origin of the “bell” from Libice. The study summarizes information from the
review of the fragment of a metal object from the acropolis of the fortified settlement in Libice nad Cidlinou
from the collections of the National Museum in Prague interpreted heretofore as a fragment of an early
medieval bell. On the basis of morphological and typological analyses, metallographic examination, che-
mical expertise and an evaluation of the testimonial capability of the archaeological context, the authors
rule out the original interpretation and demonstrate that the object is a fragment of the rim of a mortar or
other cast-iron product from the period of the Industrial Revolution or even later.

Cldnek zkoumd predpoklady hypotézy, podle niz nékolik keramickych fragmentit ze stredoceskych oppid
imituje tvary stredomorské keramiky. Dosud aktudlni ndzor na problematiku je shleddn spornym z ditvodu
chronologickych ¢i formdlnich nesrovnalosti a je poukdzdno na meze vivah o formdlni imitaci. Namisto nich
Jje u vétsiny fragmentii stredomorsky vliv shleddvdn nanejvys ve funkcni inspiraci. V pripadé jednoho
fragmentu by o imitaci bylo moZno uvaZovat jen v pripadé jeho datace do rané laténského obdobi.

Notes on imitations (?) of Mediterranean vessels from the Central Bohemian oppida. The article recon-
siders the premises of a hypothesis according to which several pottery sherds found in the late La Téne
oppida in central Bohemia imitate Mediterranean ceramic forms. The idea of the formal imitation of con-
crete vase types is questioned on the grounds of chronological and formal inconsistencies. Instead of a prob-
lematic theory of formal imitation, functional inspiration is proposed as a more appropriate mechanism to
explain the reception of the Mediterranean influence. In one case, only change of the object’s chronology
(to the early La Téne period) could help it maintain its status of an imitation.

Text pojedndvd o rané stiedovékych hradech v centrdlni cdsti Cech, tedy na tizemi spjatém s pocdtky Pre-
myslovcit a se vznikem raného ceského stdtu. Nejprve se zabyvd datovdnim hradi, které je vétsinou odkd-
zdno pouze na archeologické prameny, jejichZ chronologie se v poslednich letech pomérné vyrazné upres-
nila. Na zdkladé prehledné bilance pak ndsleduje strucny ndstin vyvoje hradit v pritbéhu 9. a 10. stoleti.
V zdvéru jsou poznatky konfrontovdny s dosavadnim pojetim tzv. premyslovské domény.

On the development of strongholds in the heart of Bohemia in regard to the Premyslid domain. The text
addresses early medieval strongholds in the central part of Bohemia — the territory connected with the
beginnings of the Premyslid dynasty and the origin of the early Czech state. We first deal with the dating of
strongholds, mostly on the basis of archaeological sources alone. The chronology of these buildings has been
elaborated significantly in recent years. On the basis of a synoptic review a summary of the development
of strongholds during the 9™ and 10" centuries is then presented. The conclusion offers a comparison of
this new information with existing concepts of the “Premyslid domain,” which, in the author’s opinion,
requires revision.
