Koncem srpna 2008 byly na bezejmenném ndvrsi u Nové Vsi na Ceskokrumlovsku objeveny dva depoty
kovovych predmétit — soubor 10 hriven s konci nastrcenymi do dvou spirdlovitych ndpaznikii a depot obsa-
hujici kiténovsky sekeromlat a 12 zlomkii koldcovitych slitkii. Druhy depot byl nalezen v aredlu dosud ne-
zndmého mohylového pohrebiste, z néhoz vSak zatim pochdzi pouze keramika z doby halstatské a solitérni
spirdlovity ndpaznik ze starsi doby bronzové. Na misté byl ndsledné proveden archeologicky priizkum, drob-
nd sonddz a geodetické méreni. VSechny kovové artefakty byly podrobeny spektrdlnim analyzdm pomoci
RFA i NAA. Typologicky rozbor ndlezii prokdzal jejich nesoucasnost — zatimco prvni depot Ize kldst do stup-
né Br A2, druhy depot byl uloZen pravdépodobné aZ na prelomu starsi a stredni doby bronzové. Vztah obou
depotii k mohylniku v jejich blizkosti ziistdvd zatim nezndmy.

Two Early Bronze Age hoards in the burial mound grounds at Novd Ves (dist. Cesky Krumlov, South
Bohemia). At the end of August 2008, two hoards featuring metal objects were discovered on an unnamed
mound at Novd Ves in the district of Cesky Krumlov — a set of 10 ring ingots with the ends tucked into two
spiralled arm bracelets and a deposit containing a Krténov-type battle axe and 12 fragments of pie-shaped
sows. The second hoard was found in the grounds of a hitherto unknown burial mound, thus far featuring
only ceramics from the Hallstatt period and a sole spiralled arm bracelet from the Early Bronze Age. An
archaeological survey, a smaller probe and geodetic survey were then conducted at the site. All metal arte-
facts underwent RFA and NAA spectral analysis. The typological analysis of the finds demonstrated their
asynchronism — while the first hoard can be placed into the Br A2 phase, the second was more than likely
deposited only at the period between the Early and Middle Bronze Ages. The relation between the two
hoards and the nearby mounds remains unknown.

The Podmokly group
An obsolete concept of the archaeology of the 20th century?

Cldnek na zdkladé hodnoceni eponymni lokality v Podmoklech v severnich Cechdch ukazuje, Ze pohled
na tuto lokalitu i na celou tzv. podmokelskou skupinu byl v pritbéhu vyvoje bdddni vyznamné deformovdn
dvéma skutecnostmi. Predevsim byly na podmokelském pohrebisti, stejné jako na dalSich pohrebistich této
skupiny, vytrZeny z kontextu ostatnich obdobi hroby a ndlezy z mladsi doby Zelezné. Druhym nepriznivym
faktorem pak byla orientace bdddni na reseni etnickych otdzek. Autor dospivd k ndzoru, Ze skupina predsta-
vuje nedilnou soucdst plynulého vyvoje osidleni v labské priirvé. Revize definic podmokelské skupiny ukd-
zala, Ze pro jeji definovdni zbyvd dnes jediny artefakt — tzv. podmokelskd jehlice. Autor se proto domnivd,
Ze vyclenéni skupiny predstavuje jiZ prekonany koncept archeologie minulého stoleti.

On the basis of an evaluation of the eponymous site of Podmokly in North Bohemia, the article shows that
the perception of the site and of the entire so-called Podmokly group was significantly influenced by two
facts in the course of the development of research. First and foremost, the graves and finds from the Late
Iron Age at the Podmokly cemetery and other sites were interpreted out of context. The other unfavourable
factor was the focus of research on solving questions of ethnicity. The author comes to the conclusion
that the group represents an inseparable part of continuous settlement in the Elbe ravine. A review of the
definitions of the Podmokly group revealed that only a single artefact remains today for definition purposes —
the so-called Podmokly pin. The author therefore believes that the differentiation of this group represents
an outdated concept from twentieth-century archaeology.

On the origin of several early medieval finds in Bohemia. The work discusses three small finds from
Bohemia previously attributed to the Kottlach culture, or the Carantanian cultural sphere. Such probable
origin is presented for earrings or head decorations from Lékaiova Lhota (Ceské Budéjovice distr.) and
Nové Dvory (Beroun distr.); the finds likely date to the middle of the 9™ century and were probably brought
to Bohemia along the Danube Valley route. On the other hand, a small capital with the remnants of a stem
from Libice (Nymburk district) did not demonstrate the speculated connection with the enamelled orna-
ments of the Late Kottlach culture.

V ndlezovém souboru z tvrze Semonice u Jaromére byl identifikovdn pdr Zeleznych ndkonci tkalcovské roz-
pinky, dosud povaZovanych za atypické Sipky. Ndlez, datovany privvodnim materidlem do pocdtku 14. stol.,
Je nejstarsim hmotnym dokladem horizontdlniho tkalcovského stavu a s nim spojené technologie tkani na
sizemi CR. Prispévek jej uvddi do kontextu archeologickych (zejména $vycarskych) a dalSich pramenii, ote-
vird otdzku textilni produkce v hospoddrstvi feuddlnich sidel, pokousi se o rekapitulaci zprdv o vyzkumu
z 1. 1896, interpretaci tehdy odkryté situace a datovdni evropsky vyznamného ndlezového celku.

The Semonice manor — ad fontes: the oldest evidence of a horizontal loom from Bohemia. A pair of iron
loom temple ends, previously considered as atypical arrows, was identified in the collection of finds from
the Semonice fortified manor near Jaromér (Eastern Bohemia). The find, dated by means of accompanying
material to the beginning of the 14" century, is the oldest evidence of a horizontal loom and the related
weaving technology within the territory of the Czech Lands. The paper puts the find in the context of archaeo-
logical (especially Swiss) and other sources, opens the question of textile production in the economy of
feudal estates and attempts to review a research report from 1896 offering an interpretation of the context
uncovered at the time and a dating of a find assemblage with European significance.

2004 byla objevena nddoba,
interpretovand jako ciborium. Je zhotovena tepdnim ze stribrného plechu a zdobena razZenym, litym, rytym
a cizelovanym dekorem. Kruhovy medailon zdobeny rytim, zlacenim a emailem s postavou Bolestného
Krista pridrzovaného dvéma andély prozrazuje vliv frankovldmského prostiedi a dovoluje s prihlédnutim
k celkovému tvaru nddoby datovat jeji vznik do doby kolem prelomu 14. a 15. stoleti. ProtoZe ndlezovd
situace svédci o tom, Ze se ciborium dostalo do zemé ve starsi fdzi 15. stol., je mozné jeho ukryti spojovat
s vlnou drancovdni prazskych kostelit a kidsterit pri husitskych obrazoboreckych bourich.

The theft and discovery of a Gothic ciborium in Prague’s New Town. A vessel interpreted as a ciborium
was discovered during archaeological excavations in Na Porici St. in Prague’s New Town in 2004. The
ciborium is made of wrought silver plate and adorned with stamped, cast, engraved and enchased decoration.
A round medallion decorated with engraving, gilding and enamel with the figure of the Crucified Christ
held by two angels reveals a strong Franco-Flemish influence and enables, along with the overall shape
of the vessel, a dating of its origin to the turn of the 15 century. Since the find context offers evidence that
the ciborium was put into the ground sometime at the beginning of the 15 century, it is possible to connect
its hiding to the wave of plundering of Prague churches and monasteries during the Hussite iconoclastic
turmoil in 1419.

The possibility of studying the rural housing culture between the Middle Ages and the Early Modern
period on the basis of sources from Trnény Ujezd (Central Bohemia). Thanks to fortuitous circumstances,
we have nearly synchronous and independent sources from the Late Middle Ages and Early Modern period
on two neighbouring farmsteads in the central Bohemian village of Trnény Ujezd. On the basis of finds on
one of the estates, the authors deal with the method of heating in the Bohemian countryside at the time,
especially the function of ceramic pipe, for which analogies exist from various Central European social
environments. Evidence of an indirect method of heating in the farmstead home is also a reflection of the
farmer’s prosperity and ambitions, about which the detailed records on the neighbouring estate from the
second half of the 16™ century reveal a great amount.

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The early Slavs in Bohemia and Moravia: a response to my critics
Florin Curta

In pondering how the existing evidence pertaining to the early Slavs in Bohemia and Moravia may be
assessed, the paper rejects the arguments presented by Nada Profantovd, Felix Biermann, and Andrej
Pleterski, in particular the idea of a migration of the early Slavs from western Ukraine and Bukovina into
Bohemia and Moravia. The chronology of assemblages of the so-called “culture with Prague-type pottery”
proposed by Profantovd is demonstrably wrong, while Pleterski’s idea of a specifically Slavic “kitchen
culture” rests on insufficient knowledge of the changes in eating practices accompanying economic
transformations in the Mediterranean region during the sixth and seventh centuries. Against Biermann’s
uncritical treatment of the written sources, particularly of Fredegar, the paper argues that the text of the
Chronicle of Fredegar is not to be taken at face value, but understood as a means to please Fredegar’s
Austrasian audience.
