Abstract

The first part of the paper describes the situation and the role of the Jesuit University of Prague and the archiepiscopal seminary of Prague in the process of philosophical and theological education of clergy during Caramuel’s stay in the city. Referring to archival sources and to Caramuel’s printed works, the contribution explores his contacts with both institutions and tries to find a scholarly network in Prague, based on friendship ties, connected with Caramuel.

The second part searches after the participation of Caramuel as an abbot of the Benedictine monastery “Na Slovanech” in Prague in the forming of Order studies at this foundation. Some notes in the contemporary archive of the monastery about manuscripts written by Caramuel are very interesting. They open a possibility to look for and perhaps to find an unknown manuscript of Caramuel in Czech libraries.
