Two Late Iron Age rotary querns found in Bohemia manufactured using grey, vesicular lava have been
analysed typologically and geochemically with the aim to determine their provenance. Both objects match
up with a typology which was developed on the basis of numerous Late Iron Age rotary querns discovered
in Germany: The types of the upper and lower stone are characteristic for the production in quarries locat-
ed in the Eifel. Using a combination of geochemical discrimination, cluster-, and discriminant analyses,
both rotary querns could be allocated exactly to their quarries at the Bellerberg volcano near Mayen in
the East Eifel area. However, being the only Eifel lava rotary querns known in Bohemia their occurrence is
not sufficient to assume a regular and continuous exchange between Bohemia and the Eifel quarries in
Late Iron Age times.

Dva Ceské ndlezy rotacnich Zernovii z doby Zelezné, vyrobené z Sedé porézni ldvy, byly podrobeny typolo-
gickym a geochemickych analyzdm, jeZ mély stanovit jejich provenienci. Oba predmeéty se radi k typologii
vypracované na Cetnych ndlezech z doby Zelezné v Némecku. Typy, které zkoumany béhoun a leZdk predsta-
vuji, jsou charakteristické pro produkci lomii Eifelské vrchoviny. Kombinaci clusterové a diskriminacni
analyzy byl stanoven piivod obou exempldrii na bellerberském vulkdnu, pobliz mésta Mayen ve vychodnim
Eifelu. Dva dosud osamocené ceské ndlezy Zernovii vyrobenych z eifelské suroviny ovsem nelze interpre-

tovat jako doklad pravidelnych kontaktii mezi obéma oblastmi.

Pottery production in the eastern part of Central Europe
in the 6th to 13th century in archaeological sources

Text shrnuje archeologické prameny pro studium hrncirské vyroby na iizemi Ceské republiky, Slovenska
a Polska v raném stredovéku. Zamétuje se na ndlezy z hrncirskych dilen, vcetné hrncirskych peci shromdz-
deénych v samostatném katalogu na konci prdce, a vybérové také na doklady distribuce keramiky. Ndlezy
Jsou pojedndny nejen z diivodit bilance archeologickych pramenii, ale také se zretelem k otdzce speciali-
zace a organizace vyroby v ranych stdtech sledované cdsti Evropy.

The text summarizes archaeological sources for the study of pottery production in the territory of the Czech
Republic, Slovakia and Poland in the early medieval period. The text focuses on finds from pottery work-
shops, including pottery kilns, collected in a separate catalogue at the end of the work, as well as on
selected evidence on the subject of the distribution of ceramics. Finds are discussed not only for reasons
of reviewing archaeological sources, but also with regard to the question of the specialization and organi-
zation of production in the early states in the studied parts of Europe.

Karpologické a xylotomické analyze bylo podrobeno 18 vzorkii ndplavovych sedimentii ze zaniklého vedlej-
Stho ramene Vitavy v sousedstvi Malé Strany v Praze. Lokalita se ve stredovéku nachdzela vné méstského
opevnéni v Ficnim korytu, protékaném vodou jen za povodni. Ndplavy byly datovdny metodou '#C (99,7 %)
do rozmezi 770-990 A. D. az 1160-1282 A. D., podle keramiky do zdveru 10. aZ poc. 14. stoleti. Rostlinné
makrozbytky — 23 399 diaspor + fragmenty diaspor, dreva, uhlikii aj. — nejméné 300 taxonii bylin a drevin
prokdzaly smiSeny charakter sedimentu. Cdst makrozbytkii méla piivod v sedimentacnim prostoru, Cdst
projevila spojitost se sousedicim sidlistém, ostatni byly splaveny rekou. Ve srovndni s analyzovanymi
soubory z méstského jddra Malé Strany je kolekce z ricniho sedimentu bohatsi o ca 50 %. Vysledky byly
konfrontovdny se zdvery pylové analyzy z téZe lokality, s ndlezovymi soubory z méstského jadra Malé
Strany a s ndlezy makrozbytkii z mimopraZskych rané stredovekych lokalit situovanych do slepych ricnich
ramen.

18 samples from alluvial deposits extracted from a defunct side branch of the river Vltava in the neighbour-
hood of the medieval Lesser Town in Prague were submitted to carpological and xylotomical analyses.
The site was situated outside the fortification in the river channel through which water used to flow only
during floods. The alluvial deposits were dated by means of 1*C method (up to 99.7 %) to the period between
770-990 A.D. and 1160—1282 A.D., according to the pottery to the end of the 10" till the beginning of the
14 centuries. The vegetal macroremains — 23 399 diasporas + fragments of disaporas, wood, charcoal, etc. —
at least 300 taxa of herbs and woody plants demonstrated mixed character of the sediment. The origin of
a part of the macroremains was in the sedimentation area, a part showed relation with the neighbouring
settlement; the others were washed down by the river. It was the river itself and the floods, which became
more devastating after 1250 A.D., that took part in enlarging the collection of the species by about 50 %
compared with the sets from the historical core of the Lesser Town. The results were compared with the out-
comes of pollen analysis from the same location, with the early medieval sets of finds from the core of the
Lesser Town and partially from the Czech early medieval sites situated into dead river branches.

Predmeétem publikace je médény sekeromlat typu Plocnik (varianta Carbuna), objeveny v r. 2007 v Olomou-
ci-Holicich v inundaci feky Moravy. Vyskyt daného typu se vdZe na horizont StK V/IMMK Ila a Horni Cetno/
MMK IIb, v absolutnim datovdni zhruba na polovinu 5. tisicileti pi: Kr. Zcela dominantni pozici v materid-
lovém sloZeni kovu zaujimd méd (99,997 %). U takto cistého kovu se uvaZuje o vyuZiti téZenych uhlicitano-
vych rud &i ryzi médi. Funkci téchto prvnich téZkych médénych predmétii je treba chdpat v roviné prestiZni,
magické, pripadné vojenské.

An Early Eneolithic copper Plo¢nik-type axe from Olomouc-Holice. The subject of the publication is
a copper Plocnik-type axe (Carbuna variety) discovered in 2007 in Olomouc-Holice in an inundation area
of the Morava River. Copper holds a dominant position (99.997%) in the material composition of the
metal. The purity level of the metal leads to conjecture on the use of mined carbonate ore or pure native
copper and metal collected freely on the surface of the ground. These first heavy copper objects probably
had a prestigious, magical or even military function.

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Nalezy bronzovych odlévacich forem z doby laténské
a fimské na Moravé

V ldnku jsou zverejnény prvni ndlezy bronzovych forem z doby laténské a Fimské na tizemi CR. Ve formé
z hradiska ,, Obirka* u Loucky byly zhotovovdny spony typu Almgren 65, soubor forem nalezeny u Dyjdko-
vic slouZil k odlévani komponent bronzovych koriskych retézii typu Vimose z mladsi doby rimské. Soucasné
byly shromdzdény dalsi soucdsti tohoto typu retézu, predevsim dvou Zaludovitych mezicldnkii, z oblasti stred-
niho Podunaji. Jejich koncentrace spolu s ndlezy forem na jejich vyrobu (Drising, Dyjdkovice) naznacuji,
Ze vyrobu tetézii typu Vimose lze predpoklddat prdvé v této oblasti. Diskutovdna je otdzka vyskytu a vicelu
bronzovych forem, jejich vyrazné mensi pocet oproti formdm kamennym lze pravdépodobné vysvétlit tim,
Ze opotiebené bronzové formy byly ddle recyklovdny.

Finds of bronze casts from the La Téne and Roman periods in Moravia. The article presents the first finds
of bronze forms from the La Tene and Roman eras discovered within the territory of the Czech Republic.
The form found at the “Obirka” hillfort near Loucka (central Moravia) was used to manufacture Almgren 65
brooches, while the set of forms found at Dyjdkovice (southern Moravia) was used to cast the components
of bronze Vimose-type horse harnesses from the late Roman era. The concentration of components for this
type of harness in the central Danube region and the discovery of forms for their manufacture (Drosing,
Dyjdkovice) allow us to assume that Vimose-type harnesses were manufactured in this region. The article
discusses the question of the incidence and purpose of the bronze forms; their significantly smaller number
as compared to stone forms can probably be explained by the possibility that any worn bronze forms were
recycled.

Cldnek se tykd tii predmétii z barevného kovu, nalezenych na Starém Brné: fragmentu krouzku, drobné
trojithelné misky vah se tremi otvory a fragmentu trminku vah s jazyckem. Ndlezy vah jsou v Ceskych zemich
pomérné vzdcné, tento md navic bezpecné ndlezové okolnosti: byl ziskdn v suterénu zaniklé drevohlinéné
stavby pri plosné vedeném zdchranném vyzkumu. Kromé zhodnoceni ndlezové situace a porovndni jednot-
livych komponent vah s Ceskymi i evropskymi ndlezy byla provedena i materidlovd analyza, kterd ukazuje
na druhotnou sestavu.

Balance scale from Polni Street in Staré Brno. The article concerns three objects made of non-ferrous
metal discovered in the Staré Brno quarter of Brno: a fragment of a ring, small, triangular balance scale
pans with three holes and a fragment of a balance bar with a small pointer. Balance scale finds are relative-
Ly rare in the Czech Lands; moreover, the Staré Brno balance scale is accompanied by safe archaeological
context. It was retrieved from the cellar fill of a defunct wood-and-earth building during rescue excavations.
In addition to an evaluation of the find situation and a comparison of the individual balance components
with Czech and European finds, a material analysis was performed; this pointed to a secondary assembly
of the discovered assemblage.

The Italian Boii and Bohemian oppida. The article evaluates critically a theory searching for the impulse
for the emergence of late La Téne opppida in the north Italian region of Emilia Romagna, where the Celtic
tribe of Boii is reported to have dwelt in the 4" — early 2"d centuries B.C. After summarising both written
and archeological sources for the period and region in question, its interpretation is approached in light of
this evidence and subsequently of discussions on the problem which are taking place in Italian archaeology.
The theory is found to be insufficiently backed by both written sources and by archaeological evidence.
