Nekolikalety vyzkum v piskovné ve Viinévsi (okr. Mélnik) zachytil znacné mnoZstvi pramenii riiznych prave-
kych obdobi, mezi nimi i fivndcské kultury ze stredniho eneolitu (ca 3000 BC). Na zdkladé jejich publikace,
véetné analyz rostlinnych makrozbytkii, osteologické a antrakologické, jsou reSeny zejména otdzky spojené
s proménlivosti archeologizace sidelnich forem rovinnych sidlist Fivndcské kultury. ZvySend pozornost je
vénovdna vypovédi vyplyvajici z prostorové korelace zahloubenych objektit dané kultury s obdobné dato-
vanymi intruzemi z mladsich situaci, pro jejiz studium nalezisté poskytuje mimorddné priznivé podminky.

The contribution to the spatial structure of the residential area at the end of the Middle Eneolithic period.
Rivnd¢ settlement in the Vlinéves, Central Bohemia. Several years of excavations in the Vlinéves sand
quarry (district Mélnik) produced an evidence of abundant finds of various prehistoric periods including
the Rivndc culture of the Middle Eneolithic period (circa 3000 BC). The questions of variability in archaeo-
logisation of Rivnd¢ culture opened landscape settlement forms are analysed based on published analyses
of artefacts, plant remains, archaeozoological and anthracological finds. Special attention is paid to the
spatial correlation of Rivndc culture sunken features with the contemporary artefacts intruded into the
features of later prehistoric periods. The site offers exceptionally suitable conditions for such study.

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Un manche de coutelas exceptionnel
de Némcice en Moravie

Vyjimecna rukojet sekace z Némcic

Parmi les matériaux qui ont été recueillis en surface sur le site nouvellement découvert en Moravie figurent
des fibules, des parures annulaires et d’autres objets qui caractérisent la phase initiale de cet habitat et
appartiennent a ’expression artistique des Celtes de la premiére moitié du 1€ siecle avant J.-C. connue
comme Style plastique. Particulierement remarquable, le manche d’un coutelas avec deux éléments décorés
en relief, fondus a cire perdue sur la soie en fer. Les analogies stylistiques les plus proches proviennent de
Bohéme et de Moravie, mais également de régions trés éloignées (Mezek en Bulgarie, région parisienne),
dans le contexte des mouvements celtiques autour de I’expédition balkanique de 280 avant J.-C. Il s’agit
probablement d’un produit local, témoin important du réle de la Moravie dans la formation et la diffusion
des nouvelles formes d’expression artistique. Il confirme, avec d’autres objets caractéristiques du Style plas-
tique, le role central important joué dés la premiére moitié du I11¢ siecle avant J.-C. par I’agglomération
de Némcice.

An extraordinary cutlass handle from Némcice. Materials collected at a new site in Moravia unearthed
the oldest La Téne period horizon (B2), and yielded finds of brooches, various rings and other items typi-
cal for the beginning of the so-called “plastic” style of the first half of the third century BC. Of these, an
ornamental cutlass handle stood out in particular. This category of items is entirely unique with its relief
decoration of both parts cast over the iron tang using the lost-wax casting method. The closest analogy in
terms of style can be found either at Bohemian-Moravian finds, or further at Mezek, Bulgaria, or art works
[from the Paris area, which are linked to the movement of Celts at the time of the Balkan campaigns in 280 BC.
This is apparently a local product offering significant testimony on the key role of Moravia in the rise and
spread of new artistic expression. Together with the other finds of “plastic” style, it points to the first half
of the third century BC as the date of the beginning of the Némcice agglomeration.

Bei der Bearbeitung des friihmittelalterlichen Griberfeldes von Thunau, Obere Holzwiese, Niederdsterreich,
ergab sich in Bezug auf Mehrfachgrdiber die Frage nach den ihnen zugrunde liegenden Motivationen.
Uber verschiedene Wege wird versucht, mehr iiber die moglichen Hintergriinde riumlicher Beziige zwischen
Bestattungen zu erfahren. Hierfiir liegt mit dem Grdiberfeld, welches grofifliichig untersucht und umfassend
anthropologisch bearbeitet wurde und mehrere Vertreter der verschiedenen Arten von Mehrfachgrdbern
aufweist, eine giinstige Ausgangsposition vor. Auch die bei der Zusammenarbeit mit den Anthropologen
aufgetauchte methodische Problematik wird thematisiert.

Multiple graves on the cemetery of Thunau, Obere Holzwiese. Methods, manifestation, interpretation.
At the processing of the early medieval cemetery of Thunau, Obere Holzwiese, Lower Austria, arose the
issue of the underlying motivations. By different ways an attempt is made to obtain further information
on the possible backgrounds of spatial relations between burials. As this cemetery has been investigated
at large scale, comprehensively revised by anthropologists and yielded several examples of the different
types of multipel graves, it provides a favourable starting position. As well the methodological problems
emerging at the collaboration with the anthropologists are made a subject of discussion.

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Problem of the glazed ceramics production
in the pottery of medieval Silesia

Glazovana keramika v hrncitstvi stredovékého Slezska

The paper is devoted to the early glazed ceramics from Raciborz dated on the 24 half of the 12t century —
the 15t half of the 14" century. Based on the microscopic and physico-chemical analyses was found that
the glazed ceramics was manufactured locally and the applied technology was related to the workshops
where the lead ore was processed. It is proved by the same raw material in a form of galena (PbS) that was
used to prepare the glazes and to gain the lead and the silver. The authors’ thesis is confirmed by the latest
excavations of the glazed ceramics from the 11"—12"" centuries made on the manufacturing settlements
within the borderland zone of Silesia and Little Poland where the local lead ores were processed.

Mikroskopickymi
a fyzikdlne-chemickymi analyzami byl zjistén lokdlni piivod téchto ndlezii a vztah produkce glazovanych
nddob ke zdejsim dilndm zpracovdvajicim olovnaté rudy. Doklddd to pritomnost vychozi suroviny ve formé
galenitu (PbS), uzivaného pro extrakci olova a stribra i pro pripravu glazur.

Zaniklé jezero Svarcenberk predstavuje unikdtni lokalitu v rdmci severniho Trebotiska. Sedimenty jezera
uchovaly zdznam o proméndch prirodniho prostredi mezi koncem vrcholného glacidlu a mladsim atlan-
tikem. Vodni hladina pritahovala paleolitické a mezolitické lovce, takZe v okoli jezera nachdzime znacné
mnoZstvi lokalit téchto obdobi. Tato stat chce upozornit na to, Ze jezero Svarcenberk neni v regionu jediné,
naopak je soucdsti struktury, kterd obsahovala podobnych jezer moznd aZ nékolik desitek. Vsechna tato
Jjezera by méla mit obdobny archeologicky potencidl.

Determining the archaeological potential of the landscape using Quaternary geological mapping in
the T¥ebori region, south Bohemia. Former Lake Svarcenberk is a unique site in the northern part of the
Trebori region. Lake sediments have preserved a record of the transformation of the natural environment
between the end of the Last Glacial Maximum and the Late Atlantic chronozone. As the water was an
attractive location for Palaeolithic and Mesolithic hunters, a great number of sites from these periods are
found in the vicinity of the lake. The aim of the essay is to show that Lake Svarcenberk is not the only site
in the region but is in fact part of a structure that might have included several dozen similar lakes. All of
these lakes could have comparable archaeological potential.

Dussacks with perforated knuckle-bows from Moravian collections. Inventories of medieval and Early
Modern period military paraphernalia from Bohemian and Moravian collections have already revealed
numerous unique weapons. These include the weapons presented in this essay: two richly decorated dussacks
featuring massive knuckle-bows with special decoration. On the basis of the elaborate decoration and
comparisons with objects decorated in a similar manner, the dussacks can very likely be dated to the end
of the 15™ and the beginning of the 16™ century.

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Nékolik pozndmek ke vzniku oppid a k importim na nich

Text reaguje na Cldnky Jana Kysely zpochybiujici vazbu oppid v Cechdch ke stredomorskym méstiim.
Kazdd uddlost miiZe a md byt nazirdna z vice iihlit pohledu, ovSem vznik oppid v Ceskych zemich Ize stdle
dobre spojovat s uddlostmi v Itdlii na pocdtku 2. stol. pi: Kr., kdy po pordzice Hannibala a Boii se cdst Boii
odebrala na sever. Oppida jsou skromnéjsi neZ italskd mésta, ale byla novym prvkem a zfizena pri okraji
sidelni zony. Alternativni vyklad vychdzejici jen ze stredoevropského vyvoje neprihliZi k velké cdsti historickych
zprdv. Importy do oppid v Cechdch p¥ichdzely patrné nejen z fimské Itdlie, ale i z helénistického vychodu.

Comments to the origin of oppida and imports found there. The text is a reply to the articles by Jan Kysela
that questions the relation of oppida in Bohemia to the Mediterranean towns. Although every event may
and should be viewed from different perspectives, the origin of oppida in the Czech lands can still be well
matched with events in Italy at the beginning of the 2" century B.C. when, after the defeat of Hannibal and
Boii, part of the Boii left northwards. Oppida are more modest than Italian towns, but they were a new
element established at the margin of the settlement zone. The alternative explanation based only on Central
European evolution does not take into consideration most of the historical accounts. Goods imported to
Czech oppida probably came not only from Roman Italy, but also Hellenistic East.

Tygliky popsané v diskutované prdci pravdépodobné slouZily k neZelezné metalurgii, avSak prdci s mosaz,
JjeZ byla autory iidajné prokdzdna, nelze doloZit na zdkladé pouze kvalitativnich analyz vzorkit ze stén
tyglikii. Ve zbytcich strusek ze dvou riznych tyglikii byly shleddny oxidické fdze v jednom pripadé medi
a olova, ve druhém zinku. Nalezen byl rovnéz fragment bronzového predmétu.

Several comments on the article “Belege fiir Buntmetallurgie aus dem Ende des 12. Jahrhunderts aus
Briinn (Brno), Josefskd Strasse”. The author discusses a recent article about archaeological finds from
Brno, dated to the end of the 12" century. The crucible fragments described in the original work were most
probably used for non-ferrous metallurgy. However, the apparent “brass casting” cannot be proven by qua-
litative assays of samples from the crucible walls. The remains of slag from two various crucibles yielded

signs of oxygen phases, one of copper and led, the other zinc. Also a fragment of a bronze item was found
at the site.
