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Late Bronze Age mixed-alkali glasses from Bohemia

Besides monochrome blue-green glass beads, polychrome beads appear, for the first time in Bohemian
prehistory, in Late Bronze Age contexts of the Knoviz culture (Ha A, 12" — early 11t cent. B.C.). They are
formally similar to the beads made in Frattesina and/or other glass workshops in northern Italy. According
to the chemical analyses in this paper, the beads from Bohemia also correspond to the North Italian products
because they have a mixed alkali composition, a compositional type unique for its time, thus providing
evidence of a likely provenance.

V mladsi dobé bronzové, v kontextu knovizské kultury (Ha A, 12. aZ 1. pol. 11. stol. pi: Kr.), se vedle mono-
chromnich modrozelenych sklenénych kordlkii objevuji, poprvé v ceském praveku, také polychromni kordlky.
Formdliné se shoduji s kordlky zhotovovanymi ve Frattesiné, a pripadné v dalSich dilndch v severni Itdlii.
Podle chemickych analyz, které jsou v ¢ldanku prezentovdny, se tyto kordlky z Cech shoduji s vyrobky této
dilenské oblasti také svym specifickym sklem typu mixed alkali, ve své dobé unikdtnim, které tuto prove-
nienci jednoznacné doklddd.

G-beads on early medieval necklaces from Bohemia in the context

Na zdklade optického pozorovdni a chemickych analyz Ize vyclenit samostatny typ rané stredovékych
kordlkii, pojmenovany podle specifického materidlu G-kordly. Jejich ndlezy jsou charakteristické pro hori-
zont rané stiedovékych pohiebist v Cechdch. V hrobovém inventdri se vyskytuji spolu s olivovitymi
kordlky, Sperky podunajského typu a ddle Sperky velkomoravského piivodu ¢i tradice. Vedle olivovitych
perel je Ize povaZovat za dalsi indikdtor vyroby sklenéného Sperku ve stredoevropském prostoru v zdvéru
9. az 1. pol. 10. stoleti. PouZiti draselno-vdapenatého skla k jejich vyrobé poskytuje dalsi doklad inovac-
nich procesii evropského skldarstvi.

Using visual observations and chemical analyses, it is possible to distinguish a separate type of Early
Medieval beads designated as ,,G-beads* on the basis of the material from which they are made. Finds of
these beads are typical for the horizon of Early Medieval burial sites in Bohemia. The inventory of grave
goods includes olive-shaped beads, Danube River basin jewellery and jewellery of Great Moravian origin
or tradition. Along with the olive-shaped beads, the G-beads can be regarded as another indicator of the
production of glass jewels in central Europe at the end of the 9™ century through the first half of the 10t
century. The use of wood-ash glass in the production of the beads is further evidence of the innovative
processes employed in European glassmaking.

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East Islamic Pottery in the Czech Lands

The study attempts to identify two finds of East Islamic pottery from the Middle Ages in the Czech Lands.
It is highly likely that both pieces are standard early stonepaste wares of Syrian provenance whose occur-
rence in the Czech Lands can be linked to a period with increased contact between Central Europe and
Palestine in the 12th — 15t half of 13 century. Unlike Syrian glass and its imitations, Levant pottery did
not become goods with powerful, socially distinct or self-identifying symbolism; to the contrary, the role
of isolated pottery imports remained limited to the sphere of “social memory”.

On the beginnings of Trutnov and its local beer brewing

V jadru mésta Trutnova byla odkryta terénni deprese nejasného piivodu, jejiz vyplit poskytla materidl pro
archeobotanicky rozbor. Nejstarsi vrstvy zdsypu, datované do doby kolem prelomu 13. a 14. stol., odpovi-
daji dobé zmény viastnika i statutu mésta, a patrné i zmén urbanistickych. Archeobotanické analyzy jednot-
livych zdsypovych vrstev dovoluji sledovat vyvoj synantropni vegetace v okoli zkoumané polohy a zmény
v hospodareni s prirodnimi zdroji v exponované poloze podhiiri Krkonos v rozmezi 14. aZ 16. stoleti.
Ndlezy naklicenych obilek jeCmene doklddaji kontinudlni vyrobu piva nejpozdéji od prelomu 14. a 15.
stol. v misté, kde pisemné prameny ze 16. stol. doklddaji méstsky pivovar.

The fill of a terrain depression of unknown origin discovered in the centre of Trutnov provided material for
archaeobotanical analysis. The oldest layers of the fill, dated to the turn of the 14™ century, correspond to
the period of change in the town’s owner and charter, and evidently to urbanistic changes as well. Archaeo-
botonical analyses of the individual fill layers make it possible to track the development of synanthropic
vegetation in the area around the studied site and changes in the utilization of natural resources in the foot-
hills of the Krkonose Mts. between the 14 and 16™ centuries. A find of germinated grains of barley is evi-
dence of the continual production of beer at least from the end of the 14" century at a site where written
sources from the 16 century document the town brewery.

Text se vraci k analyze kachlového motivu vika kdzajiciho husdam, v niZ jeji autor naznacil moZnost pro-utra-
kvistického vyznamu zobrazené scény. Problematicnost podobného hodnoceni skrytého vyznamu nékterych
kachlovych reliéfii naznacuje analyza renesancniho motivu Krista jako Dobrého pastyre. Ten vychdzi z do-
bovych grafickych a malitskych predloh, z nich? vétSina je sice zaméfena oteviené protikatolicky, existuji
vSak rovnéZ varianty zietelné protireformacni. Konecné rozhodnuti o konkrétnim poselstvi kachlovych mo-
tivii umoZnujicich riiznou interpretaci jejich vyznamu tak zdavisi na co nejpodrobnéjsim zhodnoceni prislus-
ného historického kontextu, resp. vyzdobného programu daného kamnového télesa jako celku.

The text returns to an analysis of a stove tile motif depicting a wolf preaching to geese, the author of which
suggests the possibility of the scene’s pro-Utraquist significance. An analysis of the Renaissance motif of
Christ as the Good Shepherd indicates problems with a similar evaluation of the hidden meaning of certain
tile reliefs. This motif is based on period graphics and paintwork and, while the majority of these are open-
ly anti-Catholic, clear anti-Reformation versions likewise exist. A final decision on the specific message
of the stove tile motifs allowing for various interpretations of their meaning therefore depends on a highly
in-depth evaluation of the relevant historical context or the decorative design of the given stove body as
a whole.

Pri revizi starSich fondii z laténského oppida Stradonice u Berouna byly zjistény také dosud nezndmé pred-
méty zhotovené z Kounovské Svartny. Vedle 1-2 kruhii jde také o pomérné vzdcné vyrobky — provrtané
kotoucky jako sekunddrné opracovany vyrobni odpad, jejich? funkce, praktickd i symbolickd, je zvaZo-
vdna. K teZbé a zpracovdni Kounovské svartny dochdzelo v LT B2-CI a vzdcny vyskyt $vartnovych
vyrobkii v kontextu LT C2-D1 pripousti riizny vyklad.

Sapropelite from the oppidum of Stradonice. During the revision of old finds from the La Tene oppidum
of Stradonice in Central Bohemia several artefacts made of Kounov sapropelite, unknown until now, were
recorded. As well as one or two rings there are also some relatively rare products — perforated discs, the
result of secondary working of sapropelite waste; their practical as well as symbolic role is considered.
Kounov sapropelite mining and subsequent working took place in LT B2-C1. The rare occurence of sapro-
pelite products in the subsequent LT C2-D1 context is also discussed.

Na zdkladé polohy v hrobu a srovndnim s ikonografic-
kymi prameny jsou tyto prezky povaZovdny za soucdst upindni nohavic k opasku.

Round clasps as part of men’s attire in the Middle Ages. The archaeological excavation of a cemetery at
the former Church of St George in Tasov, later converted to a rectory, uncovered also two male graves with
a pair of round clasps. On the basis of their position in the grave and a comparison with iconographic
sources, it is believed that these clasps were used to attach chausses to a belt.

Dosavadni prabéh a vysledky prvniho ceského projektu

Predmétem cldnku je zprdva o cilech, teoretickych a metodologickych zdkladech a dosavadnim priibéhu
vyzkumného projektu zaméreného na aplikaci leteckého laserového (lidarového) skenovdni — nejnovéjsi
metody ddlkového archeologického priizkumu a 3D (vyskopisného) mapovdni zemského povrchu s vyskytem
nemovitych archeologickych pamdtek. Projekt jako prvni svého druhu na iizemi Ceské republiky je konci-
povdn tak, aby prokdzal potencidl uvedené metody a jeho efektivitu z hlediska identifikace a dokumentace
nemovitého archeologického dédictvi v jeho kvalitativni (druhové) rozmanitosti a v riznorodych krajinnych
typech (lesni prostredt, oteviend krajina, niZina vcetné intenzivné oranych ploch, pahorkatina), a také ve
srovndni s klasickym geodetickym zamérovdnim pamdtek.

Archaeological remote sensing by means of airborne laser scanning. Interim report upon the first lidar
research project in Bohemia. This paper brings report upon the goals, theoretical and methodological bases
and current state of a research project which aims at the application of airborne laser (lidar) scanning (ALS) —
the most recent sophisticated method of remote sensing used for the identification and 3D documentation
of landscapes (terrain surfaces) containing prehistoric and ancient sites and monuments, specifically earth-
works. As the very first project of this kind in the Czech Republic it is expected that the potential of this
method and its effectiveness from the perspective of both identification and documentation of archaeo-
logical heritage, namely in terms of sites and monuments variability and placement in different landscape
types (such as woodland, open landscape, lowland including cultivated fields, upland) will be recognized.
Also, a comparison of costs between ALS and terrestrial survey of a site will be checked in the final section
of the paper.
