Otevreny pristup k védeckym informacim

je definovan jako: ,trvaly a bezplatny online
pristup k dokumentim, zejména pak plnym
textdm pro viechny uzivatele”. Tento statut

v sobé zahrnuje volné a neomezené ,cteni,
stahovani, kopirovani, sdileni, ukladani, tisténi,
vyhleddvani, hypertextové propojovani a jakékoli
jiné legdlni pouziti bez financnich, pravnich nebo
technickych omezeni”. Autortm zlstava pravo
na radné uznani a uvedeni autorstvi. Literatura,
kterad by méla byt volné dostupna online, je ta,
kterou védci poskytuji svétu, aniz by za ni
ocekavali platbu. Primarné tato kategorie
zahrnuje recenzované casopisecké ¢lanky

nebo zatim jesté nerecenzované preprinty.

RGzné digitalni knihovny a rdzni vydavatelé
elektronickych casopisti umoznuji pristup

k rdznym typdm dokumentt:

— preprinty (prfedbézny dokument zpfristupnujici
urcité dilo nebo jeho zkracenou verzi pred jeho
pfipravovanym vydanim ¢i zverejnénim napt.
referat na konferenci)

— postprinty (publikovana verze ¢lanku po
recenznim rizeni)

— vyzkumné ¢lanky

— zpravy z konferenci apod.

Jaké informace mohou mit
otevreny pfristup?

— predmétové profilované archivy

a institucionalni repozitare — do této skupiny
patfi archivy a repozitare jednotlivych univerzit,
akademii véd a podobné. Autofi vkladaji

své prace sami nebo v zastoupeni.

— online casopisy s otevienym pfistupem —
nekomercni tj. bezplatné pro ctenare i autory,
naklady na publikovani nese treti strana

napr. védeckd organizace a komer¢ni casopisy
tj. Casopisy bezplatné pro c¢tenare, oviem
néklady na publikovani hradi autofri (nebo jejich
zaméstnavatelé a grantové agentury).

— povrchovy web - tzv. ,viditelny” web — sem
patfi predevsim osobni stranky jednotlivych
védeckych pracovnikd.

Cesty otevieného pfistupu

— Zlata cesta (gold road) — publikovani v Open
Access Casopisech, recenzni fizeni a otevieny
pristup zajistuji vydavatelé.

— Zelena cesta (green road) - tato cesta
predstavuje samostatnou archivaci ¢lanka jejich
autory v otevrenych repozitarich (autoarchivace).

Vyhody Open Access

publikovani pro:

— Autory — autofri a védecti pracovnici tvori
nejvyznamngjsi ¢ast celého hnuti podporujici
otevieny pristup (open access). Bez jejich ¢lankt
a intervence by toto hnuti nemélo takovou
podporu, jaké se mu dostava. Otevieny pfistup
autorim dava ctenare z celého svéta bez ohledu
na geografickou prislusnost, tj. mnohem vice nez

casopisy s predplatnym nezavisle na jejich prestizi.

Tim se zvy3uje viditelnost a citovanost védeckych
praci.

- Ctenare — otevieny pristup ¢tenariim

a uzivatelm poskytuje bezbariérovy, v tomto
pfipadé prevazné tedy bezlicencni, pfistup

k materialam pro jejich vyzkum. Ctenar tak
ma volnd data a volny software napf. pro
vyhledavani v plnych textech, indexovani,

k tvorbé souhrnt, prekladl, propojovani

a ostatnim formam textové analyzy.

— Ucitele a studenty — otevieny pfistup stavi
chudé a bohaté na stejnou rovinu a eliminuje
potrebu povoleni pro reprodukci a distribuci
material{, coz zkvalitriuje vyuku nejen

v rozvojovych zemich, ale i v socialné

slabsich vrstvach zemi rozvinutych.

— Knihovny - otevieny pfistup nezatézuje

rozpocet knihoven a resi cenovou krizi odbornych
CasopisU a také resi rdzné licence a povoleni.
Jako nespornou vyhodou otevieného pfistupu
se vsak jevi usnadnéni uspokojovani potreb
uzivateld, protoze knihovny mohou poskytnout
nejen vice periodik, ale ta se navic neztraci

a nejsou poskozovana manipulaci s nimi.

— Grantové agentury — publikovanim védeckych
vysledku financovanych z verejnych zdrojt

v Casopisech s otevienym pristupem poskytuji
grantové agentury verejny pristup k informacim.
— Vladu - publikovani s otevienym pristupem
naplnuje vsechny zakonné pozadavky - tj. za
verejné finance jsou poskytovany verejné
vysledky. Otevreny pristup také podporuje
demokracii tim, ze sdili informace.

— Obcany — obcantim poskytuje pristup

k vysledktm védy, kterou plati ze svych dani.

(Otevieny) Repozitai AV CR
Repozitaf je spravovan Knihovnou AV CR

na zakladé schvalené Politiky otevieného pfistupu
a slouzi pro archivaci a zpristupnéni publikac¢nich
vystupti védeckych pracovnikda AV CR,
preferovanou formou zpfistupnéni je rezim Open
Access.

Pro ziskavani a vkladani dat je vyuzit systém
pro evidenci publikacni ¢innosti ASEP
(Automatizovany systém evidence publikaci),
ktery Akademie véd pouziva od roku 2005.

Pri vloZeni bibliografického zaznamu je mozné
ulozit i plny text v rdznych verzich (preprint,
postprint, vydavatelské PDF) vcetné priloh.
Dokumenty jsou dostupné prostrednictvim
vyhledavaciho rozhrani ASEPu.

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What is “open access”?

Open access to scientific information is defined
as “continuous free on-line access to documents,
particularly full texts, for all users”. This status
takes in free and unrestricted “reading,
downloading, copying, sharing, storing, printing,
searching, hypertext linking and any other legal
use without financial, legal or technical
restrictions”. The authors retain the right

to proper recognition and the

declaration of their authorship. The kind

of literature that should be freely available
on-line is literature provided to the world by
scientists without expecting to be paid for it.
This category primarily includes reviewed journal
articles and preprints that have not yet been
reviewed.

Various digital libraries and various publishers
of electronic journals allow access to various types
of documents:

— preprints (a preliminary document making

a certain work or an abbreviated version

of it available before its planned publication,
e.g. a conference paper)

— postprints (the published version of an article
after review proceedings)

- research articles

- reports from conferences, apod.

What kinds of information can

have open access?

— subject-profiled archives and institutional
repositories— this group includes archives and
repositories of individual universities, academies
of science, etc. Works are entered by their authors
or by entities representing them.

— open-access on-line journals — non-commercial,
i.e. free—of—charge to readers and authors,

the costs of publication are carried by a third
party, e.g. a scientific organisation, and
commercial journals, i.e. journals free for readers,
though the costs of publication are carried by the
authors (or their employers and grant agencies).
— the surface web or “visible web” — primarily
the personal pages of individual science workers.

Open access roads

- gold road - publication in open-access journals,
review proceedings and open access are assured
by publishers

— green road - this road represents the
independent archiving of articles by their authors
in open repositories (self-archiving)

The advantages of open-access

publication for:

— Authors — authors and scientific workers make
up the most important section of the entire
movement

supporting open access. The movement would
not enjoy the kind of support it gets without
their articles and intervention. Open access
provides authors with readers from all over

the world regardless of their geographical
location, i.e. many more than subscription
journals regardless of their prestige.

This increases the visibility of their scientific works
and the frequency with which they are cited.

— Readers - open access provides readers and
users with access to materials for their research
without barriers and, in this case, largely without
the need for licences. This gives the reader free
data and free software for, for example, full-text
searches, indexing, the creation of summaries,
translations, linking and other forms of text
analysis.

— Teachers and students — open access puts rich
and poor on the same level and eliminates the
need for licences for the reproduction and
distribution of materials, and this can improve
teaching both in developing countries and among
socially weaker sections of society in developed

countries.

— Libraries — open access places no burden

on library budgets and resolves the price crisis
of specialist journals and also resolves the issue
of licensing of various kinds. An indisputable
advantage of open access is that it facilitates
satisfying the needs of users, as libraries can not
only provide a larger number of periodicals, but
these also do not go missing and do not become
damaged by handling.

— Grant agencies — the publication of scientific
results financed from public sources in open-
access journals provides grant agencies with
public access to information.

— The government — open-access publication
meets all legal requirements, i.e. public results
are provided for public finances. Open access
also supports democracy by sharing information.
— Citizens — it provides citizens with access

to the results of

the science they pay for with their taxes.

(Open) Repository
of the Academy of Sciences
of the Czech Republic

The repository is managed by the Library of the
Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic and
serves for the archiving and access to publications
by scholars working for the Academy of Sciences
of the Czech Republic, with Open Access being

a preferred access method.

ASEP (automated system for registration of
publications) is used to acquire and input data;
the Academy of Sciences has been using the
system since 2005. When a bibliographic entry
is put in, full text in different versions (preprint,
postprint, publisher's PDF), including schedules,
can be put in as well. Documents are accessed
through ASEP search interface.
