Potravni zdroje obyvatelstva mladsi doby bronzové
na Cezavach u Bluciny:
analyzy bioarcheologickych prament

Subsistence in the Late Bronze Age at Cezavy near Blucina:
analyses of bioarchaeological sources

Cilem multidisciplindrni analyzy bioarcheologickych pramenii z lokality Cezavy u Bluciny (okr. Brno-ven-
kov) bylo prispét k rekonstrukci vyZivy a potravnich zdrojii zdejsiho obyvatelstva na pocdtku mladsi doby
bronzové. Podle bukdlnich mikroabrazi zubii a izotopovych analyz antropologického materidlu byla strava
vSech jedincii smiSend, u deviti z nich byl prokdzdn riizny objem rostlinné sloZky a u osmi vys$si podil masa,
Jjehoz zdrojem byli predevsim drobni preZvykavci (ovce/koza) a prasata domdci. Ostatni zdroje masa byly
prileZitostné, kromé lovené fauny byla u t7i muZii izotopovou analyzou prokdzdna konzumace morskych ryb.
ProtoZe podle analyzy stronciovych izotopii tito jedinci nikdy nemigrovali, musely sem byt morské ryby
dopraveny jako konzervovany potravinovy import. V rostlinné sloZce stravy hrdly stéZejni iilohu ceredlie,
které byly v lokalité spalovdny v kldscich a pluchdch. Nebyly tedy jesté pripraveny ke konzumaci, zato viak
mohly byt v tomto stavu vhodnym objektem pro zdpalnou obét. Populaci vyuZivajici ndvrsi Cezavy lze
zaradit mezi skupiny Zivici se predevSim smiSenou stravou s prevahou rostlinnych zdrojii.

The aim of the multidisciplinary analysis of bioarchaeological sources from the Cezavy site near Blucina
(Brno-venkov district) was to contribute to a reconstruction of the food sources of the local population
at the beginning of the Late Bronze Age. The buccal dental microwear and isotopic analyses of anthropo-
logical material indicate that the diet of all individuals was mixed; a various plant ratio was inferred in
nine individuals, whereas eight individuals had a higher meat intake, of which the main source were small
ruminants (sheep/goat) and domestic pig. Other sources of meat were irregular; aside from hunted game,
isotope analysis showed the consumption of marine fish in three males. Since strontium isotope analysis
indicated that these individuals had never migrated, the marine fish must have been brought to this terri-
tory as a preserved import. Cereal grains, roasted at the site in their spikelets and glumes, played a key role
in the plant component of food. Despite not being prepared for consumption, in this form they could have
been a suitable object for a burnt sacrifice. The population living on the elevated Cezavy site can be clas-
sified among groups with a mixed diet, with a predominance of plant sources.

Prispévek prindsi vyhodnoceni objevu kruhového pohiebniho aredlu ze stredni doby bronzové odkrytého
pri zdchranném vyzkumu v r. 2008 u Nymburka. Jednd se o prvni p¥ipad registrovany na iizemi Cech, kdy
byly pohiby umistény primo do kruhového Zlabu, nikoliv do centrdlni hrobové komory v ploSe vymezené
timto Zlabem. Prispévek se rovnéz zaméruje na problematiku interpretace objektii tvorenych kruhovymi
Zlaby, které jsou veétsinou rekonstruovdny jako mohyly. PrestoZe nékteré z téchto kruhovych struktur mohou
byt relikty piivodnich mohyl vymezenych Zlaby ¢i palisddami, nékteré konstrukcni prvky a dalsi indicie
naznacuji, Ze v fadé pripadii se nejspise jednalo o kruhové pohrebni aredly, jejichz vnitini plocha nebyla
pokryta souvislym mohylovym ndsypem.

The paper presents an evaluation of the round burial area from the Middle Bronze Age discovered in 2008
during a rescue archaeological excavation in Nymburk in central Bohemia. The unique quality of the burial
area lies in the fact that it is the first registered case in Bohemia in which burials are deposited directly
in a round ditch, not in the central burial chamber in the space demarcated by this ditch. The paper likewise
addresses the interpretation of features created by round ditches that are usually reconstructed as barrows.
Although some of these round structures could be remnants of original barrows demarcated by ditches or
palisades, certain construction elements and other evidence suggests that many of them could in fact have
been round burial areas on flat ground whose internal space was not covered by a continual mound.

Antropologicky rozbor kosternich pozustatkii z kruhového objektu
ze stfedni doby bronzové z Nymburka (okr. Nymburk)

Kosterni materidl byl ziskdn pri zdchranném archeologickém vyzkumu, ktery probéhl v r. 2009 v Nymburce.
V lokalité bylo nalezeno celkem 10 hrobii: 8 hrobii je datovdno do stredni doby bronzové a 2 hroby do doby
halstatské (bylanskd kultura). Tento rozbor je zaméfen pouze na pohiby z kruhového objektu (obj. 240),
ktery byl datovdn do stredni doby bronzové. V kruhovém objektu bylo nalezeno 7 hrobii (z toho jeden dvojhrob).

Anthropological analysis of skeletal remains found in a circular ditch (Middle Bronze Age) at Nymburk
(Central Bohemia). Skeletal material was obtained during the rescue archaeological excavation, which took
place in 2009 in Nymburk. At the site were found 10 graves: 8 graves were dated to the Middle Bronze Age
and 2 to the Hallstatt period (Bylany culture). This analysis focuses only on the funerals in a circular ditch,
which was dated to the Middle Bronze Age. In the circular ditch were found 7 graves.

Analyzovany materidl pochdzi z vyplné studny ve stredni cdsti Jirského ndm. na PraZském hradu. Vyplit
studny byla archeologicky datovdna na prelom 13. a 14. stoleti. Mensi cdst materidlu byla plavena rucné
na situ, vetsi cdst na plavicim zarizeni: vysledky se prekvapive riizni. Analyza makrozbytkii byla doplnéna
pylovou analyzou. V ndlezovém souboru prevaZovaly diaspory uZitkovych druhii (mdk, ovoce). Silné posko-
zené, vesmés mineralizované makrozbytky potvrdily piivod v provzdusnénych, na vdpnik bohatych smetist-
nich vrstvdch domovniho odpadu s primési fekdlii. Podle prezence zdstupcii mokradni a rumistni vegetace
se prirodni prostredi v centrdlni cdsti Hradu mezi 10. a 13. stol. zdsadné nezmeénilo.

The analysed material comes from the fill of the medieval well in the central part of the Jitské Square at the
Prague Castle. The fill was archaeologically dated to the 13t — 13h/14th century. The smaller part of the
material was floated manually on the sieve, the rest on the floating device: the comparison of results of
bouth methods shows obvious differences. The analyses of macro-remains have been completed with pollen
analysis. In the set of finds dominated the diaspores of utilited species (opium poppy, fruit). The greatly
damaged, altogether mineralized macro-remains backed up their origin in the aerated, calcium enriched
rubbish layers of household waste with faeces. According to the presence of wetland and ruderal species
the environment in the central part of the Prague Castle during the 10"—13" centuries did non essentially
change.

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Pyloanalytické vysledky ze zaniklé studny

Metodou pylové a nepylové (Non-Pollen-Palynomorphs; NPP) analyzy byly zpracovdny 4 vzorky z vyplné
stredovéké studny z lokality Jirské ndamésti — PraZsky hrad. Tri vzorky obsahovaly pylové spektrum i NPP
s dostatecnou vypovidaci hodnotou pro ndslednou paleoekologickou interpretaci. Vzorek z r. 1998 byl na
palynomorfy chudsi. Vysledky pylové analyzy dopliiuji iidaje, které byly ziskdny makroskopickou analyzou.
Ta pracovala s vétsim mnoZstvim materidlu, a zachytila tak vice rostlinnych taxonii neZ pylovd analyza.
Té se vSak podarilo determinovat nékteré NPP. Vyznamné jsou predevsim ndlezy obalii vajicek strevnich
parazitickych cervit. Vysledky obou paleobotanickych analyz opét potvrzuji nutnost jejich propojeni.

Pollen-analytical results from the defunct well on the Jirské Square, Prague Castle. Four samples from
the fill of the medieval well from the Jirské Square, Prague Castle, were processed by the method of pollen
and Non-Pollen-Palynomorphs (NPP) analyses. Three samples contained pollen spectrum as well as NPP
with a sufficient predicative value for the subsequent palaeoecological interpretation. The sample from the
year 1998 was poorer in palynomorphs. The results of the pollen analyses complete the data obtained by
macroremains analyses. This analysis worked with a bigger quantity of material thus recording more plant
taxa than the pollen analysis was able to. Pollen analysis, however, succeeded in determining some of NPP.
Above all the finds of the envelopes of the eggs of intestinal parasitic worms are significant. The results
of both the palaeobotanical analyses confirm again the necessity of their combination.

Technological and typological analysis of chipped stone material found on a rock spur close to Vladislav
village in SW Moravia was carried out. The coring technology and typology of tools, along with the pro-
minent situation of the site, indicate Late Palaeolithic origin of the assemblage. Use of local raw materials
and low degree of artifacts’ weathering in comparison with chipped stone assemblages from two Late Palaeo-
lithic sites in the vicinity, however, show relatively younger age of the assemblage. Occupation of the site
at the end of the Younger Dryas period or during the Late Pleistocene/Early Holocene boundary thus seems
most probable.

Iyzy souboru Stipané industrie, nalezeného na skalnim ostrohu u obce Vladislav na jihozdpadni Morave.
Zatimco prominentni pozice lokality, technologie téZby jader a typologie ndstrojii svédci pro datovdni do
pozdniho paleolitu, vyuZivdni prevdzné lokdlnich surovin a nizky stuperi patinace artefaktit ve srovndni se
dvéma pobliz leZicimi pozdné paleolitickymi lokalitami ukazuji na jeji relativné mladsi stdri. Nejpravdeé-
podobnéjsi se tak zdd, Ze lokalita byla osidlena bud na samém konci mladsiho Dryasu, nebo na prelomu
pleistocénu a holocénu.

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Manufacturing processes of S-shaped temple rings from Vrbno,
Central Bohemia

This contribution is focused on the typological, material and technological study of a set of fifty five S-shaped
temple rings found in the excavations of an early medieval cemetery in Vrbno (distr. Mélnik). The goals of
the study were to identify the different types of S-shaped temple rings present in the set, and to highlight
the different techniques used in their manufacture. The temple rings were characterized by observation
under optical stereomicroscope and scanning electron miscroscope (SEM), supplemented by the results
of non-destructive analyses by X-Ray Fluorescence spectrometry (XRF) and electron microanalysis (EDX).
The results have shown that most of the temple rings were made of copper with small amounts of tin, lead
and zinc although some were made of almost pure copper and a few of low zinc brass with some arsenic.
Investigation also revealed that some temple rings were plated with tin, silver or gold.

Zpusoby vyroby zdusnic z Vrbna. Prispévek je zaméren na morfologické, materidlové a technologické
studium souboru 55 zdusnic nalezenych na rané stredovékém pohrebisti ve Vrbnu, okr. Mélnik. Cilem bylo
vymezeni zdkladnich morfologickych typit uvniti souboru a ndsledné hleddni jejich vztahu k uZitym vyrob-
nim technikdam. Techniky vyroby byly urceny za pomoci optické steromikroskopie, elektronové rastrovaci
mikroskopie (SEM), sloZeni kovii pak nedestruktivni rentgenofluorescencni analyzou (XRF) a elektronovou
mikroanalyzou (EDX). Vysledky studia ukdzaly, Ze vétSina zdausnic byla vyrobena z médi s nizkymi obsahy
cinu, olova a zinku, ackoli nékteré byly z témér cisté médi a nékolik z mosazi s nizkymi obsahy zinku nebo
z mosazi s primési arzénu. Vyzkum rovnéZ ukdzal, Ze nékteré zdusnice byly pokoveny cinem, stribrem
anebo zlatem.

a problematika rané stredovékého sklarstvi na Moravé

Cldnek se vénuje ndleziim sklenénych krouzkii ze stiedovéké Moravy. Zatimco diive prevazovaly ndlezy
z hrobii, diky zdchrannym vyzkumiim dnes vyznamné dominuji ndlezy z aglomeraci nékterych velkych sprdv-
nich hradii (Olomouc, Brno, Znojmo, Prerov, Hodonin, Strachotin). ProtoZe se sklenéné krouZky objevuji
hlavné v Polsku a na Kyjevské Rusi, byly na Moravé povazovdny za import. V neddvné dobé vsak byla obje-
vena dvé nalezisté, kde se krouzky pravdépodobné vyrdbély. Cldnek se snaZi shrnout souc¢asné poznatky
o mladohradistni skldrské vyrobé a uzivaném sortimentu na Moravé.

Glass rings from Brno and the questions of early medieval glass production in Moravia. This article
focuses on the finds of glass rings from medieval Moravia. While finds from graves dominated earlier; finds
from agglomerations of some large administrative strongholds prevail significantly today thanks to rescue
excavations. As glass rings occur primarily in Poland and in the Kievan Rus area, they were regarded as
being imports in Moravia. However, a further two find sites have recently been discovered, where the
production of glass rings is thought to have taken place. The article looks at the current state of knowl-
edge of glass production and the assortment utilised in Moravia in the 11t to 12th centuries.

Soucasnd predstava o stavebni podobé velkych hospoddrskych dvorii ve stredovéku se opird predevsim o vy-
sledky povrchovych (geodeticko-topografickych) priizkumui téch lokalit, které zanikly nejpozdéji v 16. stol.
a poté je pohltil les. V archeologickou pamdtku se proménil také dviir Rychvald v centrdlni cdsti DZbdnské
pahorkatiny. Podle vyraznych destrukci kamennych zdi dodnes urcime rozsah jeho pravotihlého ohrazeného
Jjddra a zdkladni rozvrh zdstavby, dokonce i piidorysné clenéni nékterych budov. Kusé iidaje v pisemnych
pramenech naznacuji, Ze dviir ve 14. stol. prindleZel k majetkiim kldstera klarisek v nedalekém Panenském
Tynci.

An isolated Late Middle Ages farmyard with a fortified residence: Rychvald near Drevic (Central Bohe-
mia) and its analogies. The current notion of the construction appearance of large farmyards in the Middle
Ages is based primarily on the results of surface surveys (geodetic-topographic) of these sites, which were
abandoned at the latest in the 16" century and subsequently covered by forests. Also the Rychvald farm-
yard in the central part of the DZbdn Downs was transformed into an archaeological monument this way.
The distinct ruins of the stone walls can still be used to determine the expanse of the right-angled enclosure
surrounding the centre, the basic layout of the development and even the ground plans of certain buildings.
