Ndlezy silicitovych dyk z Cech (52 exempldrit) pochdzeji ze dvou produkéenich okruhii — jizniho, poalpské-
ho, a severniho, pobaltského — a datuji se do péti horizontit, od stredniho eneolitu do starsi doby bronzové.
Lancetovité dyky z kontextu eneolitickych kultur jsou z¢dsti jizniho piivodu (k. chamskd, Fivndcskd, se Si-
rovou keramikou — z bavorského deskovitého rohovce), zCdsti severské (proto- a starovnétickd kultura).
Do starsi doby bronzové (mladsi inétickd kultura) spadaji mladsi typy severskych dyk s rukojeti. Mezi
funkci dyk z obou obdobi je ziejmé podstatny rozdil. Eneolitické predstavovaly cenénou komoditu, casto
ddvanou do hrobii prislusnikii elity. Oproti tomu dvé tretiny severskych dyk z mladouinétického obdobi vyka-
zuji vazbu na ricni a suchozemské komunikacni smeéry a znacnd cdst jich je ze sidlist charakteru centrdlnich
mist ¢i uzlovych bodit. Dyky v této dobé zrejmé nebyly predmétem smény, ale jejim pritvodnim znakem.
Je pravdépodobné, Ze zcdsti patrily k vybavé lidi iicastnicich se provozu na ddlkovych komunikacich,
spojujicich alpskou rudnou oblast s vinétickou kulturou a severskym okruhem.

Silicite daggers from the Late Eneolithic and Early Bronze Age in Bohemia. Finds of silicite daggers
in Bohemia (52 specimens) come from two productions circuits — the southern, subalpine circuit, and the
northern, Baltic circuit — and date to five horizons between the Middle Eneolithic and the Early Bronze Age.
Some of the lance-shaped daggers from the context of Eneolithic cultures are of southern origin (Cham,
Rivnd¢, Corded Ware culture — from Bavarian tabular chert), while others are of northern origin (proto-
and early Unétice culture). Later types of Nordic daggers with handles date to the Early Bronze Age (late
Unétice culture). A substantial difference is evident in the function of the daggers from the two periods.
The Eneolithic daggers represented a valuable commodity that was often buried with members of the elite as
a grave good. On the other hand, two-thirds of the Nordic daggers from the late Unétice period show a link
to river and overland routes; a substantial number of these daggers are from settlements with the nature
of a central location or junction points. In this period daggers were apparently not a subject of exchange
but rather an attendant trait. It is probable that some of the daggers were part of the gear of people involved
in the operation of travel over the long-distance routes connecting the ore territory in the Alps with Unétice
culture and the Nordic circuit.

Cldnek predstavuje vysledky komplexniho vyzkumu ojedinélé ndlezové situace z prostieds tinétické kultury
ve stiednich Cechdch — pohiebni mohyly v aredlu soucasného sidlisté. V Brandyse nad Labem — Vrdbi byl
v kulturni vrstvé odkryt témér neporuSeny kamenny vénec a do podloZi zahloubend hrobovd jama vytvo-
fend ze sekunddrné upraveného sidlistniho objektu. Hrob obsahoval dva kostrové pohrby nad sebou, ulo-
Zené ziejmé s urcitym casovym odstupem. Uprava obou hrobii, jejich vybava (véetné botanickych a zoolo-
gickych ndlezit) a ndsledné manipulace s ostatky ukazuji na specifické praktiky pohiebniho ritu starsi doby
bronzové.

The article presents the results of the comprehensive research of a remarkable Unétice culture find situa-
tion in central Bohemia — a barrow burial. An almost undisturbed stone ring and a burial pit from former
settlement feature were found in a cultural layer in Brandys nad Labem — Vrdbi. The grave contained two
inhumation burials one above the other and buried probably separately in time. The character of graves, their
inventories (including botanical and zoological finds) and the later treatment of the human remains show
the specific practices of the Early Bronze Age burial rite. Supported by radiocarbon dating, the chrono-
logical identification of the unit corresponds to similar finds in Germany and Poland, however it is in con-
tradiction to the conventional dating of pottery in Bohemia. The final part of the article discusses the issue
of burial barrows in the Early Bronze Age in the northern half of Bohemia.

On the speed of transport in the La Téne period and its economic,
political and culture impacts on society

Cldnek si klade za cil zkoumat rychlost dopravy v dobé Zelezné a pokusit se vyuZit ziskané poznatky pri
pozndvdni organizace dopravy a obchodu, pri interpretaci sidelnich struktur i pri obecném pohledu na
vyvoj starych spolecnosti. V textu je nejprve predloZen vybér iidajii z pisemnych pramenit od antiky po rany
novoveék tykajicich se rychlosti dopravy. Tento vybér ukdzal, Ze se dosahované rychlosti po celé toto obdobt
(az do zavedeni Zeleznice) nijak vyrazné nemenily, proto lze pro modelovdni urcitych situaci v praveké
dopravé iidaje z pisemnych zprdv, a to nejen antickych, s opatrnosti vyuZivat. Ndsledné se autor vénuje
hlavnim faktoriim, které (nejen) v pravéku ovliviiovaly rychlost dopravy. V zdvérecnych pasdzich autor
vyuzivd dosaZené iidaje pri rekonstrukci dovozu soli do Cech a hodnoceni organizace osidleni Cech v dobé
laténske. Vyjadruje se rovnéZ k problematice geografického a socidlniho prostoru.

The aim of the article was to study the speed of transport in the Iron Age and to attempt to use the acquired
information to learn about the organisation of transport and trade, during interpretations of settlement
structures, and while using a general view of the development of early societies. The text first presents
a selection of information on the subject of the speed of transport from written sources dating from Anti-
quity through to the Early Modern period. This selection showed that transport speed throughout this entire
period (up until the advent of the railway) did not change significantly, and it is therefore possible to use
information from written sources (and not only antique) to model certain situations in prehistoric transport.
The author then addresses the main factors that influenced the speed of transport in prehistoric times and
in the subsequent period. In the closing passages the author uses the obtained information to reconstruct
the transport of salt to Bohemia and for an evaluation of the organisation of settlement in Bohemia in the
La Téne period. The author also deals with the issue of geographic and social space.

Mytus o spolecnych déjindch a kultute, ktery se objevil v 19. stoleti a stdl u pocdtkii ndrodni stdtnosti, mél
byt pro jednotlivé ndrody habsburské monarchie zdvazny. Navzdory vSem centralizacnim snahdm vsak
nevznikly pro ziskdvdni a uchovdvdni starovékych pamdtek a ndlezii jednotné normy. Ndpadné jsou rozdily
mezi periferii a centrem. Prvni a zdsadni impulzy pro rozvoj muzeologie a archeologické pamdtkové péce
prinesly regiony a jednotlivé soucdsti monarchie, mezi nimi i Cechy. Naproti tomu némecky mluvici zemé
i politické centrum Videri tyto kroky ucinily aZ se znacnym casovym zpozdénim. ProtozZe védy o starovéku ani
pamdtkovd péce nebyly habsburskymi panovniky podporovdny, chybi dodnes pamdtkové péci v Rakousku
Jjistd spolecCenskd opora, bez niz se péce o pamdtky neobejde.

The beginnings of archaeological heritage care in the Habsburg Monarchy. The myth of shared histories
and cultures that appeared in the nineteenth century, and which played a role in the nascent stage of natio-
nal statehood, was to be obligatory for the individual nations of the monarchy. However, despite all of the
centralisation efforts, uniform standards were not created for collecting and preserving ancient artefacts.
The differences between the centre of the monarchy and the outlying territories were significant. The first
important impulses for the development of museology and archaeological heritage care came from regions
and individual parts of the monarchy, including Bohemia. In contrast, these measures were adopted much
later by the German-speaking lands and the political centre of Vienna. Due to the lack of support from the
Habsburg rulers for the study of ancient times and for heritage care, there is a certain lack of support from
Austrian society today for these concerns — support that is vital for the proper care of a country’s archaeo-
logical history.

K otdzkdm reprezentativnosti soubort starého paleolitu

Z okoli Brna—Lisné je zndmo uz nékolik staropaleolitickych lokalit, zejména Strdanskd skdla z cromerského
interglacidlu. Vybérové sbirand eolizovand industrie z trati Ctvrté sestdvd z jader, valounovych sekdcii
a ustépovych ndstrojit. Suroviny tvori kiemen a kiemenec z mistnich predkvartérnich Stérkii. Moznost pocet-
ného, vesmés dominantniho zastoupeni pseudoartefaktit v industriich sbiranych na stérkovych terasdch
a v sutovistich brdni jejich statistickému vyhodnocovdni a soucasné varuje pred budovdnim zbytecné roz-
sdhlych kolekci. O nizkém stupni intencionality nasich souborii staropaleolitického typu svédci i nedostatek
surovinové variability a importii. Nejistd kriteria arteficiality ndlezii se odrdZeji v nedostatku komunikace
a vzdjemného uzndni mezi jednotlivymi badateli a pracovisti.

Lower Palaeolithic-type industry from Brno-LiSeint, Southern Moravia. On the representativeness of
Lower Palaeolithic assemblages. Of the several Lower Palaeolithic sites known from the Brno-LiSeri area,
one of the most prominent is Strdanskd skdla from the Cromerian Interglacial. The selectively collected
industry, weathered by wind, from the Ctvrté site includes cores, pebble tools and retouched flakes made
of quartz and quartzite from local pre-Quaternary gravel. The possibility of a large, mainly dominant
number of pseudo-artefacts among the tools collected on the gravel terraces prevents their statistical
evaluation and simultaneously discourages the gathering of excessively large collections. Also testifying
to the low degree of intentionality of the Lower Palaeolithic-type assemblages is the lack of material varia-
bility and imports. The uncertain criterion of find artificiality is reflected in the low level of communication
and mutual recognition among individual researchers.

Plosny vyzkum v piskovné nedaleko obce Vlinéves, okr. Mélnik, ktery probihal v letech 1999-2008, zachytil
vedle mnoZstvi ndlezii z riiznych obdobi zemédélského pravéku téz ndlezy z doby kultury se zvoncovitymi
pohdry. Ndlezy byly dokumentované v sidlistnim kontextu, diskutovdny jsou jejich ndlezové souvislosti a roz-
misténi na plo§e vyzkumu. Srovndni nevelkého mnoZstvi podobnych ndlezovych situaci miiZe naznacovat,
Ze nizké zastoupeni zahloubenych sidlistnich objektit v ceskych lokalitdch je spiSe diisledkem jejich piivod-
ni funkce a vyuziti v rdmci sidelniho aredlu nez redukci v pritbéhu archeologizace a pripadnych zdsahit
do terénu vcetné archeologického vyzkumu.

Bell Beaker culture settlement finds in Vlinéves, Central Bohemia. Area excavation in the sand-pit near
the Vlinéves municipality, Mélnik distr., accomplished in the years 1999-2008, yielded — apart from a num-
ber of finds from different periods of the agricultural prehistory — also finds of the Bell Beaker culture.
Finds of this culture, recorded in settlement context, are presented and their find context and spatial distri-
bution within the excavated area discussed. Comparison of the few similar find situations may suggest that
the low incidence of sunken settlement features at Czech sites is due to their original purpose and use
within the settlement area rather than their reduction during archaeologization or potential terrain inter-
ventions including archaeological excavation.

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Andalusi sherds from Prague

Two fragments of lustre-glaze tableware excavated at the Tyn merchant inn in the Staré-Mésto quarter of
Prague, the archaeological deposition context of which may be dated into the turn of the 13" and 14" cen-
tury, represent products of Andalusi pottery workshops of 12" and early 13 centuries. The route by which
this tableware service came to Prague is difficult to trace. It seems most logical to link the introduction
of this luxury pottery with the wave of Andalusi products, especially precious textiles, supplying the highest
circles of Bohemian society roughly between 1250 and 1320. This commercial operation might have fol-
lowed up the trade ventures of Andalusi-oriented entrepreneurs furnishing customers of western Europe
along the Atlantic coast with luxury items originating in Andalusi production plants. An alternative to this
idea is represented by the possibility that the vessels came to Prague in the baggage of some of its Jewish
residents.

Dva zlomky prepychové stolni keramiky s lustrovou glazurou, nalezené pri
vyzkumu Tynského dvora v Praze v archeologickém kontextu uloZeném nejspise na prelomu 13. a 14. stol.,
predstavuji vyrobky andaluskych dilen almohddského obdobi Iberského poloostrova a byly zhotoveny nej-
spise ve 12. ¢i raném 13. stoleti. Rekonstruovat cestu tohoto prepychového stolniho servisu z Andalusie do
Prahy nent jednoduché. Nejlogictéjsi feSent tu predstavuje myslenka transportu v diisledku almohddského
obchodu se zemémi zdpadni Evropy podél jejiho atlantického pobreZi aZ do oblasti Severniho a Baltského
more. Druhou a stejné dobre predstavitelnou alternativu predstavuje privezeni souboru luxusniho stolniho
zboZi neékterym z Zidovskych obyvatel stiedovéké Prahy.
