Prdce zabyvajici se lokalitou Vchynice (severozdpadni Cechy) je rozdélena do dvou Cdsti. V prvni Cdsti
Jje provedena datace objektii a jsou vybrdny jasné datované a dostatecné ndlezové bohaté objekty z obdobi
kultury s vypichanou keramikou pro archeozoologickou analyzu. Ve druhé cdsti je pozornost vénovdna
stavu zachovdni zvitecich kosternich poziistatku, ddle druhovému urcent zvirat, jejich vimrtnimu véku
a nékterym tafonomickym ukazateliim. Do zpracovdni jsou zahrnuty informace o dalsich chronologicky
soucasnych lokalitdch z CR. Vysledky jednotlivych Cdsti analyzy jsou konfrontovdny na zdkladé chrono-
logického a tvarove-funkcniho tridént objektii v ramci lokality. Soucdsti prdce je srovndvaci analyza ndlezii
z objektii chronologicky soucasnych s mladoneolitickym rondelem.

This work on the Vchynice site in northwestern Bohemia (LitoméTice district) is divided into two parts.
In the first part, features are dated and clearly dated features with a sufficient number of finds from the period
of the Stroked Pottery culture (5100/5000—4500/4400 cal BC) are chosen for archaeozoological analysis.
The second part addresses the condition of the animal skeletal remains, including an identification of the
animal species, their age of death and certain taphonomic indicators. Information regarding other chrono-
logically contemporary sites in the Czech Republic is included in the analysis. The results of the individual
parts of the analysis are then compared based on the chronological and formal-functional classification
of features at the site. The work also includes a comparative analysis of finds from features that were
contemporary with the Late Neolithic rondel.

The region at the confluence of the Elbe and Vlitava rivers, with a vast settlement agglomeration at the cross-
roads of long-distance routes, has produced archaeological finds testifying to the presence of distinguished
individuals in late Hallstatt and Early La Tene society. Strong evidence comes from two cemeteries dating
to the beginning of the La Tene period and a settlement feature from the late Hallstatt period in the cadastral
territories of Horin and Viinéves. The iron wire found on skulls in inhumation graves indicates headdresses
in the shape of a foliate crown. The buried individuals were members of the aristocratic elite and apparent-
ly also served a clerical function. Two Etruscan bronze bowls from a cremation grave are evidence of the
significant location of the site at the crossroads of important amber routes. A bronze anthropomorphic socket
found in an Ha D2-3 settlement feature formed part of the decorative tip of a drinking horn. The metal
fittings of drinking horns documented in the settlement environment are highly rare and indicate the presence
of elite members of society. The symbol of an adorant on the top of a prestigious drinking vessel opens the
subject of the ritual symbolism addressed in broader contexts in this article.

Prispévek se zabyvd strukturdlnimi zménami osidleni 13. stol. ve stfednim Pojizeri. Prvé pisemné doklady
o tomto regionu zacinaji ve 12. stol., kdy se stal vyznamnou soucdsti majetkové domény Markvarticii, jed-
noho z prednich slechtickych rodii. AZ do 13. stol. se moc premyslovského stdtu v Pojizeri opirala o hrad
v Mladé Boleslavi. V posledni tretiné 13. stol. ale vznikla novd sit mocenskych center a vyznam Mladé
Boleslavi klesl. Ve zjevné shodé se zdjmy krdle oviddli stredni Pojizeii Markvarticové, postupné rozdéleni
do nékolika vérvi. Hlavni téma prispévku se soustreduje na okoli mésta Turnova, ktery se stal jednim z regio-
ndlnich hospoddrskych center. Do doby utvdreni tohoto poddanského méstecka ve 2. pol. 13. a v pocitcich
14. stol. spadaly i pocdtky nékolika blizkych hradii.

The study looks at the structural changes of settlement in the central Jizera River region (northern Bohemia)
during the 13" century. The first written records of this region date to the 12! century, when it became an
important holding of the Markvartici, one of leading aristocratic kin-groups in Bohemia. Until the 13™ cen-
tury, the power of the Premyslid state in the Jizera River region had rested in the castle in Mladd Boleslav.
The last third of the 13™ century, however; saw the establishment of a new network of power centres, causing
Mladd Boleslav to wane in former significance. In apparent accord with the interests of the king, control
over the central Jizera River region was maintained by the Markvartici kin-group, which eventually split
into several branches. The main focus of the work is on the area surrounding the town of Turnov, which grew
into one of the region’s centres of economic activity. The beginnings of several nearby castles also fall within
the era of the founding of this territorial town in the second half of the 13" and early 14" centuries.

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Zuhelnatélé zbytky zasob rostlinného piivodu
ze stiredovékych DaliméFic u Turnova

Analyze rostlinnych makrozbytkii byly podrobeny dva mensi vzorky ze spdlenistni vrstvy ze shorelého domu
v DaliméFicich u Turnova. Materidl byl datovdn kolem r. 1300. Soubor zahrnoval na 24 000 semen a plodii,
na 25 000 zlomkii a drt karbonizovanych diaspor, reprezentujicich jen 50-55 druhii prevdzné uZitkovych
rostlin. 90 % diaspor pripadalo na obiloviny jakoZto cdsti zdsob. Zaznamendn byl jejich tiplny sortiment
s dominantnim Zitem a ovsem. Podle pritomnosti plevelii predstavovaly tyto obiloviny nejvyznamnéjsi plo-
diny v okoli péstované a v hospoddrstvi zuZitkovdvané.

Charred vegetal macro-remains of the store from a burnt medieval settlement in Dalimérice near Turnov,
northern Bohemia. Two smaller samples taken from the layer of ashes from a burnt settlement situation
in Dalimétice near Turnov were analysed for vegetal macro-remains. The material was dated back to
approximately 1300 A.D. The set comprised as much as 24,000 seeds and fruits, about 25,000 fragments
and crushed carbonized diasporas, representing only 50-55 species mostly of utility plants. 90 % of the
diasporas were represented by cereals as a part of provisions. Their complete assortment with dominant
Secale cereale and Avena sativa was recorded. According to the presence of weeds these cereals repre-
sented the most important plants cultivated in the surroundings and exploited in the farming.

Neékolikalety vyzkum v trase obchvatu Kolina odkryl fadu polykulturnich lokalit, mj. objekty se spolecnym
vyskytem keramiky bosdcké a rivndcské kultury. Kolinsko podle ndlezového stavu patri do oikumeny posled-
né jmenované kultury, piivod keramiky bodcké kultury je proto hleddn ve vychodnich Cechdch, které tvori
zdpadni vyspu jejiho rozsiteni. Ndlez je interpretovdn jako doklad exogamnich svazkii propojujicich oblasti
vzddlené od sebe ca 50 km, depot atraktivné zdobenych picich tvarii poukazuje i na moznou ritudlni ¢i
kultovni funkci spojenou s libacnimi ¢i priseZnymi picimi ritudly, pripadné vegetativnimi kulty.

Bosdca culture pottery from Kolin. Evidence of Post-Baden cultures contact at the end of the Middle
Eneolithic period. The several years lasting research of the Kolin bypass uncovered a number of poly-
cultural sites, among others also features that contained both Bo§dca culture and Rivnddc culture pottery.
Based on the current knowledge, the Kolin region formed part of the ecumene of the latter culture; origins
of the BoSdca pottery are therefore sought in eastern Bohemia that comprised the western outpost of the
Bosdca culture expansion. The find is interpreted as an evidence of exogamous relationships connecting
regions approx. 50 km apart from each other; hoard of attractively decorated drinking horns in feature
no. 4199 refers to a possible ritual or cult role connected with libation or sworn drinking rituals or else
vegetative cults. The analysis is based on pottery, and the article includes also assessment of the osteo-
logical material.

An interview
with EvZen Neustupny opens up a range of issues regarding the theory and history of archaeology and its
development in Central Europe. His view of the discipline differs in many ways from that of current global
trends. His ‘artefact archaeology’ inverts the concept of adaptation and highlights the role of artefacts in the
creation of the human world. The interview also shows that post-war archaeology even to the east of the Iron
Curtain followed the trajectory from culture-history paradigm to processualism and onwards. It also testifies
to the situation in the social sciences under the Communist regime and the ambiguous role of Marxist philoso-
phy.
