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Abstract

Economies have markedly different firm size distributions. At the
same time, firms of different size grow differently after identical finan-
cial- and product-market liberalization reforms. Thus, identical re-
forms can produce different growth outcomes across countries. This
result is reached after exploring firm-level data on sales and sales per
worker across 135 developing and post-transition economies. It helps
explain the remarkable variation in the vast development literature
studying the effects of various market-oriented reforms across coun-
tries and over time.

Abstrakt

Mezi ekonomikami existuji vyrazné rozdily v distribuci velikosti
firem. Zaroven, rizné velké firmy rostou rtznou rychlosti po identick-
ych liberaliza¢nich reforméch finan¢nich trha a trhi vyrobka. 7 to-
hoto divodu identické reformy muzou vést k riznému ekonomickému
rozvoji ruznych ekonomik. Toto je potvrzeno pomoci analyzy firem-
nich dat o trzbéach a trzbach na zaméstnance ze 135 rozvojovych zemi a
zemi po ekonomické transformaci. Tento vysledek poméaha objasnit po-
zoruhodnou variaci v obsahlé rozvojové literature, ktera se zabyvéa efek-
tem ruznych trzné-orientovanych reforem v riznych zemich a ¢asovych
horizontech.
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
