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Abstract

The developed theoretical model analyzes the welfare effects of labor mi-

gration. I find that for the receiving country immigration enhances welfare as

long as the marginal benefits to the natives’ income exceed the social costs of

immigration. Over-emigration of workers generated by free mobility is welfare

detrimental to the source country because of the diaspora effect – migrants

negatively affect their own income. The source country prefers to coordinate

the immigration quota with the destination country, because the coordinated

solution internalizes the negative diaspora effect. Contrary to popular opin-

ion, under certain conditions unilateral enforcement of the immigration quota

benefits the source country also, because it reduces the extent of the migrants’

income decline.

Abstrakt

Vytvořený teoretický model analyzuje dopady migrace pracovńı śıly na

prosperitu. Zjǐst’uji, že imigrace zvyšuje prosperitu přij́ımaj́ıćı země, pokud

mezńı př́ır̊ustek př́ıjmu p̊uvodńıch obyvatel převyšuje sociálńı náklady imi-

grace. Př́ılǐs vysoká emigrace pracovńık̊u, zapř́ıčiněná volným pohybem osob,

snižuje prosperitu země p̊uvodu z d̊uvodu efektu diaspory – migranti nega-

tivně ovlivňuj́ı sv̊uj vlastńı př́ıjem. Země p̊uvodu dává přednost koordinaci

imigračńıch kvót s přij́ımaj́ıćı zemı́, protože koordinace internalizuje negativńı

efekt diaspory. V kontrastu s populárńım názorem, za určitých podmı́nek

jednostranné prosazováńı imigračńı kvóty prosṕıvá i zemi p̊uvodu, protože

snižuje rozsah poklesu př́ıjmu migrant̊u.
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
