Cldnek seznamuje s vysledky systematické archeologické prospekce na iizemi dolniho Podyji. Zdjmové tize-
mi je charakterizovdno z hlediska prirodniho prostiedi i déjin archeologického bdddni. Hlavni pozornost je
vénovdna vyzkumu z let 2004-2012. Popsdna je jak metoda, kterd kombinuje analytické povrchové sbéry,
prediktivni modelovdni, leteckou archeologii a prospekci detektorem kovii, tak vystupy projektu. Prezento-
vany vyzkum prispél k hlubsimu pozndni vyvoje sidlistni struktury v dolnim Podyji v obdobi od 6. do 13. sto-
leti. Mimorddné vyznamnym vysledkem je objev centra druhého rdadu na katastru obce Kostice s bohatymi
povrchovymi ndlezy keramiky, minct, Sperku, obchodnich zdvazi a dalsich artefaktii z nezeleznych kovii,
které na konci 10. stol. nahradilo starsi velkomoravskou aglomeraci na Pohansku u Breclavi.

The article presents the results of systematic archaeological surveys in the lower Dyje (Thaya) River region
in the southeast part of the Czech Republic. The area is described from the perspective of the natural envi-
ronment and the history of archaeological research. The main attention is devoted to research from the years
2004-2012, including a description of the method combining analytical surface surveys, predictive model-
ling, aerial archaeology and metal detector surveys, project outcomes are also presented. The research
project contributed to a deeper understanding of the history of the settlement structure in the lower Dyje
River region between the sixth and thirteenth centuries. Of extraordinary importance was the discovery
of a secondary centre within the cadastre of the village of Kostice, with rich surface finds of pottery, coins,
Jjewellery, trading weights and other artefacts made of non-ferrous metals; this centre replaced an earlier
Great Moravia agglomeration at Pohansko near Breclav.

Moravy. Déraz je kladeny na véasnostredoveké sidelné komponenty. S ohladom na polykultiirny charakter
skiimanych poloh sii zvaZované vypovedacie moznosti archeogeofyzikdlneho prieskumu v otdzkach dato-
vania a interpretdcie lokalizovanych objektov a Struktiiry osidlenia ako celku. Diskutovany je tieZ vplyv
podneho podloZia na vysledky geofyzikdlnych prdc, ktoré sa prejavilo ako vyznamny faktor pri interpretdcii
nameranych ddt. ZvySend pozornost je venovand lokalite Kostice — Zadni hrud 1, kde bola uskutocnend kom-
parativna analyza ddt z archeologického vyskumu, leteckej prospekcie, povrchovych zberov, magnetického
a georadarového prieskumu a merania magnetickej susceptibility v otvorenych ndlezovych situdcidch.

Geophysical investigations of early medieval occupation sites in the lower Dyje (Thaya) River region.
The article presents the results of geophysical surveys at occupation sites at the southeastern tip of Moravia,
with a special focus on early medieval settlement components. The multicultural nature of the surveyed sites
is used as the basis for contemplations on the testimonial possibilities of archaeophysical investigations
concerning matters of dating and the interpretation of located features and the structure of settlement as
a whole. The influence of the subsoil is discussed. A higher level of attention is devoted to the Kostice —
Zadni hriid 1 site, where a comparative analysis of data from an archaeological excavation, aerial survey,
surface collections, a magnetic and ground-penetrating radar investigation, and measurements of magne-
tic susceptibility in open find situations was conducted.

V ¢ldanku jsou predstaveny vysledky archeologického vyzkumu lokality Kostice — Zadni hrud, ktery probéhl
v letech 2009 az 201 1. Zkoumand lokalita, vzdusnou carou vzddlend 1,5 km od stiedu blizkého velkomorav-
ského centra na Pohansku, se rozklddd u okraje nivy reky Dyje na nevyrazné piscité duné. Konkrémi misto
terénniho odkryvu bylo vybrdno pomoci predikcniho modelovdni a na zdkladé diikladné prospekce. Celkové
byla odkryta plocha 2405 m?, na niz bylo prozkoumdno 160 zahloubenych sidlistnich objektii a dva hroby
z ruznych obdobi. Vetsina ndlezii souvisela s ranym stiedovékem, teZiste osidleni spadd do 10. aZ 12. stoleti.
Zdejst sidlisté patvilo v 9. stol. k subsistencni zdkladné rozlehlé velkomoravské aglomerace na Pohansku
a po jeho zdniku se transformovalo v femesiné-agrdrni a obchodni centrum druhého rddu, tzv. trhovou ves.
Mimorddné vyznamné jsou ndlezy minci, sklddacich vdzek, kupeckych zdvaZi a pozdné nomddskych trmenit.

The article presents the results of the archaeological excavation of the Kostice — Zadni hrud site, conducted
in 2009-2011. The investigated site, 1.5 km from the heart of the nearby Great Moravian centre at Pohansko,
lies at the edge of the Dyje (Thaya) River floodplain on a nondescript sand dune. A total of 160 sunken
features and two graves from various periods were investigated over the excavated area of 2,405 m2.
The majority of finds were from the Early Middle Ages, with the peak of settlement falling between the
tenth and twelfth centuries. In the ninth century, the local settlement was part of the subsistence base for
the vast Great Moravian agglomeration at Pohansko; following the demise of Pohansko, the Kostice —
Zadni hrid settlement was transformed into a craft-agrarian and trade centre of the second level. Finds
of coins, balance scales, merchants’ weights and late nomadic stirrups are of extraordinary importance.

Jednd se o prvni
mladohradistni pohrebisté v prostoru levobrezni terasy Dyje mezi Breclavi a LanZhotem.

The site is the first Late Hillfort
cemetery found on the left bank terrace of the Dyje between Breclav and LanZhot.

Metoda zpracovdni keramického souboru spocivd ve statistické
analyze dat. Zpracovdni rozsdhlého souboru keramiky prispélo k pozndni produkce keramiky na jizni
Moravé v obdobi po zdniku Velké Moravy aZ do sklonku raného stredovéku, zdroveri se podarilo definovat
zdkladni vyvojové fdze lokality.

The article provides a description and analysis of an assemblage of post-Great Moravian and Late Hillfort
pottery from the Kostice — Zadni hrid site in the lower Dyje region. The pottery assemblage was processed
using the statistical analysis of data. The processing of the large pottery assemblage contributed to an under-
standing of pottery production in south Moravia in the period following the demise of Great Moravia up
to the end of the Early Middle Ages, the basic development phases of the site were also defined.

Cldnek seznamuje s vyhodnocenim archeobotanickych a archeozoologickych vzorkit z vyzkumu v Kosticich —
Zadnim hriidu (okr. Breclav), realizovaného v letech 2009-2011. Prispivd k reSeni otdzek spojenych se
subsistencni strategii spolecnosti v obdobi od 6. do pocdtku 13. stol. v oblasti dolniho Podyji (Ceskd republi-
ka). Zaznamenany trend podporuje archeologicky obraz osady, kterd v dobé Velké Moravy (9. stol.) tvofila
subsistencni zdzemi blizkého centra na Pohansku u Breclavi. Po propadu zpiisobeném kolapsem velkomo-
ravské spolecnosti (10. stol.) zde doslo k revitalizaci a ndslednému boomu celého sidlistniho komplexu.
V mladohradistnim obdobi (11. aZ 12. stol.), kdy zde vznikd centrdlni lokalita druhého rddu (trhovd ves),
produkuje sidlisté pomérné Siroké spektrum plodin i kvalitni maso pro sebe, a moZnd i pro nedaleké sprdavni
centrum v premyslovské Breclavi.

The article presents the evaluation of archaeobotanical and archaeozoological samples from the excavation
in Kostice — Zadni hrid (Breclav distr.) conducted in 2009-2011. The work helps answer questions connected
with the subsistence strategies of society in the period between the 6™ century and the beginning of the
13! century in the lower Dyje River region of the Czech Republic. The recorded trend supports the archaeo-
logical image of a settlement that was part of the subsistence hinterland of the nearby centre at Pohansko
near Breclav during the period of Great Moravia in the 9" century. The decline caused by the collapse
of Great Moravian society in the 10" century was followed by a revitalisation and subsequent boom in
the entire settlement complex. In the Late Hillfort period (10" to 12th century), which saw the creation
of a secondary location (market village), the settlement produced a relatively wide spectrum of crops and
quality meat for its own needs and possibly also for the nearby administrative centre in Premyslid Breclav.

V ¢ldanku jsou vyhodnoceny ndlezy stredovékych minci z konce 10. aZ pocdtku 13. stol., které byly v posled-
nim desetileti ucinény v dolnim Podyji, a to jak pri archeologickych terénnich vyzkumech, tak povrchovym
priizkumem s pomoct detektoru kovii. Soubor citajici vice nezZ 170 minct je vyznamny pro pozndni penéz-
niho obéhu na Moravé v raném stredovéku. Zejména ndlezy jednotlivych minci byly doneddvna vzdcné.
Pét minci z polohy Kostice — Zadni hrud a blizkého okoli pochdzi z 2. pol. 10. stoleti. VetSinou se jednd
o raZby datované pred r. 976, doposud jediné z oblasti dolniho Podyji a Pomoravi, véetné prilehlé cdsti
rakouského Podunaji. Ndlezy minci z 1. pol. 11. stol. ukazuji na vyznamnou roli uherské mince ve strukture
obéZiva na Morave. Od poloviny 11. stol. nastupuji pocetné mince domdci provenience, razné predevsim
olomouckymi Premyslovci.

The article evaluates medieval coins from the end of the tenth century to the beginning of the thirteenth
century, found over the past decade in the lower Dyje (Thaya) River region (the southeast part of the Czech
Republic) during both terrain excavations and surface surveys with the use of a metal detector. The assem-
blage of more than 170 coins is an important source for learning about monetary circulation in Moravia
at the Early Middle Ages. Finds of individual coins were especially rare until recently. Five coins from the
Kostice — Zadni hrid site and the surrounding area date to the second half of the tenth century. These were
mostly coins struck before 976, thus far the only ones from the lower Dyje River and Morava River regions,
including adjacent Austrian parts of the Danubian Basin. Coin finds from the first half of the eleventh
century indicate the prominent role of Hungarian coins in the structure of currency in Moravia. Numerous
coins of domestic provenance, minted mostly by the Olomouc Premyslids, start appearing in the middle
of the 11 century.

Prispévek je souhrnnou archeologicko-historickou interpretaci vysledkii interdisciplindrnich vyzkumii,
které probéhly v letech 2007-2012 v prostoru dolniho Podyji (Ceskd republika). Tato oblast patiila v 9. stol.
k jddru tzv. Velké Moravy — rané stredovéké ,,rise*, jeZ v dobé svého nejvétsiho rozkvétu politicky a kul-
turné ovlddala nejen dnesni Moravu a Slovensko, ale vyznamné ovliviiovala celou stredovychodni Evropu.
Velkd Morava zanikla ndhle na zacdtku 10. stoleti. Cldnek se snaZi zodpovédét na otdzku, zda byl tento
kolaps tak fatdlni, jak se dosud predpoklddalo, jak na onu katastrofu reagovaly Siroké vrstvy obyvatelstva,
Jjak vyvoj ovlivnil sidlistni strukturu a kdy doslo k opétovné regeneraci spolecnosti.

The article presents a comprehensive archaeological-historical interpretation of the results of interdisci-
plinary research conducted in the lower Dyje (Thaya) River region in the Czech Republic in 2007-2012.
In the ninth century this area belonged to the core of Great Moravia, an early medieval “empire” which
at its peak not only enjoyed political and cultural control over today’s Moravia and Slovakia, but also
significantly influenced the whole of central eastern Europe. Great Moravia collapsed suddenly at the
beginning of the tenth century. The article attempts to clarify whether this collapse was as fatal as has been
thought, how broad classes of the population reacted to this catastrophe, how development influenced the
settlement structure and when the regeneration of society occurred.

Bohunicien predstavuje soucdst Sirsiho okruhu industrii s vyvinutou levalloiskou technologii 7 pocdtku
mladého paleolitu. PrestoZe se lokality bohunicienu koncentruji hlavné v prostoru Brnénské kotliny, jsou
ojedinélé lokality zndmy také ze sousednich regionii. Nejzdpadnéjsi vyskyt v soucasnosti predstavuje Hrad-
sko u Msena ve strednich Cechdch. Industrie z vyzkumu S. Vencla a z povrchového priizkumu byla znovu
analyzovdna a byly u ni doloZeny vSechny charakteristické rysy bohunickych industrii, které zahrnuji pre-
devsim bipoldrni redukci prodlouZenych polotovarii s pripravenymi iiderovymi plochami. Raritou industrie
z Hradska je Stipani lokdlniho sklovitého nefelinického tefritu. Makroskopické i mikroskopické studium
Cedicovych hornin z 9 zndmych vychozii ze vzddlenosti do 5 km od Hradska ukdzalo, Ze jako zdroj této suro-
viny pripadd v iivahu pouze Zila 1,6 km severné od obce Kokorin.

Hradsko u MSena — the most westerly Bohunician site. The Bohunician technocomplex is an example
of an Initial or Early Upper Paleolithic industry with an evolved Levallois technology. Although the Bohu-
nician settlement is concentrated within the Brno Basin, isolated sites are also known from neighboring
regions. The most westerly known occurrence is at Hradsko near Mseno in central Bohemia. The industry
from Vencl’s excavation and surface survey was reanalyzed and all features including mainly bidirectional
reduction of elongated blanks with faceted striking platforms were documented. A unique feature of Hradsko
is the use of local glassy nepheline-bearing tephrite for knapping. As revealed by macroscopic and micro-
scopic study of basaltic rocks from nine known occurrences within a 5 km radius from Hradsko, a tephritic
dyke ca. 1.6 km N of the village of Kokorin could be the only source of this raw material.

A case study from the site of Mitostawice, north Silesia

In a forest near the present village of Mitostawice in Silesia, 34 mounds of various sizes were found that are
the results of human activity. Research including excavations of two of them has not proved the original
intention of the mound builders, and only one burnt human bone makes it impossible to interpret the whole
area as barrow cemetery, but the plough marks found under a large mound are interesting. Both the strati-
graphy and pollen data enable us to prove a change in land use, which took place between 6 and 8™ centu-
ries AD as 14C dating from the mounds revealed. The paper aims to present and discuss the ard furrows
discovered recently under a large round mound at Mitostawice. The study is focused on the remains of the
Sfurrows and their stratigraphical relationship with the mounds.

Pripadovd studie z lokality Mitostawice,
severni Slezsko. V lese nedaleko dnesni vsi Mitostawice ve Slezsku bylo objeveno 34 mohyl riizné velikosti,
které jsou poziistatkem lidské aktivity. Vyzkum zahrnujici odkryv dvou z nich neprokdzal piivodni zdmér
stavitelit mohyl; jedind prepdlend lidskd kost neumoZiiuje interpretovat celou lokalitu jako mohylové
pohrebiste, pozoruhodné jsou vsak stopy orby zjisténé pod jednou z velkych mohyl. Jak stratigrafickd, tak
palynologickd data nam dovoluji prokdzat zménu vyuZiti piidy, kterd se odehrdla mezi 6. a 8. stol. n. L.,
Jjak doklddd 1#C datovdni vzorkii z mohyl. Cilem ldnku je prezentovat a diskutovat orebni brdzdy neddvno
objevené pod velkou okrouhlou mohylou. Studie se zaméruje na stopy brdzd a jejich stratigraficky vztah
s mohylami.
