» Please, note, that social policy and social services system 
is quite diverse across European countries and what is 
self-evident for you and people in your country is not likely 
self-evident for a foreigner. 

» Explain the issue in question as clear as possible, so that it 
would understand also people who don´t understand social 
care and services in your country at all.  

» You may imagine, for example, that you try to explain your 
social policy to somebody from Japan.
