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Eva Liskova: Erich Fromm and His Latest
Work

Erich Fromm was born in Frankfurt am
Main in 1900. He studied psychiatry, sociology
and philosophy, was specially trained in
psychoanalysis in Berlin and has been active
as a psychiatrist and pedagogue first in Ger-
many, later on in the USA and now in
Mexico. E. Fromm is a prominent represen-
tative of the progressive intelligentsia in the
West striving for the revival of a humanistic
approach to the solution of the problem of
liberating man in the present social crisis.

His early activity and his first publications
are linked with the activity of the “German
left-wing party in the thirties, with its
Marxist ideological orientation and progress-
ive anti-fascist activity. In accordance with
his humanistic approach to the liberation
of man, Fromm gives particular attention
to the problem of his liberation from false
consciousness, illusions, rationalizations and
ideologies. He tries to deepen the understand-
ing of social laws according to Marx’s
fundamental conceptions and to supplement
them by the knowledge of mechanisms re-
gulating the origin, development, changes
and functions of false conceptions. Here he
makes use of results achieved by modern
science, especially by Freud’s scientific psy-
phology. He studies the possibilities of creat-
Ing an analytical social psychology which
would be an application of Freud’s individual
psychology, deprived of its mechanically ma-
terialistic frame of reference, to social. pheno-
mena. The subject of analytical social psy-
chology is, according to Fromm, the study
of psychological laws in social process. Its
task is to achieve a deeper understanding of
fche attitudes and actions of social groups;
In this sense it would be an auxiliary disci-
pline of historical materialism. These attitudes
and actions reflect the psychic dynamics of
the unconscious and the conscious in the
socially determined course of human energy
and activity. .

. This socially determined direction, express-
ing the needs of the socio-economic structure
of society, leads to socially relevant attitudes
and actions prevailing in the given socio-
cultural unit. As a type, they result in the
social character which acis as a mediator
between the basis and the super-structure of
society and makes clear the mechanism of
“producing“ social ideas.

. Fromm broduces- a typology of characters
In the capitalist society. Especially the type

of the authoritative social character he de-
scribes makes us understand the psychic do-
mination of masses by the fascist dictator-
ship. In the USA he analyses changes
in the orientation of character during the
further stage of development in an industrial
capitalist society. His work influences the
characterology of the American social psy-
chology (Riesman).

Accutely criticizing the socially cultural
conditions of the American civilization, Fromm
theoretically develops his own humanistic
starting-points based on Marx’s works, In
doing so he develops the fundamental con-
ceptions of philosophieal anthropology, among
others the conception of the substance and
nature of man, the conception of alienation. At
the same time Fromm criticizes the apologetic
attitudes of the American social theory and
by his .conception of “alienation* he expresses
a protest against an absolute adaptability of
the human bersonality to dehumanized social
conditions. As a progressive representative
of the American intelligentsia whose ap-
proach is already marked by the specific
aspects of American reality and development
of thought, he concentrates himself upon the
fundamental problem of the world, upon the
fundamental dispute of the era, namely upon
seeking a humanistic basis for the alternative
developmental possibilities, i. e. the social
progress and the liberation of man on the
one hand, and his total self-destruction on
the other.

Fromm’s contribution, which is singularly
stimulating further creative work in this
field, reveals the force of materialized false
ideas about reality — including their psychie
mechanisms — and regards the necessity of
their eradication as a condition for human
liberation, for human self-realization. The
relation between -this illusion about reality
and the reality it conceals, ie. the inner
unity of the objective human activity — as
a practical activity, its experience and con-
scious recognition — is not represented by
Fromm in a sufficiently exact way, which
stimulates to make a deeper analysis of
fundamental conceptions in the works of both
Karl Marx and S. Freud.
