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Abstract

This paper proposes a method for detecting electoral fraud in the form of ballot stuffing.
As ballot stuffing increases both turnout and the incumbent’s vote share in precincts
where it occurs, precincts with low reported turnout are more likely to be clean.
Information on clean precincts is used to simulate counterfactual data for “infected”
precincts, which are then compared to the observed data. The method is applied to the
2006 Finnish presidential elections. The test fails to reject the hypothesis of no ballot
stuffing for the original data, but detects artificially imputed 1.6% fraud. The same test
implies that in the 2004 presidential elections in Russia at least 4.7% of the votes were
stuffed in favor of the incumbent.

Abstrakt

Tento ¢lanek predkladd metodu pro odhalovani volebnich podvoda v podobé nacpavani
volebnich schrének. Jelikoz nacpavani volebnich schranek zvySuje volebni Gcast i
volebni vysledek stavajiciho drzitele ufadu v okrscich, kde dochazi k podvodim, v
okrscich s nizsi ucasti s vétsi pravdépodobnosti v§e probéhlo v pofadku. Informace o
okrscich, kde vse probéhlo Vv poradku, jsou pouzity k simulovani dat ukazujicich
alternativni hypotézy pro okrsky, v nichz doslo k nepravostem, coz je poté srovnano se
skutecnosti. Tato metoda je aplikovana na finské prezidentské volby v roce 2006. Tato
analyza nezamitd hypotézu, Ze v pivodnich datech nedoslo k volebnimu podvodu, ale
zjistuje uméle prisouzeny podvod ve vysi 1,6 procenta. Stejny test implikuje, ze béhem
prezidentskych voleb v Rusku vroce 2004 bylo alespoit 4.7% hlasi nacpano do
schranek ve prospéch drzitele tradu.
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
