Local Roots – European Connections

Positions of Nazarene Art 
in 19th Century Europe

Regional Gallery in Liberec, September 10–11, 2014
A colloque organized by the Institute of Art History of the Czech Academy of Sciences at the occassion of an exhibition devoted to one of the leading Nazarene artists Joseph Führich. A two-day international colloque held at the Regional Gallery in Liberec will concentrate on the discussion of the position of nazarene art within the European context: it shall examine its sources, its influence for the formation of local schools of painting, and its role in the development of sculpture. 

The colloque will take place at the occasion and during the running time of the exhibition Joseph Führich (1800–1876). From Kratzau to Vienna. The conference languague will be English (plus simultaneous translation is previewed). Each of the speakers should address at least some of the general questions which should form the basis for the closing discussion on the present reception of Nazarene movement and its influence.We kindly ask the speakers to limit their contributions to 20 minutes maximum. 

Suggested points to be addressed:

–the reception of nazarenism as a movement in various countries in the 19th century and the question of its „modernity“

–the role of nazarene art in the formation of local styles and national schools of painting/sculpture (relation to local tradition?, influence on future  development?, the existence of local ideological/formal roots and forms of nazarenism?)
–confessions? (nazarenism/Catholic restauration movements/Protestant piety)

–the role of the Rome experience (importance, consequences for the artistic development of both the different countries, and the individual artists)

The programme will include a commented tour through the Führich exhibition and a trip to Kratzau, the birthplace of Joseph Führich in the vicinity of Liberec. The speakers will receive funding for their journey to Liberec and back home. The conference papers edited as standard scientific articles will be published most probably in a special issue of RIHA Journal (www.riha-journal.org).
Please, when interested, let us know by May 31st 2014. We would then like to ask you to submit the abstract of you suggested paper by June 30th 2014 to be able to compose the conference programme.
