On the 170% anniversary of the three-age system
in Bohemian archaeology

V roce 2013 uplynulo 170 let od prijeti tzv. ,,systému ti1 period* (doba kamennd, bronzovd a Zeleznd)
v Ceské archeologii. V jeho praktickém pouZiti pati priorita Ddanu Ch. J. Thomsenovi (publikovdno 1836)
pred soudobymi némeckymi badateli (Lisch, Danneil), pro némeckojazycnou sféru (véetné ceské) mél zdsad-
ni vyznam preklad Thomsenova textu do némdiny (1837). V Cechdch jej poprvé jednoznainé aplikoval
J. V. Hellich, prvni kustos archeologie v Ndrodnim muzeu v Praze, v rukopise rukovéti ceské archeologie
z roku 1843 — tedy soubéiné s jeho prijetim ve vétsiné evropskych zemi jizné od Ddnska. Silny odpor proti
,.skandinavismu*“ v némecké archeologii 2. pol. 19. stol. nemél v Cechdch $irsi ohlas, spiSe tento systém
nardZel na pretrvdvajici zaméteni ceské védy k etnohistorickym interpretacim; teprve na pocdtku 20. stol.
byl zdpas obou smérii vybojovdn ve prospéch plného uplatnéni tridobé periodizace v duchu artefaktudl-
niho pozitivismu.

The year 2013 marked the 170" anniversary of the adoption of the ‘three-age system’ (the Stone Age,
Bronze Age and Iron Age) in Bohemian archaeology. The Dane Christian Jurgensen Thomsen, who pub-
lished his findings in 1836, is given more credit for the practical application of the three-age system than
his contemporaries, the German scholars Lisch and Danneil. The translation of Thomsen’s text into German
in 1837 was of fundamental importance for the German-speaking sphere (including Czech). The three-age
system was first unambiguously applied in Bohemia by J. V. Hellich, the first curator of archaeology at
the National Museum in Prague, in an 1843 manual of Bohemian archaeology, i.e. simultaneously with
the adoption of the system in the majority of European countries south of Denmark. The strong resistance to
‘Scandinavism’ in German archaeology in the second half of the nineteenth century was not widely shared
in Bohemia. Instead, this system probably ran up against the lingering focus of Bohemian research on
ethnohistorical interpretations. It wasn’t until the beginning of the twentieth century that the conflict
between the two directions was settled in favour of the full application of the three-age periodisation in
the spirit of artefactual positivism.

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Mohelno-Plevovce: Lokalita osidlena v pribéhu
posledniho glacialniho maxima a pozdniho glacialu

Mohelno-Plevovce: The site occupied during
the Last Glacial Maximum and Late Glacial

Lokalita Mohelno-Plevovce leZi pod virovni hladiny Mohelenské iidolni nddrze. V priitbéhu poslednich dvou
let jsme realizovali povrchovy priizkum brehu nddrZe. Objevili jsme také tri mista, kde artefakty dosud spo-
Civaji' v intaktnich sedimentech. V ramci koncentrace 3 jsme navic zachytili struktury vyskldadané z plochych
kamenui. Diky odstdvce precerpdvact elektrdrny byla v zdri 2013 hladina prehrady po t7i dny na minimdl-
ni drovni. Béhem krdtkého vyzkumu jsme zdokumentovali Sestihrannou strukturu vysklddanou z plochych
kamenii, kterd méla priimeér 3 m. Zatimco v ramci struktury hustota ndlezii vyrazné vzrostla, vné struktury
vyrazné klesala, a to aZ na iiroveri jednotlivych kusii, coZ interpretujeme jako vliv bariéry podél hranice
dlazby. Industrie, kterd je datovdna ke konci LGM, je charakteristickd strmé retusovanymi Skrabadly a spe-
cifickymi drobnymi otupenymi mikrolity, které maji nejbliZsi analogie v oblasti severné od Cerného more.

The site of Mohelno-Plevovce is situated below the water line of the Mohelno water reservoir. Over the last
two years we conducted surface surveys along the edges of the reservoir which yielded a collection of stone
artifacts. We discovered three areas with in situ artifacts within intact sediments. In addition, we identified 3
structures consisting of flat stones within area 3. During September 2013, the hydroelectric power plant
underwent maintenance and for a period of three days the water level was at its minimum. We documented
a hexagonal flat stone pavement 3 m in diameter. Within the paved area the artifact density was relatively high.
Outside the paved area the density of finds decreases rapidly, which indicates a strong barrier-effect along
the pavement boundary. The industry has been dated to terminal LGM and is characterized by steeply retouched
end scrapers and specific tiny backed microliths with the closest analogy in the North Black Sea Region.

Vedle ujednocent ceské terminologie vztahujici se k pravékym mlecim zarizenim a kromé morfometrické
¢i surovinové analyzy ndlezového souboru, bylo zdmérem této prdce studium postupu pri vyrobé mlynkii
z kifemenného porfyru (paleoryolitu) a interpretace jejich ,, Zivotniho cyklu* (chaine opératoire; operational
Dalsim cilem prdce bylo interpretovat roli sidelniho aredlu s rondelem na zdkladé komplexniho studia ruc-
nich kamennych mlynkit a v konfrontaci s drivéjsimi analyzami jinych typit ndlezii. Vzhledem k pritomnosti
rondelu, zdrojii surovin a strategické komunikacni poloze sidelniho aredlu je mozné uvaZovat o jeho cent-
rdlni funkci pro Sirsi okoli.

The paper deals with grinding tools from the Stroke Pottery culture period (STK; 5100/5000 —4500/4400 cal. BC).
Apart from unification of the Czech terminology relating to prehistoric grinding tools and apart from the
morphometric or raw material analyses of the find assemblage, this work aims to study the production
procedure of millstones from quartz porphyry (palaeorhyolite) and the interpretation of their “life cycle”
(chaine opératoire; operational sequence). The outcrop of the most important raw material for the produc-
tion of millstones is situated within 5 km far from the site. Another aim of this work was to interpret the pos-
sible role of the settlement area with a rondel (circular enclosure, Kreisgrabenanlage) based on a complex
study of hand millstones in the light of earlier analyses of other types of finds. With regard to the presence
of the rondel, raw material sources and strategic communications location of the settlement area, it is pos-
sible to consider its central function within the wider surroundings.

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Sidlistni objekty stfedniho eneolitu z obchvatu Kolina
ve svétle jejich chronologické a kulturni homogenity

Rozsdhly zdchranny vyzkum probihajici v neddvné minulosti na stavbé obchvatu Kolina poskytl diileZité
prameny rovnéz ze stredniho eneolitu. Vysledkem jejich postupné publikace je i tento cldnek, prezentujict
osm objektit daného obdobi z plochy I-9. Z analytického hlediska jsou podstatné dva pocetné soubory, ve
kterych byly zachyceny prameny hned nékolika archeologickych kultur. Dominantni soucdst tvori ndlezy
starsiho stupné kultury rFivndcské, ojedinéle provdzené chronologicky korespondujicimi importy ¢i napodo-
beninami keramiky kultury bosdcké, zachycené v materidlech z kolinského obchvatu jiZ podruhé. V jednom
objektu byly navic identifikovdny zlomky keramiky slezské vétve kultury kulovitych amfor, které jsou inter-
pretovdny jako doklad sidelniho horizontu ndsledujiciho po opusténi rivndcského sidliste. Text je tak zdro-
veri prispévkem k problematice chronologické uzavrienosti ndlezovych souborii ze sidlistnich objektii.

Middle Eneolithic settlement features from the Kolin ring road in the light of their chronological and
cultural homogeneity. Extensive rescue excavation recently carried out at the construction of the Kolin
ring road yielded important information sources also for the Middle Eneolithic period. The present article,
accounting for eight features of the given period from area I-9, represents one of the results of their pro-
gressive publication. From the analytical point of view, two large assemblages are substantial, providing
evidence of several archaeological cultures. The dominant component consists in finds from the early stage
of the Rivnd¢ culture, sporadically accompanied by chronologically corresponding imports or imitations
of the BoSdca culture pottery, recorded in the materials from the Kolin ring road for the second time already.
Pottery sherds of the Silesian branch of the Globular Amphora culture were identified in one of the features
and are interpreted as evidence of the settlement horizon subsequent to the abandonment of the Rivndc¢
culture settlement. The text thus contributes also to the issue of chronological closure of find contexts of
settlement features.

Prdce se zabyvd neddvnym ndlezem depotu zlomkovych bronzii z k. ii. Kostelec na Hané, okr. Prostéjov,
Citajicim celkem 28 poloZek o ihrnné hmotnosti 3,214 kg. Vedle podrobné prezentace ziskaného souboru
se dotykd téZ otdzek jeho chronologické a kulturni prislusnosti, a to spolu s pokusem o nastinéni konkrét-
néjsiho vztahu k soudobému osidleni blizkého okoli mista ndlezu i regionu Prostéjovska samotného, coZ
autory vede aZ k vlastni interpretaci vzniku této, v kulturnim prostredi luZickych popelnicovych poli znacné
specificke, archeologické pamditky.

A mass find of bronze artefacts from Kostelec na Hané, central Moravia. The work addresses a recently
discovered hoard of fragments of bronze artefacts in Kostelec na Hané, in the Prostéjov district, from the
period of the Lusatian Urnfield culture. The hoard contained twenty-eight items with a total weight of
3.214 kg. In addition to a presentation of the acquired assemblage, the work also deals with its chrono-
logical and cultural affiliation and attempts to outline the relationship between the artefacts and contem-
porary settlement around the find site and the broader Prostéjov region.
