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Pfedkladany projekt si klade za cil pfiblizit a zhodnotit vztah T. G. Masaryka a Edvarda
Benese v dobé prvni ¢eskoslovenské republiky. Zamyslena studie bude vypracovana
predevSim na zakladé analyzy jejich vzajemné korespondence. Tuto studii doplni
kriticka edice této korespondence, ktera v Uplnosti neni dosud k dispozici. Osobni
korespondence obohacend o dalsi pramenny materidl (tisk, memodary, deniky,
rodinnd korespondence) pom(zZe objasnit nékteré problémové okruhy: napf. osobni
podil Masaryka a BeneSe na budovani instituci, kterym stali v cele, budovani
mocenského centra, novych politickych elit; koncepce propagandy, jako ndstroje
ovliviiovdni vefejného minéni, Uc¢ast na vytvareni novych tradic, mytli, mist paméti;
postaveni obou politik(i ve spolecnosti, jejich osobni Zivot, Zivotni styl, vliv rodinnych
vazeb na politiku. Dil¢imi vystupy budou ¢lanky k vySe naznacenym problémovym
okruh(im a edice korespondence Edvarda BeneSe a Jana Masaryka. Vysledky vyzkumu
chceme porovnat se zavéry grantu GA CR Velkd vdlka 1914-1918 ve svétle
korespondence T. G. Masaryka a Edvarda Benese (¢. 409/01/087).

The submitted project aims to elucidate and evaluate the relationship between T. G.
Masaryk and E. Benes during the First Czechoslovak Republic. The planned study will
be compiled mainly on the basis of their correspondence to each other. This study is
supplemented by a critical edition of this correspondence, which has not previously
been made available in its entirety. This personal correspondence enhanced by
additional source material (eg press, memoirs) will help to clarify some problem areas
such as personal share of Masaryk and Benes in building the institutions which they
headed, the creation of a power centre, the conception of propaganda, participation
in the creation of new traditions; their personal lifestyles and the influence of family
ties on politics. Individual output will comprise articles on the above problem areas
and the publication of the correspondence between E. Bene$ and Jan Masaryk. We
wish to compare the results of research with the conclusions of the grant project The
Great War in the light of correspondence between T. G. Masaryk and E. Benes (GA CR,
409/01/087).
