Préce si klade za cil nastinit vyvoj stiedovekych méstskych ufednich knih dochovanych

z Brna na podklad¢ vyvoje tohoto typu Gfednich pisemnosti v soudobém Ceské state. Zabyva
se tak vyvojem z4jmu o studium méstskych knih v ¢eskych zemich, typovym rozriiznénim
knih a vysledky diplomatického studia jejich jednotlivych typt fadove od poloviny 19. stoleti
do soucasnosti. Knihy jsou pojednany na zéklad¢ obecné uznavané kategorizace, takze se
rozliSuji zasadné knihy vedené v prospéch mésta jako celku a knihy vedené v z4jmu jeho
jednotlivych obyvatel. Samostatné jsou pied obéma skupinami vytéeny knihy smisené povahy,
zvané knihy pamatné ¢i pamétni. V ramci knih méstského zakonodarstvi jsou zahrnuty, coz
neni v na$i historiografické produkci bézné, téz knihy pravni.

Soubor 50 méstskych sttedovékych knih z Brna, ktery je po knihdch dochovanych z Chebu
nejbohat§im souborem méstskych knih v ¢eskych zemich, byl podroben komplexnimu
diplomatickému a paleografickému rozboru a jeho vysledky byly konfrontovany spoznatky
o méstskych knihéch jinych nasich kralovskych i poddanskych mést ve snaze definovat nejen
obecné vyvojové tendence, ale predevsim mistni zvlastnosti. Vyklad o méstskych knihach je
samoziejme zasazen do $irSiho ramce historicko-spravniho vyvoje mésta a jeho kancelare.

This work aims to outline the development of medieval official municipal books preserved in
Brno on the basis of the development of this type of official documentation in the Czech state
of that time. It also deals with the development of interest in the study of municipal books in
the Czech lands, the differentiation of book types and the results of a diplomatic study of their
individual types from approximately the mid-19" century to the present. The books are dealt
with on the basis of generally recognized categorizations so that a difference is basically made
between books kept for the benefit of the town as a whole and books kept in the interests of its
individual inhabitants. Books of a dual nature, called records books, are considered separately
from these two groups. Law books are also included among the municipal legislation books,
which is not common practice in Czech historiography. The set of fifty medieval municipal
books from Brno, which is the second most extensive collection of municipal books in the
Czech lands after those preserved in Cheb, has been subjected to comprehensive diplomatic
and paleographic analysis and the results have been checked against findings from municipal
books from other Czech royal and tributary towns in an effort not just to define general
development trends, but also particularly to determine local peculiarities. This account of
municipal books is naturally set in the broader context of the historical and legal development
of the town and its office.

Ctvrty zavéreény svazek Priivodce po rukopisnych fondech v Ceské republice podava piehled
o rukopisech uloZenych v centralnich a cirkevnich knihovnach v Cechach, na Moravé a ve
Slezsku. Autoii v ném navdzali na tfi predchozi svazky Priivodce obsahujici rukopisné fondy
v zameckych, hradnich a paldcovych knihovnach (1995), v archivech (1998) a v muzeich a
galeriich (2001). Uzavira tak edi¢ni fadu pfinasejici zakladni ptehled o naSem rukopisném
bohatstvi. Svazek je rozdélen do dvou oddild, v prvém jsou zachyceny rukopisy centralnich
knihoven, ve druhém pak cirkevnich knihovnach. Pro dodrzeni kontinuity s predchozimi
svazky byly pouzity stejné zkratky a stejna hesla jako v pfedchozich dilech.

Vydéani tohoto svazku ukoncuje prvni etapu projektu generalniho katalogu, dlouhodobé a
systematické prace Odd¢leni pro soupis a studium rukopisi, jejimz tikolem bylo zpracovat
zékladni evidenci vSech rukopisti uloZzenych na naSem uzemi. V budoucnosti se pocita
s druhym vydanim Prvodce, ktery by zahrnul vSechny dosavadni poznatky a piipadné
dopliikky do jednoho souhrnného svazku.

The fourth and concluding Guide gives an overview of the manuscripts contained in central
and church libraries in Bohemia, Moravia and Silesia. In it, the authors continue the three
preceding volumes of the Guides, embracing the manuscript collections held in castles,
chateaux and palaces (1995), in archives (1998) and in museums and galleries (2001). Thus, it
concludes the series, presenting a basic overview of our wealth of manuscripts. The present
volume is divided into two sections. Manuscripts in central libraries are recorded in the first
and church manuscripts in the second. In the interests of continuity with the preceding
volumes, the same abbreviations and headings have been used as in the previous works.

The publication of this volume concludes the first stage of the project to create a general
catalogue. This is a long-term undertaking being conducted by the Department for the
Recording and Study of Manuscripts, whose task it is to set up a standard record of all
manuscripts held in our country. For the future, a second edition of the Guide is planned
which will contain all current, and any additional information adduced, in a single,
comprehensive volume.

Cilem navrhovaného projektu bylo zpracovani iluminovanych rukopist ¢eského pivodu

v polskych sbirkach a jejich vydani formou védeckého katalogu. Mnoho ¢eskych rukopisnych
pamatek se v uplynulych stoletich dostalo za hranice a dnes tvofi soucast vyznamnych
sveétovych sbirek. Nezanedbatelné jsou v tomto sméru sbirky na uzemi Polska, v prvé fad¢

v Krakové a Vratislavi; jednotlivé pamatky se vSak nalézaji i v dalSich polskych méstech.
Navrhovatel mél v minulosti moznost se s nékterymi rukopisy seznamit, v pritbehu let se vsak
vynotily informace o dalSich, doposud nezndmych dokladech ceské knizni malby. Rovnéz



bylo tfeba prehodnotit vysledky dosavadniho badani, zejména s ohledem na provenienci
rukopisti (nejistota, s jakou byla doposud vedena dé€lici ¢ara mezi iluminaci ceskou a slezskou,
byla patrna zejména ve Vratislavi). Zakladni heuristicky vyzkum proto musel byt v fadé
ptipadd podniknut znovu, aby prace zahrnula ¢eské pamatky tohoto typu co nejiplné;ji.
Katalog poskytuje informace badatelim v oblasti historie, pomocnych véd historickych, déjin
umeéni 1 dalSich védeckych disciplin. Nezanedbatelnym piinosem prace je skutecnost, ze
obsahuje — vedle rukopisti zndmych — i1 pamatky doposud neznamé ¢i zndmé jen nedostatecné
a zptistupiiuje je tak badatelské vetejnosti.

Paver Bropsky: llluminated manuscripts of Czech origin in Polish collections. Studie o 5
rukopisech — Monographia IX [Manuscript Studies — Monographia IX]. Praha, Archiv AV CR

The aim of the proposed project has been to process the manuscripts of Czech origin in
Poland and to publish them in the form of a scholarly-research catalogue. There are many
Czech manuscripts which have found their way beyond the borders of the Czech lands and are
today a part of important collections throughout the world. Collections in Poland are not
insignificant in this respect, particularly those in Krakow and Wroctaw, though there are
individual manuscripts to be found elsewhere in Poland too. The applicant has previously had
the opportunity to acquaint himself with some of these manuscripts and over the years,
information has emerged of other hitherto unknown documents involving Czech book
painting. It has also been necessary to reevaluate the results of previous research, particularly
as regards the origins of these manuscripts (the uncertainty over the distinction drawn by
previous research between Czech and Silesian illuminations is evident at Wroctaw). The basic
heuristic research thus in a number of cases had to be undertaken again. The catalogue
provides information to researchers in history, auxiliary historical disciplines, the history of
art and other disciplines. One considerable benefit of the work is the fact that in addition to
well-known manuscripts, it also contains heritage assets which are not well known or
insufficiently well-known and it makes them accessible to the research community.

Tato tradice byla zahajena v Archivnich
zpravach (Ustiedniho archivu CSAV) v roce 1970. Poté, co byl tento titul vystiidan
periodickou fadou Prace z d&jin CSAV, resp. z d&jin Akademie véd, byla takova souhrnna
informace otisténa v 5. svazku fady A Praci (1997), kde dosti obsahly soubor shrnul udaje

o fondech zpracovanych za desetileti 1986—1995.

Ve svazku Archivniho ptehledu je vedle uplnych ¢i rozsifenych uvodl inventara pouzita
1 forma souhrnnd, jaka se uplatnila jiz v roce 1997. Pro zahrani¢ni z4jemce jsou do svazku
zafazena resumé v anglicting.

Dale tento svazek obsahuje také rozsifenou zpravu o ¢innosti Archivu za rok 2003, jez je
informacné bohatsi ve srovnani s pravidelné odevzdavanou zpravou pro Akademii nejen
v textu, ale i o pfilohy, které podavaji podrobné;jsi referaty o dalSich aktivitach.

Mistopis sttedovékého mésta mé zakladni vyznam pro jeho vSestranné poznani, hlavné
povahy stavebni, obranné, hospodarskeé, socialni, demografické 1 kulturni. Podminkou
zpracovani jsou vhodné prameny, zejména berni seznamy a méstské knihy. Zpracovani
mistopisu mésta Jihlavy umoznil u nas ojedinéle dochovany soubor rejstiikti méstské sbirky

z let 1425-1442, které jsou vydavany soucasné, a souvisla fada méstskych knih. Vyuziti jejich
zapisti umoznilo u ¢etnych domi ptesahy pred rok 1425 i za rok 1442. Unikéatni u jihlavského
mistopisu je vzdjemna verifikace udajii v oblasti vytvarné — monumentéalniho nasténného
vyobrazeni pfepadeni mésta v roce 1402 — 1 v oblasti literdrni u velmi ¢asné latinské Chvaly
Jihlavy ze druhého desetileti 15. stoleti, kde se podaftilo identifikovat vice nez 30 piednich
méstant a urcit jejich domy. Mistopis byl zpracovan ptivodné jako piiloha edice rejstiik
méstské sbirky, ale je vydavan teprve nyni spolu s edici rejstikt. Jiz diive byl publikovéan na
mistopisu zalozeny plan Jihlavy uvniti hradeb v prvni poloving 15. stoleti, ktery byl
opakovang pretiskovan a vyuZzivan v riiznych oborech. Podle mistopisu byly také vypracovany
modely mésta pro Muzeum Vysoc€iny v Jihlavé a Moravské zemské muzeum v Brn€. Mistopis
spolu s elaboraty na ném zalozenymi tak podava piesvédcivou rekonstrukci sttedovékého
meésta. Lze mluvit o vzkiiSeni sttedovékého mésta nejen v jeho stavebni podobé, ale také toho,
jak tam zili jeho obyvatelé.

A topography of a medieval town is an important basis for general information, particularly on
its structural, defence, economic, social, demographic and cultural aspects. To process this
information, suitable sources, particularly tax lists and municipal books are a basic
requirement. The compilation of a topography of the town of Jihlava was made possible by a
set of town tax collection registers dating from 1425 to 1442, which uniquely in this country
have been preserved and subsequently published at the same time, and a continuous series of
municipal books. In the case of many buildings, usage of these records allowed for
overlapping before 1425 and after 1442. What is unique in the Jihlava topography is the
mutual corroboration of information from art, with the monumental mural portrayal of the
attack on the town in 1402, and from literature, with a very early Latin Commendation of
Jihlava from the 1410s, in which more than 30 prominent burghers have been successfully
identified together with their houses. The topography was originally compiled as an appendix
to the publication of the town tax collection registers, but it is only now being brought out
along with the publication of the registers. A map had already been published of Jihlava inside
the ramparts in the first half of the 15th century, based on the topography, which was
repeatedly reprinted and used in various fields. Models of the town based on the topography
have also been created for the Vyso¢ina Museum in Jihlava and the Moravian Provincial
Museum in Brno. The topography, together with reports based on it, thus provides a
convincing reconstruction of the medieval town. We might refer to it as a reconstruction of
the medieval town, not only of its structure, but also of its inhabitants' way of life.

Dulezitym pramenem pro poznani struktury stfedovékych mést jsou knihy a rejstiiky
méstskych dani. Patnéct rejstiikii méstské sbirky z let 1425-1442, které¢ se dochovaly ve
Statnim okresnim archivu v Jihlave, umoznuje sledovat, jak se ménila skladba i celkovy
potencial mésta Jihlavy v kritickych letech husitské revoluce. Sbirce byli podrobeni nejen
vSichni stali obyvatelé uvnitf hradeb i na pfedméstich, ale také obyvatelé tzv. méstskych vsi a
mlyny. Dillezité je, Ze vedle majiteli domt byli uvadéni také najemnici — podruzi, kterych
behem let zna¢né€ ubyvalo. Zakladem pro vybér bylo ocenéni nemovitosti, které se dlouhodobé
nemeénilo. Platilo se téZ ze zivnosti. Pfi pohroméach vale¢nych, po pozarech i z jinych divodi
byly poskytovany slevy. Zaznamenavaly se nedoplatky, které byly tvrdé¢ vymahany.

Z vybranych ¢astech mésto uhrazovalo pfedev§im berni panovnikovi a dal$i méstské potieby.
Znacné Castky Sly na vojenska vydani, ale také na obchod s vinem, i ve vale¢nych letech.

V roce 1426 mohlo mésto dokonce zakoupit novou radnici, kterou potom nakladné
upravovalo.

Poplatnici byli zaznamenéavani v ustdleném potradi, coz umoznilo zpracovat méstsky
mistopis. Ten naopak v edici identifikuje jednotlivé domy. K edici je zpracovan obsahly index
jmenny a vécny, ktery by mél vycCerpavat veskery informacni obsah vydavaného pramene.

V indexu se odkazuje nikoli na stranky, ale topograficky podle mistopisu.

Soubor jihlavskych rejstiiki je u nas ojedinély, a proto zasluhuje, aby byl badatelim
zptistupnén edici. Byla zpracovéna jiz v rozmezi let 1952—-1956, ale podafiilo se vydat jen
rozsiteny uvod v knize Jihlava v husitské revoluci, 1961, kterou vsak pramenné moznosti
rejstiikll nejsou vycerpany. Teprve v téchto letech vydani rejstiikit umoznila Grantova
agentura AV CR. Edice spolu s mistopisem mohou byt vychodiskem studii v fadé specialnich
obort historickych, ale té€z historické geografie, urbanistiky a dalSich obort, a to nejen
z hlediska Jihlavy, ale i obecného studia mést.

Books and registers of town taxes provide an important resource for obtaining information
about the structure of medieval towns and cities. Fifteen registers of town collections from
1425 to 1442, which have been preserved at the Jihlava State District Archive, allow us to
observe how the composition and overall potential of the town of Jihlava changed during the
critical years of the Hussite revolution. All the permanent inhabitants within the ramparts and
in the town outskirts were subject to tax collection, as were those who lived in the "urban
villages" and in mills. Importantly, not only were householders included, but also tenants —
farm hands, whose numbers decreased considerably over the years. The basis for tax
collection was an assessment of real estate, which did not change over the long term. Payment



was also made for one's craft or trade. Rebates were offered in times of war and fire, or on
other grounds. Records were made of arrears, which were pursued rigorously. From the
collected sums of money, the town basically covered royal taxation and its other requirements.
Considerable amounts went on military expenditure, as well as on the wine trade, even during
war years. In 1426 the town was even able to purchase a new town hall, which it subsequently
repaired at some expense.

Taxpayers were recorded in fixed order, which allowed for the compilation of a town
topography. However, this only identifies individual buildings in the publication. An
extensive name and subject index has been compiled for the publication, which is to draw on
the entire information content of the published source. The index does not refer to pages but
to the topography.

The set of Jihlava registers is unique in this country and so deserves to be made available to
researchers in this edition. It was processed in the 1952—1956 period, but they only managed
to publish an extended introduction in Jiklava and the Hussite Revolution, a book published
in 1961, which does not exhaust the source potential of the registers. The publication of these
registers has only been made possible in recent years by the ASCR Grant Agency. The
publication with its topography may serve as a basis for studies in a number of specialist
historical fields, as well as in historical geography, town planning and other areas not only
involving Jihlava, but also the study of towns in general.
