Padesata 1éta 20. stoleti pfinesla mimo jiné zasadni promény ve struktufe a organizaci védy a
védeckych instituci v Ceskoslovensku, které ovliviiovaly tuto oblast dalsi desitky let a jejich stopy
jsou zietelné i nyni. Jestlize v t€sn€ povalecném obdobi doslo zejména prostfednictvim budovani
novych univerzit, vysokych Skol ¢i jednotlivych fakult k ur¢ité decentralizaci védy a vznikala nebo se
posilovala Uloha center védeckého badani mimo metropoli, po¢atek padesatych let se nesl i ve védé ve
vzniklou Ceskoslovenskou akademii véd (CSAV) a sit jejich pracovist. Vtomto ramci doslo
k vyraznému posileni prazského centra a naopak Utlumu v mnoha regionech, kde se zacalo badani po
2. svétové valce slibné rozvijet. Nedetnd mimoprazska pracovisté CSAV se ¢asto citila opomijena a
nedocenovana. Problematika zahrnuje i specifickou oblast cesko-slovenskych vztahi, kdy stejn¢ jako
v oblasti politické a hospodaiské byl v Ceskoslovensku zvolen asymetricky model s formélng
celostatni CSAV a Slovenskou akademii véd. V druhé poloviné padesatych let a v letech $edesatych
dochéazelo k ur¢itému oslabeni centralizovaného modelu v souvislosti s ozivenim védeckého badani na
univerzitach, na vysokych Skolach a fakultdch. | kdyZz i v dalSich zemich vychodniho bloku se
prosazoval zejména v padesatych letech trend k centralizaci védeckého badani, vzhledem k velkym
rozdilim ve struktute védeckych instituci se projevoval s riznou intenzitou.

Jakymi
proménami prochazel vztah CSAV k védeckym institucim na Slovensku, zejména k SAV? Jak se
projevovalo napéti mezi Prahou a dal§imi védeckymi centry? Jakou roli hraly ve vytvafeni a fungovani
regionalnich center védy jednotlivé védecké osobnosti? Dochéazelo ke kritice ,,pragocentrismu®
vramci CSAV a celé védecké obce? Jaké postaveni méla Univerzita Karlova v Praze (UK) ve
srovnani s jingmi univerzitami a vysokymi $kolami v Ceskoslovensku? Byla pozice rektora UK
vnimana odli$né ve srovnani s jinymi rektory? Jak se vyvijely vztahy UK K jejim pracovistim mimo
Prahu?

Seminaf je pfipravovan jako jednodenni, jednacim jazykem bude primarné ¢estina, ptispévky
vSak mohou byt piedneseny i v némcing, polstin€, slovensting ¢i anglictin€ (bez tlumoceni). Délka
pfispévkit bude omezena na dvacet minut sohledem na diskusi. Vybrané piispévky budou po
recenznim fizeni publikovany v ¢asopisech zafazenych do seznamu recenzovanych ¢asopisti nebo do
databaze SCOPUS. Seminaf je soudasti vyzkumného projektu ,,Univerzita Karlova a Ceskoslovenska
akademie véd.

Centralisation and Regionalisation in Science in Czechoslovakia and Other Countries of Central
and Eastern Europe in 1950s and 1960s

The 1950s brought, among other things, various far-reaching changes in the structure and organisation
of science and science institutions in Czechoslovakia. These changes were about to influence this area
for decades to come and their traces are still visible. Whereas in the immediately post-war period,
emphasis was on the establishment of new universities, new institutes of higher learning, and new
faculties, all of which led to a degree of decentralisation of science and the establishment or further
development of science centres outside the capital, in the early 1950s, science was being centralised.
What importantly contributed to this shift was a relocation of scientific work to the newly founded
Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences and its institutes. This led to a marked increase in the importance
of the Prague centre and a decline of many regional centres where in the immediately post-war years,
research started to show promising development. The handful of institutes of the Czechoslovak
Academy of Sciences which were located outside Prague often felt neglected and sidelined. This issue
also touched upon one specific part of Czech-Slovak relations, where — just like in politics and
economy — an asymmetric model was applied, so that there existed a nominally state-wide
Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences alongside a Slovak Academy of Sciences. In the second half of
1950s and in the 1960s, this centralised model was to some degree weakened by a revival of scientific
research at universities, institutes of higher learning, and faculties. It also seems to be the case that
though in other countries of the Eastern Bloc one also witnessed a trend towards centralisation in the
1950s, due to the substantial differences in the structure of scientific institutions, centralisation was
implemented in varying degrees.

The workshop’s main focus is on issues connected with centralisation of science in the 1950s and
1960s. Was the Czechoslovak model in this respect unique or can one find analogous processes also in
other countries of the Eastern Bloc, eventually other Central European states? What was the role of the
Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences in the centralisation of science and what was the role of
universities and institutes of higher learning? How were the regional centres of science in the Czech
Lands established and how should one describe their further functioning? How did the relationship of
the Czechoslovak Academy of Science to scientific institutions in Slovakia, especially the Slovak
Academy of Sciences, develop? How did the tension between Prague and other scientific centres
manifest itself? What was the role of individual scientific personalities in the creation and functioning
of regional science centres? Was there any criticism of ‘Pragocentrism’ within the Czechoslovak
Academy of Science and in the scientific community at large? What was the position of the Charles
University in Prague in comparison to other universities and technical schools in Czechoslovakia?
Was the position of the rector of the Charles University perceived differently from that of other
rectors? How did the relations of the Charles University to its branches outside Prague develop?

The workshop is planned for one day, the working language will be primarily Czech but contributions
can be delivered also in Slovak, English, and German (without translation). The length of
contributions is limited to 20 minutes to allow time for discussion. After a review, select contributions
will be published in peer-reviewed journals or in the SCOPUS database. The workshop is part of
research project “Charles University and the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences. Institutions of
Science and University Education During Changes in Science and Politics, 1945-1948”, which is
supported by GA CR and solved jointly by the Institute of the History of Charles University and
Archive of the Charles University and the Masaryk Institute and Archive of the Academy of Science
of the Czech Republic.
