Thematic issue projects – Czech Sociological Review. Guidelines for prospective guest editors
This form asks for basic information about the proposed project. We prefer short but clear answers.
1. Project title:

2. Project description (main goals and/or research questions, added value to existing literature, approaches, disciplinary mix involved, the sociological relevance of the project, methodologies, connection to research projects/conferences, intended educational/policy impact, if any, other relevant information): no more than 500 words
3. Can you list the names and affiliations of the core authors and tentative titles of their articles?

4. Do you intend to produce a whole issue? target number 5-7 peer-reviewed articles
Or just a thematic section? target number 3-4 peer-reviewed articles
The acceptance rate should be well below 100% and therefore more articles should be submitted than indicated by the target numbers.
Do you plan to have other text genres in the issue (book reviews, brief conference reports, interviews, anniversary texts, documents etc.)? Please specify.
Do you agree that the journal editors place other text genres (book reviews etc.) in the same issue unrelated to the issue’s topic? This is done when guest editors supply no or only limited material for certain of the journal’s principal sections.
5. Tentative time plan:

The CSR appears in June and December every year. Final deadlines for all manuscripts in their final version are the end of April, or October respectively.
As a rule, each article gets peer-reviewed in two consecutive rounds. Each round lasts up to three months. Time must be allowed also for final revisions and for more complicated cases. It is therefore advisable to allow minimum one year between the submission of the articles to the CSR and the publication date. Other circumstances, such as using a call for abstracts or uncertainty about some author’s ability to submit their piece in timely fashion may further extend the minimum preparation time. 

By what deadline will all the peer-reviewed manuscripts be submitted to the CSR?
Ideally which issue do you want your project to become (e.g., December 2014)? 
Which earliest publication date would be still feasible for you?
What is the latest publication date still acceptable for you?
6. Recruitment of authors, commissioning of contributions:
Once articles are submitted to the CSR, all editorial decisions are made by the editor/s of the CSR. Decisions are consulted with guest-editors.
All articles meeting the minimum quality and formal criteria are submitted to a double-blind peer-review process. The reviewers are chosen by the CSR editor/s with input from guest-editors.
Papers receiving poor reviews will be rejected. Revised papers receiving less than fully positive reviews (not counting suggestions to make minor revisions) will be also rejected.
Describe the way articles for the issue will be commissioned /solicited. Does the project arise out of a research project/research network activities/conference? You might have organized a core team of authors (cf. point 3 above), but inclusiveness and openness should be an important aspect of the project. Will other authors have a chance to participate?  Do you plan to publish and circulate a call for abstracts or a call for papers? If so, the time plan (point 5) should reflect that. Where will they be published?
7. Who are the guest editors – short CVs, publication lists – principal publications, editorial experience to date (the link to the personal website containing this information is sufficient).
8. Other relevant issues. 
The CSR assumes all submitted articles are unpublished and original. The opposite will result in rejection. Multiple simultaneous submissions of an article to different journals are considered unethical. Do some authors intend to publish their articles also as chapters in a book? The CSR does not consider this to be a good publication practice. If an article appears in a book before it is published in the journal, the CSR will reject it.
Will there be any translations from other languages? Were the original texts already published? This can be done only in exceptional cases and has to be justified.
Do you anticipate any copyright issues to arise? 

Are there other facts that you want to mention?
Authors and guest editors should abide by formal and ethical rules set out on the journal’s website.
