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Cilem projektu je analyza zpusobu, jakym fungovala ceskoslovenska delegace na
mirovych jedndnich v PafiZi roku 1919, zdokumentovani odborné prace a vsedniho
dne védcq, ktefi zde pUsobili jako odborni poradci. Zodpovédét otdzku role odbornik(
v pfipravach téchto diplomatickych jednani a toho, jak se ucast v komisi odrazila v
jejich pozdéjsi profesni draze.

Projekt je zaloZen na zpracovani cestovniho deniku slavisty Adolfa Cerného, ktery si
psal v pribéhu svého plsobeni v ceskoslovenské delegaci na patizské mirové
konferenci roku 1919, a nékolika soubord osobni korespondence kolegl védcl
(zastupclh polské i ceskoslovenské expertni skupiny). Spolu s existujici sekundarni
literaturou umozni detailné zmapovat pozadi formovani nové Evropy a vznik
samostatného Ceskoslovenského a okrajové i polského statu po prvni svétové valce.
Ceskoslovenska delegace sice méla ve svém ¢ele dva politiky, jim? sekundovalo
nékolik sekretard, ale vétsinu z jejich ¢lend tvofili odborni poradci — univerzitni a
stfedoskolsti profesofi, inZenyfi, obchodnici, vojdci a lidé rady dalSich profesi. Tito lidé
se oné "velké politiky" pfimo neucastnili, nicméné stali v pozadi a svym zplUsobem byli
také spolutvirci podoby nové Evropy. Jen néktefi ale zanechali své svédectvi ve
formé denik( a korespondence. Jejich postiehy jsou zajimavé predevsim proto, Ze na
probihajici diplomatickd jedndni pohlizeli z jiného Uhlu, neZ politici, vSimali si vice
atmosféry a déni v zakulisi.

Pfipojena edice chce zpfistupnit doposud nezndmy materidl osobni povahy a umoznit
na jeho zdkladé zdokumentovat zpusob, jakym byla véda vyuZivana (¢i v nékterych

pfipadech uUcelové zneuzivana) pro dosazeni politickych cilG.



The project is aimed at the analysing the mechanisms of internal working of the
Czechoslovak delegation at the Paris Peace Conference in 1919, documenting the
expert and everyday work of scientist members of the delegation. The study, which is
to precede this publication, aims to answer the question of the role of specialists in
the preparations for these diplomatic negotiations and of how their participation in
the delegation was reflected in their later professional careers.

The project is based on a critical edition of the travel journal of Slavist Adolf Cerny
which he wrote during his work in the Czechoslovak delegation at the Paris Peace
Conference in 1919, and several sets of private family correspondence from his
colleagues (expert advisors from both the Czech and Polish delegations).

Although the Czechoslovak delegation was headed by two politicians, who were
assisted by several secretaries, the majority of the members of the delegation the
expert advisors: university and secondary school educators, jurists, economists,
engineers, businessmen, cartographers, military men and people of many other
occupations. These people did not participate directly in "high politics", but they
stood on the sidelines and in a way also took part in the creating of a new Europe.
However, only some of them left behind their testimonies in the form of travel
journals and correspondence. Their observations are particularly interesting in that
they looked at the diplomatic negotiations from a different angle than that of the
politicians, and they took more notice of the atmosphere and goings-on backstage.
The resultant edition of personal material is intended to provide access to previously
unknown material and thus to allow for documentation of the way science and

scholarship were used (or in some cases intentionally abused) for political ends.
