Také vyro¢ni zprava o ¢innosti Ustavu déjin uméni
AVCR za rok 2011 by mohla zaé¢inat konstatovanim,
7e tento rok byl pro ¢innost a existenci UDU kritic-
ky. Ktery vSak v poslednich letech takovy nebyl? Za-
slouzila se o to ekonomicka nejistota vyzkumnych
pracovist — predevsim téch, které (jako nas tstav)
jsou souéasti Akademie véd Ceské republiky; stejné
jako nekoncepéni a neustdle se proménujici postoj
k védé a vyzkumu ze strany vlady a jejich organa,
predevsim Rady pro vyzkum, vyvoj a inovace. Aby
si nevelk4 instituce jako Ustav déjin uméni za téchto
okolnosti nejen zachovala svou existenci a rozvijela
ji, ale také napliiovala své odborné projekty, museli
jeji pracovnici vynalozit zna¢né usili, které ¢asto
prekracovalo limity standardniho pracovniho vy-
konu. Soucasné prokazali nevSedni pochopeni pro
stav, kdy byl UDU kracen rozpodet a to mélo bez-
prostfedni dopad na jejich finan¢ni situaci.

klasik na pfelomu 19. a 20. stoleti, protoZe ti Zili

a pracovali v daleko klidnéjsich socidlnich a rodin-
nych pomérech. Tento ,,neklid“ je navic zesilen tim,
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The annual report on the activity of the Institute of
Art History of the Czech Academy of Sciences could
also begin with the observation that this year was
critical for the activity and existence of the Institute.
But which of the last years was not critical? The
reason for this was the economic uncertainty of
research centres — especially those which (like our
Institute) are part of the Academy of Sciences of
the Czech Republic, as well as the non-conceptual
and constantly changing attitude to science and
researchof the Government and its bodies, in par-
ticular the Council for Research, Development and
Innovation. For a small institution like the Art His-
tory Institute not only to preserve its existence un-
der such circumstances and to develop it, but also
to complete its professional projects, its staff had to
exert considerable effort, which often exceeded the
limits of a standard work output. At the same time
they showed exceptional understanding for the situ-
ation when the Institute had its budget cut, which
had a direct impact on their financial situation. In
this connection they cannot help remembering the
somewhat unexpected, but therefore all the more
precious words of Ernst Gombrich, who observed
that the work of today’s art historians, in spite of

all the technical advances, is far more difficult and
demanding than the work of their predecessors, the
classics of the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries,
because they lived and worked under far easier so-
cial and family conditions.This “unease” is further
strengthened by the fact that the realisation of in-
dividual research projects depends on their success
with the Czech Science Foundation of the Czech

0.: Atelier obnovy
a konzervace historickych staveb, a uvedla pfitom
vzhled interiérti do souladu se sou¢asnym ucelem
domu. Stale vSak pietrvava problém nedostate¢né
prostorové kapacity knihovny, ktera patii k nejvy-
znamné&j$im a nejnavstévovanéjsim uméleckohisto-
rickym knihovnam v Ceské republice.

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Republic. It has been emphasised, however, more
than once and from various sides, that the share of
the institutional financing of public research insti-
tutions and their special-purpose financing should
change in favour of the former. Whatever: the ship
must sail on.

The year of 2011 (with overlaps into 2010 and
2012) was literally loaded with actions and events
that strongly influenced our work. Most significant
for the future was the international “Assessment
of the research activity of the Institute of Art
History in the years 2005-2009”, in which our
Institute came out as one of the best workplaces of
the Czech Academy of Sciences. At the same time
the adaptation of the interiors was under way in
the Institute building (Husova 4), planned by the
renowned architectural firm of GIRSA AT, Ltd.:
Studio for the renovation and conservation of
historical buildings, which simultaneously brought
the appearance of the interiors into keeping with
the present purpose of the building. There is still,
however, the problem of insufficient space in the li-
brary, which is one of the most important and most
visited art-history libraries in the Czech Republic.

From the international viewpoint it must be
mentioned that on 11-12 November 2011 the
Institute of Art History of the Czech Academy of
Sciences arranged a meeting of the representatives
of the thirty art-historical institutions that are
associated in the international association RTHA:
Research Institutes of the History of Art, of which
our Institute is one of the founding members.

Historical monuments were not neglected last
year either — the fight to save the building on the
corner of Wenceslas Square and Opletalova Street,
which the authorities nonsensically condemned to
extinction, brought the members of the Institute,
together with the Club for Old Prague, onto the
street and into the Senate of the Czech Parliament.
So far the building is still standing.

Otherwise one might say: businessas usual.

In 2011, too, the Institute developed extensive
research, lecturing, conference, publishing and
exhibition activity, detailed information on which
can be found on the following pages of this Annual
Report. The Institute’s publishing house, Artefac-
tum, became one of the leading Czech publishers
of literature about art. And so the ship sails on.

The department concentrates on research into the
visual culture of the 10th to 16th centuries. In 2011
it presented itself with a number of fundamental
publications, the organisation of the internation-
al colloquium entitled Kréalovsky dviir a mésto
(The Royal Court and the City), participation in
prestigious exhibition projects (Rozmberkové (The
Rozmberks); Kralovsky siiatek (A Royal Wedding);
Svaté Anezka Ceska: princezna a feholnice (St
Agnes of Bohemia: Princess and Nun); Kral, ktery
létal... (The King who flew...) and in international
conferences (Art and Architecture around 1400,
the CIHA colloquium in Maribor; Forum Kunst des
Mittelalters, Halberstadt; Transfers et circulations
artistiques dans ’'Europe de I'époque gothique,
Toulouse), popularisation activities, the initiation
of working meetings in this field (Stfedovék v po-
hybu — The Middle Ages in Motion) and coopera-
tion with institutions both at home and abroad.
The partial results of specialised studies were
utilised in the catalogues for big exhibitions and at
international conferences. At the same time they
presented new interpretation of the symbolism of
the wild man or the significance of spectacles and
flies in medieval iconography. Milada Studnic¢kova
published the first special study of book illumina-
tion in the Rozmberk territory. Ivo Hlobil identified
the unique Italianate polychrome of the Madonna
the rediscovery and art-historical re-evaluation
of the largest painting of St Wenceslas, which
was painted by Anton Petter (1782-1858) for the
Olomouc metropolitan cathedral. Lenka Panuskova
re-evaluated the provenance and authorship of the
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(1782-1858) pro olomoucky metropolitni chram.
Lenka Panuskova ptrehodnotila provenience

a autorstvi astronomicko-astrologickych rukopist
z Kues, uzivanych na dvote poslednich Premys-
loved. Zuzana Veteckové zvetejnila nové objevy
nésténnych maleb. Klafe Benesovské se podatilo
urd¢it Petra z Aspeltu jako objednavatele konkrét-
nich staveb v Praze a Mohudi v letech 1310-1320
a prehodnotit vyznam tektonické a estetické funkce
parléfovskych figuralnich konzol na stavbach
kolem 1400.

Vystava Krdlovsky sriatek (Galerie hl. m. Prahy,
listopad 2010 — tinor 2011), kterou autorsky
piipravila Klara Bene$ovsk4, byla ocenéna Ceskym
vyborem ICOM. Z knizni produkce pracovnik
oddéleni je nutno vyzdvihnout knihu Jana Chlibce
Italsti sochari v Eeskych zemich v obdobi renesance,
jez jako prvni monografie detailné mapuje sochat-
skou tvorbu italskych renesanénich mistrt v Ce-
chach a na Moraveé. Jan Chlibec a Jifi Rohacek dale
pripravili publikaci Sepulkrdlni skulptura jagellon-
ského obdobi v Cechdch, které predstavuje vysledky
mezioborového vyzkumu specifické sochaiské sfé-
ry, pojaté z uméleckohistorického a epigrafického
pohledu. Kldra BeneSovska déle ptipravila anglické
vyddni katalogu A Royal Marriage. Elisabeth Premy-
slid and John of Luxembourg 1310. Klara Bene-
Sovska a Jan Chlibec spolu s dal$imi vyzkumniky
oddéleni dale ptipravili knihu V zajeti stredovékého
obrazu, vydanou k jubileu Karla Stejskala, byvalého
pracovnika oddéleni.

Oddéleni sttedoveéku rozviji spolupraci v ram-
ci projektu Katalogisierung der illuminierten
Handschriften und Inkunabeln in 6sterreichischen
Bibliotheken (2010-2013), na které se dale podili
Zentrum Mittelalterforschung Kommission fiir
Schrift- und Buchwesen des Mittelalters der
Osterreichischen Akademie der Wissenschaften,
Osterreichische Nationalbibliothek-Handschri-
ftensammlung, Institut fiir Kunstgeschichte,
Universitdt Wien (Milada Studnickova). Spolu-
pracuje také se Stiftsbibliothek Bernkastel-Kues
na vyzkumu astronomicko-astrologickych rukopist
a pfistroju patrné ¢eského ptivodu. Lenka Panus-
kové se déle zapojila do projektu Usus aquarum:
Miihlenbau, Wasser und Verkehr in der hochmittelal-
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astronomical-astrological manuscripts from Kues,
used at the court of the last Premyslids. Zuzana
Vseteckova published new discoveries of wall
paintings. Klara Benesovska successfully identified
Petr form Aspelt as the person ordering specific
buildings in Prague and in Mainz in the years
1310-1320 and she re-evaluated the significance
of the tectonic and aesthetic function of the figural
brackets in the Parléf type on buildings around the
year 1400.

The exhibition entitled Krdlovsky stiatek (A Royal
Marriage, Gallery of the City of Prague, Novem-
ber 2010 - February 2011), the author of which
was Klara Benesovska, was acknowledged by the
Czech Committee of ICOM. With regard to the
book production of the members of the depart-
ment emphasis must be placed on the book by Jan
Chlibec Italsti sochari v ceskych zemich v obdobi
renesance (Italian sculptors in the Czech Lands dur-
ing the Renaissance), which is the first monograph
to map out in detail the sculptural work of Italian
Renaissance masters in Bohemia and Moravia. Jan
Chlibec and Jifi Rohacek also prepared the publi-
cation entitled Sepulkrdlni skulptura jagellonského
obdobi v Cechdch (Sepulchral sculpture of the Jagel-
lon Period in Bohemia), which presents the results
of the interdepartmental research into a specific
sphere of sculpture, taken from the art-historical
and epigraphic points of view. Kldra BeneSovska
further prepared the English edition of the cata-
logue A Royal Marriage. Elisabeth Premyslid and
John of Luxembourg 1310. Klara BeneSovska and
Jan Chlibec, together with other researchers from
the department, also prepared the book entitled
V zajeti stredovékého obrazu (In the captivity of the
medieval painting), issued for the jubilee of Karel
Stejskal, a former member of the department.

The Medieval Department is developing cooper-
ation within the framework of the project entitled
Katalogisierung der illuminierten Handschriften und
Inkunabeln in ésterreichischen Bibliotheken (2010-
2013), in which a further participant is Zentrum
Mittelalterforschung Kommission fiir Schrift- und
Buchwesen des Mittelalters der Osterreichischen
Akademie der Wissenschaften, Osterreichische
Nationalbibliothek-Handschriftensammlung, Insti-

The mission and role of this department is to reflect
the contemporary scientific research relating to

this period, both on the Czech and the internation-
al scale. This is the period that begins roughly with
the arrival of the Habsburgs in the Czech Lands
and ends in the reign of the important European
politician who was Empress Maria-Theresa. The
emphasis is placed not only on aesthetic and formal
criteria, but also on the ideological roots of works
of art, which in the stipulated period concern such
questions as philosophical humanism, religious
confessionalisation, the Reformation and coun-
ter-Reformation movements, political absolutism,
but also on the other hand the strengthening of
provincial patriotism in the environment of the
multi-ethnic state. The emphasis on the investiga-
tion of links and contextual phenomena within the
framework of Europe was also reflected in the case
of the adoption of a joint research programme to

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study European residences entitled Palatium 1400—
1700. Court Residences as Places of Exchange in Late
Medieval and Early Modern Europe (Cf. http://
www.courtresidences.eu), in which a total of ten
European countries are participating, including the
Czech Republic. The programme will run for five
years and began in the middle of 2010. The main
emphasis of this programme is on “networking” —
mutual links, contacts and influences, which in our
area are linked in the Renaissance and Baroque pe-
riods mainly with the question of “Italianisms”, and
also contacts within the Central European region,
including areas of southern Germany.

Within the framework of the period that defines
the activity of this department there are two
research centres in the institute: the Centre for Ru-
dolfine Studies and Centre for Research into Baroque
Ceiling Painting (see below).

In 2011 the members of the department com-
piled two important publications. Michal Sronék
and Katefina Horni¢kova prepared a book for pub-
lication entitled Uméni ceské reformace 1380-1620
(Art of the Czech Reformation 1380-1620). This
work is based on a big exhibition on this theme
held in Prague Castle. The second big publication
is the book by Ivo Pur$ and Vladimir Karpenko
Alchymie a Rudolf II. Hleddn{ tajemstvi piirody
ve stiedni Evropé v 16. a 17. Stoleti (Alchemy and
Rudolf II. Seeking the secrets of Nature in Central
Europe in the 16th and 17th centuries), issued by the
institute publishing house Artefactum, which won
the jury’s prize of the Academia publishing house
for 2011. The English version is under preparation
at present.

Members of the department also took part in
important exhibition projects — Sylva Dobalova,
Lubomir Kone¢ny, Michal Sronék and Stépan
Vacha participated in the preparation of the Karel
Skréta exhibition, organised by the National Gal-
lery, and in the preparation of publications, which
came out as a collective work only after the exhi-
bition had ended. In 2011 Beket Bukovinska, Sylva
Dobalovd, Ivan Muchka and Ivo Purs$ participated
in the preparation and realisation of the Rogmberks
exhibition in the Valdstejn Riding-school, for which
a representative catalogue was published. Martin
Maédl also contributed to an exhibition devoted to
the activity of the Jesuits in Klatovy.

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This department deals with research and inter-
pretation of Czech modern art in international
contexts and in wider cultural relations. The main
common task at present is the 11 centuries of visual
arts in the Czech lands in foreign languages. The
members of the department also devote time to
numerous other projects, often in cooperation
with colleagues from other scientific and cultural
institutions.

The development of contacts abroad plays an
important role: in 2011 Vojtéch Lahoda partici-
pated with a paper entitled Czech Cubism in the
seminar Multiple Modernities through the Lens of
International Cubism in the Museum of Modern Art
in New York. Lenka Bydzovska collaborated in the
exhibition and publication New Formations: Czech
Avant-Garde Art and Modern Glass from the Roy and
Mary Cullen Collection, which was prepared by the
Museum of Fine Arts in Houston, and took part in
the symposium of the same name. Petr Kratoch-

vil received a Fulbright-Masaryk scholarship for

a three-month research stay at Columbia Universi-
ty — Graduate School of Architecture, Planning and
Preservation, where he addressed himself to the
theme of Architecture and Public Space, the elab-
oration of which also won him a three-year grant
from the Czech Grant Agency. Petr Kratochvil also
cooperated on the exhibition Prague Functionalism:
tradition and contemporary response, which took
place in the Museo de la Ciudad in Madrid.

Of the books published in 2011 mention must
be made of the book by Petr Kratochvil entitled

The Darker Side
of Modernity 1927-1945, Ostrava Art Gallery),
Rostislav Svécha cooperated in the exhibition Sial
(Regional Gallery of Liberec and the Cheb Art Gal-
lery), for which he organised the Colloquium on the
history of Sial in Liberec, Petr Kratochvil prepared
the exhibition Zelend architektura.cz on green
architecture in Ust{ nad Labem, Vojtéch Lahoda
cooperated in the opening of the Jan Autengruber
Gallery in the newly repaired chateau in Pacov and
Mahulena Neslehova participated in the exhibition
of still-lifes by Bohumil Kubista in Cheb. A further
considerable part of our activity is represented by
independent academic symposia. In 2011 UDU
was the joint organiser of the conference Kubismus
v Ceské architekture — sto let poté (Cubism in Czech
architecture — a hundred years later), the expert
guarantor of which was Rostislav Svacha, who also
presented his own paper, as did Vojtéch Lahoda.

The Department of Art-historical Topography deals
long-term with the listing and documentation

of art monuments on Czech territory. In 2011, at
the request of the Academia publishing house, it
concentrated on the acquisition of the necessary
references and the preparation of indexes for the
manuscript Umélecké pamdtky Prahy. VI. Velkd
Praha M-Z (Art Monuments of Prague. VI. Greater
Prague M-Z) (passed to the publisher on 31 De-
cember 2010). The work on the indexes has so far
included a street index (the quarters of MaleSice—
Smichov, processed by Markéta Svobodova and
Klara Mezihorakovd), an index of buildings (the
quarters of Malesice — Smichov, prepared by Marie
Platovskd and Klara Mezihordkovd) and an index
of names (quarters MaleSice — Troja, processed by
Dalibor Prix). In parallel with this a list is being
made of the pictorial documentation and this is
currently being supplemented (processed by Ven-
dula Hnidkova and Pavel V1¢ek). At the same time
the Academia publishing house has begun the edit-
ing of the volume Umeélecké pamdtky Prahy. V. Velkd
Praha A-L (Art Monuments of Prague. V. Greater
Prague A-L, manuscript handed to the publishers
by Pavel Vi¢ek in the middle of 2010).
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V ramci fady Umélecké pamdtky Moravy a Slezska

Brno-venkov, Frydek-Mistek, Jesenik, Novy Jicin,
Ttebic, Zlin, Znojmo; the processing of missing
localities in the individual districts is being done by
Katetina Dolejsi, Klara Mezihorakova, Dalibor Prix,
Markéta Svobodovd, Ludmila Htrkové4, Vendula
Hnidkova and Tomas Vales). Within the Institute
the department also has to ensure the professional
processing and preparation of manuscripts for the
edition of Monumenta Bohemiae et Moraviae. In
February 2011 Pavel Vi¢ek completed the first vol-
ume Bagzilika sv. Vavrince a sv. Zdislavy v Jablonné
v Podjestédi (Basilica of St Laurence and St Zdislay in
Jablonné v Podjestédt; it is planned to publish it in
the Artefactum publishing house.

Prospectively the department is preparing an ex-
tensive two-year project continuing the listings of
art monuments in former political districts, which,
in the intentions of the initiation of the Archae-
ological Commission of the Hldvka Academy, modi-
fied by the first Czechoslovak republic intention of
Zdenék Wirth, exceeds the historical boundaries
of the Czech kingdom and includes, apart from the
completion of the listings of art monuments in the
forty-three former Czech political districts, also
lists of the former political districts in Moravia and
Silesia. Also connected with the given territorial
scope of the department is the existence of the
detached workplace in Brno. In 2011 preparatory
work therefore continued on the processing of
the monument treasures of the former political
districts of Ceskd Lipa (Ludmila Htirkov4 and Klara
Mezihorakova) and Kralovice (Pavel Vl¢ek).

K dispozici
je specializovana ptiru¢ni knihovna a digitalni
bibliografie. Vysledky mezinarodniho vyzkumu
publikuje od roku 2000 jednou ro¢né bulletin
Studia Rudolphina. Ceskym i zahrani¢nim studen-
tim a doktorandm poskytuje centrum potfebné
zdzemi a moznost vyuzit kazdoro¢niho stipendia
(Katetina Duskova Memorial Fellowship), zaméte-
ného na vyzkum rudolfinského uméni.

Cinnost centra navazuje na dlouhodoby vyzkum
umeéni a kultury obdobi Rudolfa II. provadény
UDU, jeho? prvnim mezinrodnim tspéchem byla
stald expozice rudolfinskych sbirek z majetku Praz-
ského hradu a s ni spojend mezinarodni konference
(1965).

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The Centre for the study of Rudolfine art and
culture, Studia Rudolphina, came into being in the
year 2000. Since then it has served research work-
ers from all over the world. A specialised reference
library and a digital bibliography are available. The
bulletin Studia Rudolphina has published the re-
sults of international research once a year since the
year 2000. The Centre provides Czech and foreign
students and postgraduates with the necessary
hinterland and the opportunity to utilise an annual
scholarship (the Katefina Duskova Memorial Fel-
lowship), intended for research on Rudolfine art.
The activity of the Centre relates to the long-
term research on the art and culture of the time
of Rudolf I carried out by Institute of Art History,
the first international success of which was the
permanent exhibition of Rudolfine collections in
the property of Prague Castle and the interna-
tional conference connected with it (1965). Since
this time Institute of Art History has organised
international conferences (1969, 1987, 1997, and
2007) and its employees have participated in the
preparation of exhibitions with a Rudolfine theme
(1988 Essen and Vienna, 1997 Prague). The Prague
exhibition was the largest presentation so far of the
art and culture of the time of Rudolf II. The papers
from the international conference Rudolf II, Prague

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The centre concentrates on the systematic docu-
mentation and interpretation of wall paintings of
the 17th and 18th centuries in religious and secular
architecture on the territory of the Czech Lands,
which it studies in the context of Central European
Early Modern-age Art. Photographic databases and
thematic catalogues of wall paintings are compiled
in the centre. The results of the research are then
made available within the framework of pedagogi-
cal activity, lectures and specialist studies.

In the past year the members of the centre have
concentrated on the problems of wall and ceiling
paintings in the context of monastic architecture
and on the work of the painters Carpoforo and
Giacomo Tencalla. In the course of this they have
managed to identify or re-interpret several hitherto
little-known cycles of paintings, among them
a set of paintings in the chateaux of Namést nad
Oslavou, Lnate, MileSov and Libochovice and in
the pilgrim church oft he Visitation of the Virgin
Mary at Svaty Kopecek near Olomouc. A new
interpretation of the paintings in Namést was given
by Martin Mddl in the article ‘Mors et Vita, Hyems
et Aestas, Longe et Prope’: Carpororo Tencalla’s
Paintings in Namest nad Oslavou, published in the
journal Uméni / Art. The comprehensive process-
ing of the cycles executed in the Czech lands by
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et Aestas, Longe et Prope*“: Carpororo Tencalla’s
Paintings in Namést nad Oslavou, vydany v ¢asopi-
se Uméni / Art. Komplexni zpracovan{ cykld, které
na Ceském tizemi provedli oba malifi Tencallové,
pfinese pfipravovand monografie. Specifickou
oblasti vyzkumu, na néjz se centrum zameéiuje,

je pak malba tzv. kvadratur, tedy malovanych
architektonickych ¢lankd, které tvoti mezistupné
mezi redlnou architekturou a figuralnimi kompozi-
cemi.

Knihovna
odebird ptes 200 titult ¢asopist, z toho vice nez
40 % tvoti ¢asopisy zahranic¢ni. Nemalou ¢ast
fondu tvoii zahrani¢ni publikace, které jsou ziska-
vany ndkupem a rozsdhlou vyménou publikaci se
zahrani¢nimi partnery. Na konci roku 2011 dosdhl
knihovni fond po¢tu 81 232 svazka knih, vystav-
nich katalogti a odbornych ¢asopisti. V uvedeném
roce ¢inil ptirtstek fondu 1091 svazka.

Mezi vyznamné prirastky fondu patii zejména
soupis svétovych grafickych sbirek The Illustrated
Bartsch.

Knihovna poskytuje sluzby vSem zdjemctm z fad
odborné vetejnosti a studentl. Celkem je regis-
trovédno 1803 uzivateld, v roce 2011 ji navstivilo
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The library amasses domestic art-historical litera-
ture and selectively collects books from the fields
of aesthetics, architecture, history and literary sci-
ence. The library subscribes to more than 200 ma-
gazines and journals, over 40 % of which are from
abroad. A considerable part of the stock consists
of foreign publications, which are acquired by pur-
chase and by extensive exchange with foreign part-
ners. At the end of 2011 the library stock consisted
of 81.232 volumes of books, exhibition catalogues
and specialist periodicals. In the year in question
the increment to stock was 1.091 volumes.

Among the important increments to stock there
is, in particular, the list of world print collections
The Illustrated Bartsch. In 1990 the library acquired
76 volumes of this list through exchange with
the International Foundation for Art Research
(New York). We receive further volumes as they are
published thanks to the support of the Samuel H.
Kress Foundation, now through the Institute for Art
Research and Documentation in Norwalk. In 2011
this series already contained 106 volumes. In 2011
the library received around 400 volumes, main-
ly exhibition catalogues, from Prof. Dr. Barbara
Schock-Werner of the Metropolitan Kapitel der
hohen Domkirche Koln.

The library provides services to all those inter-
ested from the ranks of the professional public and
students. A total of 1.803 users are registered and
in 2011 the library was visited by 3.172 readers,
1.448 books were borrowed and 9.504 volumes
were taken out for reference only. Readers have the
opportunity to use a reading room where they can
find basic literature, including specialised and gen-

a year since 2001. It contains the texts of selected
lectures delivered in the cycle Collegium Historiae
Artium, studies capturing recent research and also
shorter contributions in the section entitled “Prima
Idea”.
