CSAV. Osudy Slovanského a Orientalniho tdstavu v letech 1945-1953

Resumeé: Slovansky a Orientdlni ustav proSly od svého vzniku do roku 1953 mnohymi
obménami a to jak ve smyslu organiza¢nim, tak zménami hlavniho sméfovani badatelskych
zamérl, nasilnou obmeénou cClenské zakladny i zménami ve financovani. Studie se zabyva
otazkou pfi¢in a disledkil organiza¢nich zmén vedeni obou ustavi v prubehu jejich vyvoje od
skon¢eni druhé svétové valky po za¢lenéni do Ceskoslovenské akademie véd. Studie se
zabyva problematikou vybranych jevil — jak se tyto zmény promitly naptiklad v nahlizeni na
samotné zaclenéni obou ustavli do Akademie véd, jak a kdy probihala zména téchto zpocatku
spiSe ,,prestiznich® tstavli v ustavy védecké a co ustaviim toto zaclenéni v SirSi védecké

organizaci dalo ¢i naopak vzalo.

Resumeé: Centralization of science — state social sciences institutes and the establishment
of CSAS. The fortunes of the Slavonic and Oriental Institutes, 1945-1953

From their establishment until 1953 the Slavonic and Oriental Institutes underwent numerous
changes in the organizational sense, as well as involving the primary direction of research
objectives, the compulsory replacement of the membership base and funding. This study deals
with the issues surrounding selected phenomena — how these changes were reflected e.g.
taking into account the actual incorporation of both institutes in the Academy of Sciences,
how and when these initially rather “prestigious” institutes turned into “scientific institutes”
and what they won and lost from this incorporation within larger scientific organizations.

Resumé: Prvni &ast lanku pfipomina vznik a vyvoj Ceskoslovenské akademie véd v 50. a 60.
letech 20. stoleti v oblasti chemického badani a druha ve zkratce popisuje strukturalni
promény Univerzity Karlovy v Praze v téZe dobé&. 1 v této ¢asti je hlavni pozornost vénovana
chemickym pracovistim. Tieti ¢ast pojednava o spolupraci a vzdjemném soupeieni téchto
pracovist. Jejich vztahy vyrazné ovliviiovaly dobové trendy tykajici se centralizace a

decentralizace veédy. Ukazuje se, Ze po urCité stagnaci v 50. letech se vysokoskolské
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pracovisté¢ snazila ziskat opét vliv na védecké badani. Vzestup chemického badani na
Piirodovédecké fakulté UK v Praze viak nebyl mozny bez podpory CSAV, ktera jednotlivym
katedram poskytovala potfebné pfistroje a spolufinancovala nékteré¢ vyzkumy.
Nezanedbatelnou roli hraly i osobni vztahy védeckych pracovnikil z t&chto instituci. Sedesata
l1éta se proto nesla na vin¢ vzdjemného soupefeni a zaroven rostouci spoluprace chemickych

pracovist.

Resumé: Higher education institutes against the centralization of science? Relations
between CSAS and the Natural Sciences Faculty at Charles University in Prague in the
context of chemicals research during the 1950s and 1960s

The first section of this article recalls the establishment and development of the Czechoslovak
Academy of Sciences in the 1950s and 1960s in the field of chemicals research, while the
second briefly describes the structural transformation of Charles University in Prague at the
same time, as well as primarily focusing attention on chemicals research establishments. The
third section deals with the collaboration and mutual rivalries between these establishments.
Their relations were significantly affected by the centralization and decentralization trends at
the time in science. It turns out that after some stagnation during the 1950s higher education
establishments attempted to regain their influence in scientific research. However, the
emergence of chemicals research at the Charles University Natural Sciences Faculty in Prague
was not possible without the support of CSAS, which provided the individual departments the
necessary instrumentation and co-funded some research. A considerable role was also played
by personal relations among scientists from these institutes. Hence the 1960s rode a wave of
mutual rivalry and at the same time increasing collaboration among chemicals research
establishments.
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Magdalena Najbar-Agicié¢, Intellectual Elites, Scientific and Cultural Institutions in
Socialist Croatia and Yugoslavia from 1945 to 1960

Resumeé: Like the rest of Central and Eastern Europe, after the Second World War, Croatia
came under the rule of the Communist regime. It constituted a part of the Socialist Federal
Republic of Yugoslavia, in which the shift towards the Soviet model was happening faster
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than in the majority of countries in the region. After 1948, the Tito-Stalin split and the conflict
between Yugoslavia and the Eastern Bloc the situation gradually moved towards partial
liberalization, though some remnants of the Soviet model were still present, and the
government’s policies towards the intellectual elite of the country continued to be marked by
imposing ideology and attempts to establish control of the Communist Party. Under such
conditions, the processes which occurred at the university, in the Academy of Arts and
Sciences and in cultural institutions did not differ much from those found in the other
countries under Communist rule, and the attitudes of individuals varied from wholehearted
support for the regime, through adjustment to the situation and cooperation with the
authorities, to resistance.

The main scholarly institutions in Croatia at that time were the University of Zagreb and the
Yugoslav Academy of Sciences and Arts. In the first period after WWII, the Yugoslav
Communist regime tried to introduce the Soviet model in the field of sciences, meaning the
transformation of universities into teaching institutions and concentrating the whole research
processes in the institutes of the academies of sciences. This changed to some extent after the
Tito-Stalin conflict, but some traces of this remained in later periods. The control of the
Communist Party also remained in the form of the so-called self-management systems. Still,
the Communist regime was never completely satisfied with the level of its influence on the
intellectual elites and the main institution in the country.
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Resumé: Intelektualni elity a akademické instituce v socialistickém Chorvatsku a
Jugoslavii v letech 1945-1960

Chorvatsko se po druhé svétové valce dostalo pod kontrolu komunistického rezimu stejné
jako vétsi cast stiedni a vychodni Evropy. Bylo soucasti Socialistické federativni republiky
Jugoslavie a tempo zmén smétujicich k sovétskému modelu bylo v této zemi véEtSi nez v
okolnich statech v regionu. Po roce 1948, kdy doslo k rozkolu mezi Titem a Stalinem, a
Jugoslavie se tak ocitla v rozporu se zbytkem Vychodniho bloku, se poméry zacaly pozvolna
liberalizovat, ackoliv mnohé prvky sovétského modelu zistdvaly zachovany a vladni politika
vuci intelektudlnim elitdim zemé byla naddle vedena v duchu ideové kontroly a nastoleni
komunistické svrchovanosti. Za téchto podminek se prostfedi univerzity, Akademie véd a

uméni jakoz i ostatnich kulturnich instituci pfili§ neliSilo od pomért v jinych komunisty
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ovladanych zemich. Postoje jednotlivcli sahaly od upfimné spolupriace s rezimem pies
vicemén¢ oportunni pfizpiisobeni se pomérim a kooperaci s vladnimi organy, az po odpor.

Hlavni akademické instituce Chorvatska té doby piedstavuji Zahiebska univerzita a
Jugoslavska akademie véd a uméni. V prvnim obdobi bezprostiedné po druhé svétové valce
se jugoslavsky komunisticky rezim snazil po sovétském vzoru organizovat védu tak, ze
univerzity mély byt transformovany na pracovisté Cisté pedagogicka a veskery vyzkum mél
byt soustfedén a veden pod zastitou ustavlii Akademie véd. Tento piistup se po rozkolu Tita a
Stalina pon¢kud zménil, avSak nékteré jeho prvky pietrvaly do nasledujicich obdobi.
Komunisticka strana se rovnéz pokousSela o kontrolu prostfednictvim tzv. samospravného
systému, Nebyla vSak s rozsahem svého vlivu na inteligenci statu, jakoz i na na hlavni

védecké instituce, nikdy zcela spokojena.

Helena KokeSova, Mily Bichie. Ke vztahu Pavla Bichera a Herberta Masaryka

Resumé: Prispévek se tyka nové akvizice, kterou ziskalo oddéleni Archiv Ustavu T. G.
Masaryka. Anna Perlberg z Chicaga darovala ¢ast pozlstalosti svych rodict Pavla Béchera a
Julie Nessy-Bécherové, ktera ma ptimou souvislost s rodinou T. G. Masaryka. V jejim ramci
je ulozena korespondence Herberta Masaryka adresovana Pavlu Béacherovi v letech 1908-
1915. Vzacna je predevsim proto, ze podrobné dokumentuje Herbertovu tvorbu a jeho zivotni
osud, zejména tizivou finanéni situaci. Zaroven je svédectvim o jeho intelektualnich zajmech
tykajicich se nejen vytvarného uméni, ale 1 literatury, hudby a filozofie. Pfispévek je zaroven
uvodem ke komentované edici korespondence Herberta Masaryka adresované Pavlu
Bécherovi. Edici dopliiuji dva dokumenty: dopis Pavla Bichera adresovany Alici Masarykové

v den Herbertova iimrti a dopis Charlotty G. Masarykové Pavlu Bécherovi z 2. dubna 1915.

Resumé: Dear Bicher. On relations between Pavel Bicher and Herbert Masaryk

This paper deals with the new acquisition made by the T. G. Masaryk Institute Archive
Department. Anna Perlberg from Chicago donated some of the personal papers left by her
parents Pavel Bécher and Julie Nessy-Bacherova which are directly connected with T. G.
Masaryk’s family. This includes correspondence from Herbert Masaryk addressed to Pavel
Bécher between 1908 and 1915. It is of rare importance primarily because it documents
Herbert’s life and work in detail, particularly his difficult financial situation. At the same time

it provides testimony to his intellectual interests in not only graphic art, but also in literature,
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music and philosophy. The paper is also an introduction to the annotated edition of Herbert
Masaryk’s correspondence addressed to Pavel Bécher. This edition is supplemented by two
documents: a letter from Pavel Bacher addressed to Alice Masarykova on the day of Herbert’s
death and a letter from Charlotte G. Masarykova to Pavel Bacher dated 2nd April 1915.
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
