mechaniky CSAV

Resumé: Tato studie, ktera je prvni hlubsi sondou do d&jin Ustavu teoretické a aplikované
mechaniky Ceskoslovenské akademie véd, obraci svou pozornost k organizaénimu a
dislokaénimu vyvoji pracoviité. Historie Ustavu teoretické a aplikované mechaniky
Ceskoslovenské akademie véd spadé jiz do roku 1921, kdy byl ustaven jeho p¥imy predchidce
Vyzkumny a zkusebni Gistav hmot a konstrukei stavebnich (od roku 1947 Kloknerdv vyzkumny a
zkudebni ustav hmot a konstrukei stavebnich) CVUT. Tomu byla na po&atku padesatych let pii
zakladani CSAV piisouzena prvofada dilezitost, kdyz se stal jadrem prvniho technicky
zaméfeného akademického ustavu, Ustavu teoretické a aplikované mechaniky (UTAM). Vyvoj
organizaéni struktury nového pracovist¢ byl pomérné spletity a odrazel nejen uroven
védeckovyzkumného pokroku feSené problematiky a pozadavky vedeni Akademie na napli
ginnosti UTAM, ale nepiimo také aktualni kondici &eskoslovenské spolecnosti a ekonomiky.
Neméné zajimava byla i dislokacni situace ustavu spjatd pievazné s byvalym klaSterem Na
Slovanech (Emauzy), jehoz byl UTAM uréen operativnim spravcem. Tento objekt byl pro
pfevazné stavebnicky orientované pracovniky Akademie velkou vyzvou, ale i znacnym
omezenim: zajisténi adekvatnich pracovnich podminek pro zaméstnance a vybudovani
experimentalni zdkladny bylo tfeba uvadét v soulad s respektovanim historické hodnoty

sveétenych prostor.

Résumé: Changes in the organizational structure and location of the Institute of Theoretical
and Applied Mechanics, CSAS

This study, the first substantial survey of the history of the Institute of Theoretical and Applied
Mechanics at the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences (CSAS ITAM), focuses on redeployment
and organizational developments at the institute. The history of the Institute of Theoretical and
Applied Mechanics at the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences goes back to 1921, when its first
direct predecessor was established, the Research and Experimental Institute for Materials and
Building Structures (as of 1947 Klokner's Research and Experimental Institute for Materials and
Building Structures) at the Czech Technical University. This was ascribed primary importance in
the early 1950s when the CSAS was established, as it formed the core of the first technically-
based Academic institute, the Institute of Theoretical and Applied Mechanics (ITAM). The
development of the organizational structure of this new institute was fairly complex, reflecting not

only the level of scientific research progress achieved within the areas under review, as well as



Academy requirements on ITAM activities, but also indirectly the state of the Czechoslovak
economy and society at that time. Of no less interest was the redeployment situation at the
institute associated primarily with the old Na Slovanech (Emmaus) monastery, which was
allocated to ITAM by the operations administrator. For the primarily construction-oriented
Academy staff this building was a great challenge, as well as a considerable constraint: adequate
working conditions needed to be acquired for employees and an experimental base needed to be
created, while respecting the historical value of the premises.

AC nacisticka ideologie
nastolila idedl zeny jako rodicky a matky, jejiz misto je u domdaciho krbu, tudiz i jeji vzdélani ma
byt omezeno na dovednosti spojené s matefstvim, vychovou déti a vedenim domacnosti,
vzhledem k tomu, ze mladi muzi — tedy i studenti ¢i vé€dci — museli narukovat, uvolnéna mista
mohly zaplnit mladé Zeny.

Student practice at the Sudeten German Institute for Research on Provincial
Characteristics and Folkways under Dr. Margarete Klante 1942-1944

A paradoxical situation arose in the Third Reich during the Second World War. Although Nazi
ideology presented the ideal woman as a child-bearer and mother, whose place was at the
domestic hearth, so even her education was to be limited to skills associated with motherhood,
child-rearing and running a household, because young men, including students and scholars, had
to enlist, the vacated places could be filled by young women. Female students and neophyte
scholars were provided the opportunity to show their abilities, and gain respect among their male

teaching colleagues and superiors. This study is a survey of everyday life in the war, focusing on



the involvement of female students in economic, historical and "racial” scholarly tasks at the
Sudeten German Institute for Research on Provincial Characteristics and Folkways
(Sudetendeutsche Anstalt fiir Landes- und Volksforschung) in Liberec during 1942-1943. The ten
special-subject commissions at SALV were meant to foster and develop meaningful collaboration
between specialists working within the province and colleagues from the relevant seminaries and
institutes not only at the German University in Prague, but also from universities in neighbouring
Reich provinces and allied lands.

Piotr Bilinski, Political Activity of Stanistaw Kutrzeba in 1945

Résumé: The Cracow-based law historian Stanislaw Kutrzeba (1876-1946) was an important
persona of Polish academic and public life after the Second World War. Kutrzeba chaired
Akademia Umiejetnosci (the Polish Academy of Arts and Sciences), the most important research
institution in the country, was a former professor of the Jagiellonian University in Cracow and an
active member of its underground scion during the war years. He was also a notable Catholic
politician. The paper follows his post-war political activities, including his extensive publications
in a Christian-democratic weekly ‘Tygodnik Powszechny’ (‘The Catholic Weekly’). His
contributions were occasionally attacked by Communist elements or indeed were never published
due to censorship restrictions.

Notwithstanding these issues, Kutrzeba sought a modus vivendi with the new political
establishment. He took an opportunity to participate at the 220th anniversary of the Soviet
Academy of sciences in June 1945. In so doing, he entered high level Polish-Soviet political
negotiations. It would appear that this was an ill-considered move on his part and bore hallmarks
of a conservative - and it this context naive - attitude not used to intrusive political practices of the
post-war period.

Despite Kutrzeba’s bona fide approach, his participation did not bring any constructive results; on
the contrary - it was viewed with suspicion by many Poles and unfortunately actually contributed
to a legitimisation of the new regime. Moreover, the scholar suffered under a physical well as
mental stress during his Moscow sojourn, which aggravated his health problems. After his return,
Kutrzeba’s health rapidly deteriorated and he was confined to bed for the rest of his life.

Resumeé: Politicka ¢innost Stanistawa Kutrzeby v roce 1945
Krakovsky pravni historik Stanistaw Kutrzeba (1876—1946) byl po skonceni 2. svétové valky

osobnosti s velkou autoritou. Jako pfedseda Polské Akademie Umiejetnosci stal v Cele



nejvyznamnéjs$i védecké instituce v zemi, mél za sebou minulost profesora mezivaleéné
Jagellonské univerzity i jeji ,,podzemni‘ pokracovatelky z vale¢nych let a byl znamy rovnéz jako
politik katolické orientace. Studie sleduje jeho povalecné politické aktivity, mimo jiné
publicistickou ¢innost na strankach kiestansko-demokratického casopisu ,,Tygodnik
Powszechny*. Nékteré jeho ¢lanky byly ostfe napadany z komunistickych pozic, anebo neprosly
soudobou cenzurou.

Presto se Kutrzeba snazil hledat urcity modus vivendi s novou politickou garniturou. Hlavni
prilezitosti v tomto sméru byla jeho Gcast na oslavach 220. vyro¢i Akademie véd SSSR v Cervnu
1945. Tehdy byl také vtazen do sovétsko-polskych politickych rozhovord na nejvyssi trovni.
Podle minéni autora jeho i¢ast nebyla Stastna a vyznaCovala se jistou davkou naivity ¢lovéka
staré Skoly uvyklého jiné politické praxi. Ackoli byl veden t€émi nejlep§imi umysly, jeho snaha
K nicemu nevedla, naopak byla jeho cesta do Moskvy u ¢asti polské vefejnosti sledovana
S podezienim a prispéla k legitimizaci novych pomérii. Nervové a fyzické vypéti za pobytu v
Moskvé prudce zhorsilo jeho neptiznivy zdravotni stav. Té€Zce nemocny védec zlstal po navratu

do Krakova az do smrti upoutan na loze.

Adéla Jianova Mackova, Pavel Zd’arsky, Korespondence Aloise Musila a Zdeiika Fafla jako

pramen k zaloZeni Orientalniho ustavu 1920-1928

Resumé: Studie se zabyva problematickymi pocatky zakladani Orientalniho ustavu ve dvacatych
letech 20. stoleti a rolemi Aloise Musila a Zdenka Fafla v tomto procesu. Alois Musil, arabista,
teologa a cestovatel, pisobil po 1. svétové valce na prazské Ceské univerzité a stal u zrodu
mySlenky zaloZzeni Orientalniho ustavu na zakladé svych zkuSenosti s podobnymi institucemi
plsobicimi ve Vidni. Jeho navrh na védeckou instituci, ktera by propojila orientalisticky vyzkum
zemi Asie a Afriky s potfebou prizkumu razu hospodaiského a s nutnosti navazani kulturnich i
hospodaftskych stykii Ceskoslovenska s témito zem&mi, jej propojil se skupinou narodohospodai
z Ustavu pro zahrani¢ni obchod. Zdengk Fafl, pravnik, tfednik Ustavu pro zahraniéni obchod,
pozdéji generalni tajemnik Prazské obchodni a Zivnostenské komory a feditel Ceskoslovenského
exportniho ustavu, ziskal pro myslenku Orientélniho tstavu Rudolfa Hotowetze, feditele Ustavu
pro zahrani¢ni obchod. Rudolf Hotowetz dokazal ziskat pro Orientalni ustav 4 mil. K¢ jako jeho
zakladni jméni 1 penize na vlastni budovu, Alois Musil se zaslouzil pfedev§im o udrzeni
pivodniho navrhu na zaméfeni Gstavu a Zdenck Fafl se podilel pfedev§im na prosazeni tohoto
navrhu v meziministerskych poradach. Edice korespondence Aloise Musila a Zdenka Fafla z let
1920-1928, ktera je predstavena v druhé ¢ésti této studie, je jednim z klicovych pramend, jenz
ukazuje Musilovo napojeni na ¢eskoslovenské hospodaiské a politické kruhy, bez jejichZz podpory

by Orientalni ustav, planovany s tak Sirokym odbornym zdbérem, nikdy nemohl vzniknout.



Résumé. Correspondence between Alois Musil and Zdenék Fafl as a source on the
establishment of the Oriental Institute, 1920-1928

This study deals with the issues surrounding the origins of the establishment of the Oriental
Institute in the 1920s and the roles played by Alois Musil and Zden¢k Fafl in this process. Alois
Musil, Arabist, theologist and traveller, worked at the Czech University in Prague after the First
World War. He was the man behind the idea of establishing an Oriental Institute based on his
experience with similar institutes in Vienna. His plan for a scholarly institute that combined
Orientalist research into the lands of Asia and Africa with the need for research of an economic
nature and the requirement for forging cultural and economic ties between Czechoslovakia and
these countries brought him together with a group of national economists from the Foreign Trade
Institute. Zden¢k Fafl, lawyer, Institute of Foreign Trade official, subsequently General Secretary
of the Prague Chamber of Commerce and Trade and Director of the Czechoslovak Export Institute
won over Rudolf Hotowetz, Director of the Foreign Trade Institute, to the idea of an Oriental
Institute. Rudolf Hotowetz managed to obtain four million crowns for the Oriental Institute's basic
capital, as well as money for the premises themselves, while Alois Musil primarily played an
important role in adhering to the original plan for the institute's orientation and Zdenék Fafl
primarily took part in promoting this plan at interministerial meetings. The edition of
correspondence between Alois Musil and Zdenék Fafl from 1920 to 1928, which is presented in
the second part of this study, is one of the key sources showing Musil's involvement in
Czechoslovak economic and political circles, without whose support the Oriental Institute,
conceived on such a broad specialist basis, could never have been established.
