The contribution aims at complex study of forest as the most important component of the prehistoric eco-
nomic system. The natural composition of forest vegetation and the exploitation of trees, forest and forest
products are examined on the basis of pollen, anthracological and macro-remains analysis results, archaeo-
logy, ethnography and modelling. None of the aforementioned disciplines, however, has at present adequate
unambiguously interpretable data that could be used as basis for a more detailed reconstruction of the form
and extent of Holocene forest vegetation and in particular its anthropogenic changes.

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Food strategies in Central Moravia (Czech Republic)
during Final Eneolithic
A case study of Corded Ware culture communities

In this paper we focused on the reconstruction of dietary behaviour and food culture in the population of
the Corded Ware culture in Central Moravia. The data comes from sites at Ivanovice na Hané 3/2, Ivanovice
na Hané 4 and Hostice 4. The main aim of this study is to get data about diet and symbolic meals indicated
in graves in the form of animal bones, and to compare our results with the common idea of sexual dimorphism
in the societies of the Corded Ware culture. Buccal dental microwear analysis was performed in order to
reconstruct the diet and the results were compared to the physical health of the whole population. The results
indicate a mixed abrasive diet with a high ratio of meat intake. In any case, individual dietary behaviour
varied and was most probably determined not just by nutritional needs, but also by rules, taboos and
restrictions.

Prints and other artwork models for motifs on stove tiles in Bohemia
Renaissance stove tiles as an agent in the spread of Reformation ideas
and culture

Prispévek hodnoti soubor 78 renesancnich kachlii pochdzejicich z ceského prostredi, k jejichZ motiviim
se podarilo nalézt grafické a dalsi predlohy. Na zdkladé jejich srovndni s kachlovou produkci sousednich
zemi a s prihlédnutim k piivodu autorii téchto predloh nalézd piivodni centrum jejich vyroby v némeckém
prostredi. Z Némecka do Ceskych zemi vSak nebyly — aZ na nékteré vyjimky — pravdépodobné dovdzeny
hotové kachle ani formy k jejich vyrobé, spise jen hlinéné pozitivni modely, pripadné se timto smérem Siri-
ly pouze motivy jako takové. Existence rady predloh kachlovych reliéfii v soudobych medailich predevsim
z oblasti Krusnohoti a jmenovité Jachymova napovidd, Ze toto centrum medailérské vyroby mohlo slouZit
Jako zprostredkujici ¢ldnek pri pronikdni renesancnich vlivii do ceské kachlové produkce. Podobny techno-
logicky postup pri vyrobé medaili a kachlovych forem spolu s dalSimi indiciemi ¢ini také velmi pravdépo-
dobnou hypotézu, Ze se jachymovsti medailéri primo podileli na vzniku modelit pro zhotovovdni kachlo-
vych forem. Reformacni prostredi tohoto mésta by rovnéZ mohlo cdstecné vysvétlovat pocetné zastoupeni
reformacnich motivii na kachlich z ceskych zemi.

The essay evaluates an assemblage of 78 Renaissance stove tiles from Bohemia for whose motifs prints and
other artwork models could be found. On the basis of their comparison with stove tile production in neigh-
bouring countries and by taking into consideration the artists who created these models, the author of this
study identified Germany as the original centre for the production of the tiles. However, with only a few
exceptions, it is highly likely that neither the finished stove tiles nor the moulds for their production were
imported from Germany to the Czech lands. Instead, positive clay models were brought here or the motifs
themselves simply spread in this direction. The existence of models for stove tile reliefs in contemporary
medals primarily from the Krusné Hory area and Jdachymov in particular, suggests that this centre of medal
production could have served as an intermediary link in the spread of Renaissance influences to Bohemian
stove tile production. A similar technological procedure common to both the production of medals and tile
moulds, along with other evidence, suggest a hypothesis in which Jdchymov medal makers contributed
directly to the creation of models for the preparation of tile moulds. The Reformation environment in the town
could also partly explain the high frequency of Reformation motifs on stove tiles in the Czech lands.

Misy s perlovité vybijenym okrajem jsou v Cechdch reprezentovdny exempldri ze Slatiny a Hradenina.
V kolinském muzeu je uloZena jesté jedna misa tohoto typu, pochdzejici vidajné z Nebovid. U tohoto ndlezu
byla v minulosti zvaZovdna datace do doby Fimské, jednd se vSak o exempldr italické provenience vyrobeny
béhem 2. pol. 6. az 1. pol. 5. stol. pi: Kr., ktery se do Cech dostal jako import z oblasti Apeninského polo-
ostrova. Jeho provenienci naznacuji rovnéZ vysledky analyz prvkového sloZeni materidlu, ze kterého je vyro-
ben. Prispévek prindsi také vysledky analyzy prvkového slozeni materidlu misy typu Hohmichele z Hrade-
nina. Také v tomto pripadé vsak naznacuje prvkové slozeni piivod misy v oblasti Apeninského poloostrova.

Contribution to the problem of Hallstatt bowls with pearl-like studded rim in Bohemia. Specimens of bowls
with pearl-like studded rim in Bohemia include one from Slatina and another one from Hradenin. Yet another
bowl of this type, supposedly from Nebovidy, is deposited in the Kolin museum. It is a specimen of Italic
provenience made during the second half of the 6! to the first half of the 5! centuries BC. Results of the
analyses of the elemental composition of the material used on the bowl confirm its provenience. The article
quotes also the results of the analyses of the elemental composition of the material used on the Hohmichele
type bowl from Hradenin. The elemental composition indicates also in this case the origin of the bowl at the
Italian Peninsula.

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Keramické cedniky, poklopy a trychtyfre z oppida Stradonice

Ndlezovy fond z oppida Stradonice obsahuje specidlni perforované keramické tvary s rozdilnou funkci.
Vedle tradicné predpoklddaného vyuZiti pri vyrobé mlécnych produktii je akcentovdna souvislost urcité
varianty s procesem pripravy alkoholickych ndpojii. Rozsdhld skupina tvarit s perforacemi ndleZi k tech-
nické keramice, urcené k manipulaci se zhavym materidlem. Analogie vyclenénych variant se objevuji od
pocdtkii vyroby keramiky a varianty cednikii k filtraci tekutin od doby bronzové i v kovovém provedeni.

Ceramic colanders, covers and funnels from the Stradonice oppidum. The find inventory from the Strado-
nice oppidum includes special perforated ceramic shapes of different purpose. Apart from the traditionally
supposed use for dairy products processing, relationship with the preparation of alcoholic beverages is
stressed for certain variants. Large group of shapes with perforations belongs to technical ceramics, desig-
ned to handle hot materials. Analogies of the selected variants appear from the origins of pottery production,
and there is also metal version of colanders for filtration of liquids since the Bronze Age.

Dosavadni rozSireni vyrazného typu bronzové spony stiedolaténské konstrukce se zdobenym Stitkovym luci-
kem se omezuje pouze na stiedoevropsky prostor s jednoznacnym teZistém vyskytu v Cechdch a na Moravé.
Tato skutecnost opraviiuje jejich J. Wernerem navrZené oznaceni jako ,,bojské* spony. Spony ziskané z oppi-
ddlniho prostredi ukazuji na jejich ramcové datovdni do rozmezi stupriii LT C2-D1.

“Boiian” fibulae in Bohemia and Moravia. The existing distribution of a distinct type of bronze fibula
of the Middle La Tene construction with a decorated plate bow is restricted to Central Europe, with a pro-
nounced concentration of finds in Bohemia and Moravia. This fact justifies their designation as “Boiian”
fibulae, as proposed by J. Werner. The fibulae acquired from oppida indicate a general dating in the phases
LT C2-D1.

Na svahu Pdkovy hory (k. ii. Lhota u Medvédic) v Ceském stiedohori bylo nalezeno prolamované bronzové
ndkonci pochvy mece, které Ize podle presné paralely z Kelheimu datovat do 11. a/nebo na pocdtek 12. sto-
leti. Dalsi fragment pochdzi z Roudnice, okr. Hradec Krdlové, a s trochu odlisnym prolamovanym dekorem
i ze Zddnic na Moravé. Nové ndlezy patrné importovaného ndkonct pochvy mece rozsiruji dosud zndmou
Skdlu téchto artefaktii z Ceského tizemi.

Early medieval scabbard chape from the Central Bohemian Uplands. An openwork bronze scabbard chape
was found on the slopes of Pdkova Hill in the Central Bohemian Uplands (cadastral territory of Lhota
u Medvédic); based on exact parallels from Kelheim, it can be dated to the 11" century and/or beginning
of the 12" century. Another fragment was found in Roudnice in the district of Hradec Krdlové, and another
in Zddnice na Moravé, which featured slightly different openwork decoration. The new finds of apparently
imported scabbard chapes increase the hitherto known scale of these artefacts in Bohemia.
