from one or few sentences to several pages or pholios. It is used throughout
the whole period of the Old Bohemian literature, usually in religious-educa-
tive documents, tractates, polemical and expository treatises, but also in sci-
entific literature, and, less often, in poetry. As a rhetorical figure it is mainly
used as a stylistic device (the levektdcutig, but in some documents it also
contributes to the overall arrangement of the text (the lewdispbsitig.
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
