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Summary

ARISTOPHANES ON THE CZECH STAGE
BETWEEN THE FIRST AND SECOND WORLD WAR,
AND DURING THE SECOND WORLD WAR

Since the end of the Second World War, well over eighty performan-
ces of Aristophanesís plays have been staged, meaning that ancient Gre-
ek comedy has become a permanent part of the Czech theatrical re-
pertory. Over the course of more than eighty years, Aristophanesís plays
have been staged almost every year, with four performances in different
locations in the Republic being unexceptional. Lysistrata alone has been
performed at least forty-five times since the end of the war, a figure
comparable with performances of Shakespeareís Midsummer Nightís
Dream.42

In the interwar period and during the Second World War the name of
Aristophanes was associated with many directorial personalities, among
whom Karel »apek and Ji¯Ì Frejka excelled, together with significant
artists like Josef »apek and Antonin Heythum. Aristophanes comedy in
translation by Ferdinand Stiebitz became the new novel material and
a source of opportunities for the emerging generation of Czech avant-
garde theatre; moreover, the stage performances on several occasions
served as a pacifist manifesto (Frejka, Podhorsk˝) in difficult times of
impending fascism.
