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Abstract

The novelty of this work is in the presentation of a theoretical frame-
work that allows the modeling of an announced switch of the monetary
regime. In our experiment, the monetary authority announces stabiliza-
tion of the nominal exchange rate after the announced number of periods.
We analyze the effects of the monetary policy regime for the macroeco-
nomic stability over the transition period. For our analysis, we consider
representative forms of standard monetary regimes. Moreover, we rank
the examined regimes in terms of loss functions.

Abstrakt

Ptfinosem prace je prezentace teoretického pristupu k modelovani
ohlasené zmény monetarniho rezimu. V experimentu monetarni autorita
doptedu vyhlési pfechod na novy rezim s cilem stabilizace kurzu. Dale
je pomoci vybranych reprezentativnich piipadi analyzovan vliv volby
ménového rezimu v obdobi pfechodu. Tyto rezimy jsou srovnavany po-
moci funkce ztraty uzitku.
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
