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Abstract
The paper analyzes investment behavior of industrial enterprisesin the period immediately following price and
foreign trade liberalization in the Czech Republic. It also focuses on the effect of “soft” macroeconomic
environment on the microeconomic decisions. A dynamic investment function with symmetric adjustment cost
function based on the Euler equation has been estimated. The derived and estimated investment function accounts
for export sales in order to determine whether firms evaluate production for domestic and foreign markets
differently, i.e, use the advantage of an undervalued currency. The estimation was conducted on two-year firm-level
panel data from 1992 and 1993. The first major result of the empirical analysis suggests that there is no evidence
that firms treat domestic sales and exports differently in the context of the adjustment cost function. The second
remarkable finding contradicts the common view that firms in the transitional environment have short-term
horizons. Both these findings could be interpreted as strong evidence against the idea of economic policy helping
firms within a temporary soft macroeconomic environment. No evidence was found against the applicability of the
constant returns to scale assumption on the Cobb-Douglas production function within the analyzed framework.

Abstrakt

Studie analyzuje investi¢ni chovani prumyslovych podniku v dobé té€sné po cenové liberalizaci a liberalizaci
zahrani¢niho obchodu v Ceské republice. Soustied’uje se na vliv “mékkého” makrockonomického prostiedi na
rozhodovani mikrosféry. Byla odhadovana dynamicka investicni funkce vychdzejici z Eulerovy rovnice se
symetrickymi naklady ptizptisobeni. Odvozena a odhadovana forma investi¢ni funkce bere v ivahu pfimé exporty,
aby bylo mozné¢ zjistit, zda podniky rozliSuji v produkci pro domaci a zahrani¢ni trhy, tedy zda vyuzivaji vyhod
plynoucich z podhodnocené domaci mény. Vlastni odhady jsou provedeny na panelu pramyslovych podnikii za roky
1992 a 1993. Prvnim vysledkem empirické analyzy je, Ze neexistuji ndznaky toho, Ze by podniky rozliSovaly vyrobu
pro domaci a zahrani¢ni trhy v kontextu nakladové funkce pfizpusobeni. Druhy vyznamny poznatek odporuje
obvyklému nazoru, Ze podniky maji v obdobi transformace kratkodoby rozhodovaci horizont. Oba tyto vysledky
Ize interpretovat jako silny dikaz proti konceptu mékké makroekonomické politiky, ktera ma byt docasnou formou
pomoci podnikim pro nadechnuti se pfed restrukturalizaci. V pouzitém modelu téZ nebyla zamitnuta hypotéza
konstantnich vynosu z rozsahu pro Cobb-Douglasovu produkéni funkei.
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
