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Abstract

We study the effects of loaded instructions in a bribery experiment. We
find a strong gender effect: men and women react differently to real-world
framing. The treatment effect becomes significant once we allow for gender-
specific coefficients. Our paper contributes to the (small) literature on exper-
imental tests of (anti-)corruption measures and adds evidence to the (mixed)
results on gender effects and the on-going discussion on the need for socio-
demographic controls.

Abstrakt

Skiimame rozdiely v rozhodovani ucastnikov experimentu zaoberajicom
sa korupciou a protikorupénymi optareniami, ked’ tito st alebo nie st obozné-
meni s kontextom. NaSe vysledky poukazuji na vyznamné rozdiely medzi
spravanim muzov a zien. Analyzovany vplyv kontextu je vyznamny v mo-
deli, ktory umoznuje rozne koeficienty pre muzov a pre zeny. NA&S ¢lanok
tak prispieva k (skromnej) literatire dokladujicej experimentélne testovanie
protikorupénych opatreni a rovnako aj k (ré6znorodym) zaverom o rozdieloch
v spravani sa muzov a zien, ¢i pokacujucim diskusidm o vyzname sociode-
mografickych charakteristik pri analyze experimentdlnych dat.
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
