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Abstract

I estimate the effect of opposite-gender peer drinking on individual risky sexual behavior
among Czech youth. The identification strategy relies on two main controls for individual and
group-specific unobservables. First, younger schoolmates’ sexual behavior is a control for
school-specific attitudes toward sexual behavior. Second, pre-determined individual pre-
secondary-school alcohol consumption is used to control for self-selection into schools of
individuals with specific attitudes toward alcohol. As opposed to Waddell (2010), I find that
female drinking affects the male propensity to have unprotected sex, while male drinking does
not have such an effect on female behavior. This finding corresponds to the fact that females
have usually older sexual partners than males.

Abstrakt

V tomto c¢lanku odhaduji efekt piti alkoholu vrstevnikli opac¢ného pohlavi na riskantni
sexualni chovani ¢eskych stfedoskolaki. Identifikacni strategie v tomto ¢lanku je zévisla na
dvou hlavnich proménnych kontrolujici pro individualni a skupinové nepozorované
charakteristiky. Prvni je primérné sexudlni chovani mladSich spoluzéki ze stejné Skoly, coz
ma piedevsim kontrolovat pro nepozorovatelny pfistup k sexudlnimu chovani specificky pro
rizné Skoly. Druha hlavni kontrolni proménnd je spotieba alkoholu pied vstupem na stfedni
Skolu. Ta mé kontrolovat ptfedevsim pro selekci studentl do jednotlivych stfednich Skol. Na
rozdil od Waddella (2010) jsem zjistil, Ze piti zen zvysSuje pravdépobnost jejich spoluzakl mit
nechranény sex, kdezto piti muzi tento efekt na Zeny nema. Toto zjisténi koresponduje s tim,
ze zeny maji obvykle star$i prvni sexualni partnery.
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
