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Abstract

I analyze subjects’ sensitivity to parametric change that does not af-
fect the theoretical prediction. I find that increasing the value of an illegal
transaction to a briber and reducing the penalties to both culprits leads to
more bribes being paid but does not affect the cooperation of the bribee.
My data also suggest that trust and preferences towards others might play a
role. My paper provides a testbed for experimental testing of anti-corruption
measures and adds evidence to the on-going discussion on the need for socio-
demographic controls.

Abstrakt

Analyzujem dopad zmeny parametrov, ktord neovplyviuje teoreticku pre-
dikciu, na rozhodovanie tcastnikov experimentu. Zistila som, ze zvySenie
vyplaty plynicej platcovi uplatku z ilegalnej transakcie a sicastné znizenie
penale pre oboch pachatelov vedie k zvySeniu korupcie, avSsak nema vplyv
na d’alSie rozhodovanie prijmatel’a uplatku. Moje vysledky tiez naznacuju,
ze dovera a preferencie voci blahu inych moézu zohravat’ dolezitu tdlohu pri
rozhodovani. Mo6j ¢lanok poskytuje vychodiskovy testovaci zdklad pre exper-
imentdlne testovanie protikorupénych opatreni, a tiez prispieva k pokracu-
jucim diskusiam o vyzname sociodemografickych charakteristik pri analyze
experimentalnych dat.
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
