SELECTION PROCESS  
 

I. A written test in foreign language (languages to choose 
from: English/German/Italian/Spanish/French/Russian; 
applicant always chooses a language other than his/her native 
one); max. 20 points 
 
II. Interview 
- Discussion of applicant’s written presentation of previous 
publication and educational activities in the field; max. 30 
points  
- Discussion of applicant’s written proposal of dissertation 
project; max. 50 points 
 
Minimum number of points for admission is 70, of which at 
least 10 points must be awarded for the language test.

This 

part of submission must 

include a written proposal 

of dissertation thesis and a 

list of previous publication 

and education activities in 

the field.
