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Abstract

Characterized are changes in the content of the activities of the state statistical bodies,
changes in the methodology of statistical surveying and the effects of these changes on the
quality of the statistical information given by the statistical bodies, namely

e the adaptation of price statistics to the regional and other differentiation of the price level,

e the start of custom statistics following the liberalization of foreign trade,

e the registration of new entrepreneurs and their involvement as responding units,

e the introducion of recommended international European standard classifications: the
domestic versions of the NACE (ISIC) since 1992, of the ISCO since 1993, of the CPA
(CPC) since 1994; harmonized system of the description and coding of commodities in
foreign trade (HS) had already been accepted in the year 1989,

e the switch from the production indicators of the so-called productive sphere to the
macroeconomic aggregates of all the economic activities and the introduction of the
European System of National Accounts (ESA) since 1992,

e the quarterly performance of the Labour Force Sample Surveys since 1993 in accordance
with European Union Standards,

e the quarterly (since 1991) and monthly (since 1992) performance of business surveys in
industry, construction and retail trade,

e the presentation of the figures on the restitution and privatization of the nationalized
capital.

The official statistical data from the prerevolutionary period were not revised, as no appropriate
ways to exclude the consequences of the hidden inflation and "respondent’s improvements" (the
self-lying principle), which were considered to be the origins of the distortions, were found. The
insufficiences in the harmonisation of various related indicators stemmed from the lack of the
system approach, too.

CPC - standardni
klasifikace produkce (od r. 1994); harmonizovany systém popisu a kodovani zbozi v
zahrani¢nim obchod¢ (HS) byl akceptovan jiz v r. 1989,

prepocty souhrnnych ukazatelti produkce tzv. vyrobni sféry na makroekonomické
agregaty produktu (ze vSech hospodaiskych ¢innosti) od r. 1992 zavadéni evropské
soustavy narodnich ucti (ESA),

od r. 1993 ¢tvrtletni uskutecnovani vybérovych Setfeni pracovnich sil odpovidajici
standardu Evropské unie,

od r. 1991 uskutecnovani ctvrtletnich a od r. 1992 mési¢nich konjunkturalnich prazkumi
v pramyslu, stavebnictvi a maloobchodé,

zobrazeni procest restituce a privatizace znarodnéného hmotného majetku.

Oficidlni revize Udaji statni statistiky z obdobi pied r. 1990 se neuskutecnila, protoZe jako zdroje
zkresleni byly identifikovany skryté inflace a "vylepSovani hldSeni" (tzv. samoobsluha 1z{)
samotnymi respondenty, které nebylo mozné dodate¢né vérohodné kvantifikovat. Nedostatky v
harmonizaci riiznych vzajemné spjatych indikéatord byly téZ disledkem chybéjici systémovosti.
