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Abstract

This paper provides empirical estimates of own and cross-price elasticities and expenditure
elasticities of Czech import demand for food and agricultural products. The econometric
estimation is based on monthly data from January 1993 to May 1995.The Hausman test for
endogeneity supports the hypothesis that Czech import prices are exogenously determined
outside of the Czech economy. The testing of Granger causality between domestic and import
prices of selected representative commodities indicates that the past values of import prices do
not determine the level of domestic prices. This finding empirically supports the relevance of our
treatment of imported agricultural goods as a special demand subsystem separated from the
demand for domestic goods.

Abstrkt

Tato prace poskytuje empiricky odhad vlastnich a kiizovych cenovych pruznosti a vydajovych
pruznosti pro ¢eskou dovozni poptavku po potravinach a zeméd¢€lskych vyrobceich.
Ekonometricky odhad je zalozen na mési¢nich datech z obdobi leden 1993 - kvéten 1995.
Hausmantv test endogencity podporuje hypotézu, ze ceské dovozni ceny jsou exogenné uréeny
vn¢ ¢eské ekonomiky. Test Granger kauzality mezi domécimi a dovoznimi cenami vybranych
komodit naznacuje, ze dovozni ceny piedchozich obdobi neurcuji urovent domacich cen. Tento
zaveér empiricky podporuje vhodnost naseho pfistupu k dovaZenym zemédé€lskym vyrobkiim jako
ke zvlastnimu poptavkovému subsystému odde€lenému od poptavky po domacich vyrobcich.
