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Abstract

In this paper we discuss the incentives of a welfare maximizing government to implement
strategic trade policy when there is, on the one hand, uncertainty about the relevant market
information (like the type of competition, demand function, cost function, etc.), but, on the other
hand, the environment of the contest between the firms is specific: there are two firms and the
interaction among them is accompanied by technological spillovers from the domestic firm to the
foreign firm. The two bench mark oligopoly models -- Bertrand and Cournot -- are assumed to be
possible types of market competition. In order to analyse the problem of strategic policy under
uncertainty, it is first necessary to work out in depth the optimal tariff policy in perfect
information setup for both the Cournot and the Bertrand case. We argue, then, that the
"informational” criticism of strategic trade policy is less relevant than was previously thought.

Abstrakt

V tomto ¢lanku diskutujeme podnéty, které motivuji vladu maximalizujici v§eobecny blahobyt k
zavedeni obchodni politiky v situaci kdy relevantni informace o trhu jsou nejisté (napft. typ
soutéze, poptavkova funkce, funkce nakladu, atd.), avSak rdmec soutéZeni firem je zndm: dvé
firmy, jejichz vzajemna interakce je doprovazena tinikem technologickych informaci z domaci
smerem k zahrani¢ni firmé. K modelovani trzni soutéZe jsou pouzity dva zédkladni modely
oligopolu, Bertrandiiv a Cournotliv. Pro analyzu strategické politiky za nejistoty je nezbytné
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propracovat do hloubky optimalni tarifni politiku pfi plné informovanosti v obou téchto
modelech. Zavérem tvrdime, Ze kritika strategické obchodni politiky opiend o nedostatek
informaci je méné¢ relevantni nez bylo doposud mysleno.
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
